MONTGOMERY, Ala—A few
years ago, if enyone predicted
that white and Negro teachers
would soon be paid the same sal-
aries in the schools of Alabama,

A few years ago also, no one
would have believed the predic-
tion tha* Negrn schools would be-
come as up-to-date and modern
as white schools. And il anyone
had predicted that a Negro would
sit among 12 good men and true
on a jury which decided the fale
of a white man where the death
sentence was involved he would
have been considered revolution-
ary.

However, all of these things
have happened—in Alabams.

Furthermore, there seems to be
s healthy desire in this state,
which has one of the heaviest Ne-
gro populations of the south, to
work quietly and steadily to-
ward improvement of race rela-
thons.

Two new Negro high schools
have just been finished in Mont-
gomery, and this writer, who re-
cently visited them, can testify
to the fact that they appear more
up-to-date than the older schools
for white children. Alabamans ad-
mit that the Negro schools were
long overdue, and that it has
only been recently that Negro
education has begun to catch up.

LONDON, B—A nature writer in the
highly proper London Times noted with a

It is just that they want to preveat
such small incidents of censorship from
blossoming Ioto an over-all cemsorghip
power which will have an fron-clad rule
over every segment of the amusement
industry,
