from the Indians of whom he was 
greatly afraid.

The route led them over rough 
mountanous terrain. Bands o f Ind 
ians sometimes demanded a horse 
or cow My folks were afraid to re­
fuse them and were revolted to 
sec them kill and eat ir. "ory 
me-s the raw flesh and bowel* of 
their gift.

One band of Indians fell in love 
with my small half sister. They 
tried to bargain for her. It seem­
ed ’ hat they believed that it was 
good luck to have a blonde head­
ed child in their camp. After that 
he wa* kept out of sight when 

Indian- were around.
The trip was long and hazard 

ou*. My stepfather stopped at a 
few mining camp* along the route 
to earn money to finish the jour­
ney. He didn't stay any longer 
than he had to. however for the 
ramp* were filled with a rough 
and touch element that kept every 
one on the alert for fear of their 
lawlessness.

CHARLIE DAY
Sister Mollie left her husband, 

Joe Day . and small son Charlie in 
Texas. I comforted Joe and cared 
for them a- best 1 could, and w hen 
he dud two years later. I took 
Charlie to raise a* mv own.

Charlie Day—a« a child was a 
bright and beautiful boy. He show - ̂  
cd that he wa mechanically turn­
ed by building tiny engines and 
well rig- out of anything he could 
find to work with Often I asked 
him, "What are you going to be 
when you grow up, Charlie"? “ A 
well driller.” he always answered. 
This ambition was fulfilled. Many- 
old timers in the Panhandle will 
remember him for the wells drill­
ed on the X II and in Hansford 
County. He drilled a well for us 
Pat after more than tifty years 

I- still furnishing water for our 
farm use.

My husband bought the Bowden 
homestead after our marriage. In 
the house where I was born, my 
first Imrn, a son. *aw the light 
of day W> named him after his 
grandfather, llirarn Wilbank, a 
jrami old gentleman whom I al­
ways loved and respected.

When by baby was an infant in 
inv arms, I look him and little 
Charlie in the buggy on a trip 
from flo-qiie to John-on County. 
Flnvd had gone there to help 
his father out for awhile and I 
>• ent to pay them all a surprise 
visit.

I had to cross the Rrazos River.
If the liver vvas up. we iro-sed 
on I he ferry. The water in the 
river wa* low I saw wagon tracks 
on the opposite bank and knew 
the crossing wa- usable I had 
two horse* hooked to by buggy. 
When I pulled into the water, 
the old *orrel mare started down 
stream. It was all I could do to 
pull her back into line and make 
the erossing She was afraid of the 
water and when I used the buggy 
whip she would rear up and kick 
in the trace*. The other hor*c, a 
good bay. holp” d me pull her a- 
cross and probably saved our Jiv­
es It seem* foolish now to take

ieh risk*, but at that tune we 
lived with danger and thought 
nothing about it. (When I asked 
Aunt Su“an. “ How in the world 
did you have the courage to cress 
the river in a buggy with two 
babies’’ "  She answered laughingly, 
‘ Ju t a woman in love with her 
man.’ )

JOHNSON COl N TT
We traded our farm in Bosque 

for a farm in John-on County. We
prospered in our move. 3iid three 
son* and a daughter were born 
to u- Hu re We were surrounded 
by relatives and enjoyed the visits 
of family and friend*. However, 
it seem- one always has a few 
setbacks Once during our busiest 
time on thi- farm wc lost several 
bur- * wilh di-h mper. Floyd wert 
to * 'Irbume to buy a replacement.
I went along to *hop. We always 
tried to reach home before dark, 
but (hat day it wa* midaftemoon 
when we left Cleburne ter home 
Tile blind horse wa* tied by a 
rope to the rear of the buggy, 
i Floyd settled f l r  a bargain.)

went overboard. He hit the water 
and swam out. Floyd eyed the 
sun and we agreed it was too low 
to try to catch the horse & get 
home Ix'fore night Disgusted, h<* 
returned for him next day. The 
horse was a good plow hone, and 
Klovd often remarked that he had 
really made a bargain.

