net catch on other articles during 
washing. Use correct water tem­
perature for the type of fabiic 
you are washing, and relcct the 
washing cycle —Allow the clothes 
to be thoroughly rinsed —Don’t 
overb ad the dryer —Select correit 
drying time and temperature for 
the fabrics you are drying.

Cleanliness at home (or away) 
helps prevent illnes'.
