Austin (AP) Former Gov.
Price Daniel told the first Texas
Governer’'s Conference for Li-
braries recently “There is no
pot of gold into which we can
dip to seclve our local library
prcblems.”

““We must examine our local
resources carefully and deter-
mine whether we are contribut-
ing our fair share,” Daniel said
“If we are deing our part, then
we can look for matching help.”

Daniel said there 2zre two
ways to increafe money from lo-

cal tax sources. through “a re-
alignment of expenditures in
other (city or county) depart-

ments” and through a reassess-
ment of property valuations or|
an increase in the tax rate. |

“Counties and cities have the
legal right to propose a bond is-

building,” he said. "‘The citizens |
have an opportunity to express|
their support of such a bond is-|
sue under the. statutory proce-|
dure and election.” |
Local communities can apply|
for federal money to help them
improve the service to the
public and for building or re-
modeling library buildings, Dan-
iel said.

service.”

Connally said a partital solu
tion is ‘‘cooperation through a
linking of library units through-
out the state.”

Vosper said Texas is
poor by any comparison.’
A 1965 inventory of library
needs “discloses that Texas, of
all the states, has by far thd|
largest hook gap the coun-|
try,” Vosper said,