I JOINED THE CH l’Rl H
Wc attended brush arbor meet­

ings near our home on Willow 
Branch. I was united with the 
Church of Christ and was baptized 
in AVibow Branch, along with sev­
eral others.

When I went down into the wa 
ter to be baptized by the minister. 
I was embarrassed by my small 
son, Virgil. He thought I wa* he 
ing drowned. He began to cry and 
throw stone* at the preacher.

WE MOVE AGAIN
Floyd, like other* of hi* day, 

was eyeing the vanishing frontier 
where land wa* still plentiful and 
herds could multiply and grow 
fat.

On our way towards the plain*, 
wc moved to Haskell County. Our 
baby „irl was born there. The 
country was quite primitive, and 
many cattle grazed the open
range. Nothing happened specifi 
rnllv to make me remember living 
there excel t mv daughter’s birth 
and the incident of the washing 
machine.

Floyd always helped me wash 
on Monday norning. Mb' n tile 
boys were old enough, he taught 
them to help I was never with­
out tiieir help on wash day. un 
til my girls were old enough to 
lend a hand. 1 think because 
Floyd knew the work involved in 
putting out a large family wash 
bought me a new fancied washing 
machine It was operated by hand 
and made of wood, corrugated on 
the inside. A lev*"- contraption 
forced the clothes hack and forth 
nv.-r the ribbed inner surface. AA’e 
on the rub board is the reason he 
were very proud of it, but bad to 
keep it by the well and filled 
with water to keep it from shrink 
ing and falling apart.

One day the cows ramc to th.* 
well for water. A nosey old long 
horn dipped her head into the 
wasting machine to drink ’.Alien 
«hr raised her head up her horn* 
-aught in the wodden tub l wa- 
startled and angry when 1 looked 
nut mv window toward the well A- 
saw the old row with my washing 
machine perched on her hnd, like 
a strange hat The caw tried to 
*hake it off, but onlv succeeded 
;n wcd«>ing it tighter on Imr 
horns The cow was frightened by 
>he thing on her head and bead 
-d for the hru*h. It took *nm" 
doing for Floyd and Moon to 
(base her down ,?nd remove *be 
wsshin" machine, ft vvas not much 
■vnr*e for the wear however, end 
-tood us in good Mead for many 
vear*

TEXAS PANHANDLE
Old timers will remember that 

the State of Texas made a huge 
land grant to the XIT For a grant 
that covered most of ten counties 
3,050.000 acre-) the XIT gave sev­

eral million dollars to the State 
with which they built the Capitol 
building at Austin

Land in Hansford County, when 
we decided to push on there, was 
all railroad and school land and 
a seition of each alternated the 
other School land sold for one 
dollar per acre. Railroad land for 
two fifty. Grazing was free.

In 1903. w-e chartered a railroad 
car and shipped our belongings 
to Channing the “ jump o ff  
place. The children and I went 
by coach. We were met at Chan­
ning by Tom Moon and the wagon 
December 15, 1903 we left (.’ban­
ning and three days later, arriv­
ed at our dugout home on the 
prairie. We went by Duma*, a set­
tlement of two or three houses 
and a court house. We stopped the 
-ccond night at the Carson Worn 
ble home. I went to school with 
both Mr. ar.d Mrs. Womhlc when 
we were children in Bosque Coun­
ty. It was a thrill to get inside 
out of the cold and enjoy the 
warmth of old friends newly 
found.

I wa* impressed by the appear­
ance of our prairie country I, 
who loved the trees, the creeks, 
and meadows wa* amazed and 
awed by the va*tne*s of our sur 
rounding*. It looked like an ocean 
of billowing grass.

Our dugout was made comfort­
able by covering the dirt floor 
with cotton Racks, ripped open 
We cut prairie grass and filled 
mattress ticks, and over the e we 
laid feather beds for our boy-R 
who slept in the dugout attic 
Our crude home on the plains was 
comfortable enough, and we fared 
a* well a* anyone who settled on 
the land in that day.
