They had three so- 
when they decided to move to th 
Panhandle.

In 1904 the couple and their th*r. 
«uns settled in the Lieb comm 
unity near Morse Mr, Jarvis mad 
the trip cut here in 1903 purchase!
3 sections of land, and fixed 
dugout for their first home Th 
wife and boys came o it the foll­
owing year Later other lands were 
acquired which constituted quift 
a large tenure at the time of hi 
death.

The family lived in their sunkei 
sod home until 1912 when the} 
built a home at the site. This old 
home-stead still stands. Mrs. Jar­
vis was very active in the comm­
unity. She was the organist for 
church services which were held 
in the Lieb school house. She war 
a member of the Methodist Church 
in Morse.

Mr and Mrs. Jarvis were resi­
dents of Coon Memorial Rest Home 
in Dclhart when he passed away 
in December of 1962 Mrs. Jarvis 
then lived with Mrs. Susie Dacu- 
in her Amarillo Rest Home, then 
moved to the Spearman Pioneer 
Manor in Outi ber of 1964

Jaivis f. r truly she was a ver­
satile and outstanding pioneer lady 
She kept her wit and humor alive

Wheat Producers Reminded 
To Submit Soil Sample^ Now

Submitting wheatland soil sam­
ple* now will insure getting soil 
test recommendations in plenty 
of time to plan the most pro­
fitable fertilizer application for 
the fall planted crop, says Ex­
tension Soil Chemist James Valen­
tine. of Lubbock.

Valentine who heads the soil 
testing lab at the South Plains 
Research and Extension Center, 
say* 50 bushels of wheat grain 
contain 50 pound* of nitrogea 
and 25 pounds of phosphorus.

Additional nutrients are used 
up producing straw and forage, 
he said

An early soil test is particularly 
helpful when a field is found to 
need phosphorus or when the 
wheat will be grazed.

Nitrogen should be applied pre­
plant to stimulate early growth 
if the wheat will l>e grazed When 
wheat is grown only for grain, 
research shows that time of nit­
rogen application is of little im­
portance

Phosphorus, if needed should 
he applied before planting. 
Wheat, like other crops uses it 
while it is young and phosphorus 
is not moved into the soil by 
moisture

Valentine said fertilizer re­
commendations for wheat are 
based on the nutrients available 
in the soil and on producers 
statement* about yield goals and 
anticipated grazing.

The fertilizer recommendation 
will be mo*t meanful when the 
-ample is highly representative of 
thi soil and when thu information 
vheet give* accurate details on 
crop history and production in­
tentions-

tion on *oil testing and ferti­
lization.
Adequate Electric Wiring

The increased use of labor and 
time saving electrical devices in 
homes and on farms has made 
adequate electrical wiring a must. 
Its importance can't be over em­
phasized. especially in building 
and remodeling plan*. The effici­
ent and safe operation of all 
electrical appliances and equip­
ment depends on it.

The electric service entrance, 
more commonly known as the 
fuse box, should have a capacity 
large enough to handle the elec­
trical need* of the home, and it 
needs to provide enough cir­
cuit* for the necessary wiring to 
be connected In most modern 
homes, a service entrance with 
a 100 ampere current capacity is 
the minimum

A separate circuit from ser 
vice entrance should be provided 
for all major electrical appliances 
and special equipment. These 
appliances include water pump-, 
washers, air conditioner, freezer, 
dish washer, and garbage dis­
posal.

The correct numtier of circuits 
should be available to handle 
lighting and small appliances. A 
20 ampere circuit for each 500 
square feet can supply all light­
ing circuits throughout the house, 
and all convenience outlets except 
those in the kitchen, dining area, 
and laundry A separate circuit 
should be provided for the kit 
then ami dining area, and one 
for the laundry area

your electrical system or when 
you have problems with it. your 
power supplier representative or 
a reliable local electrical con 
tractor will be glad to help you 
reliable local electrical contactor 
will be glad to help you. 
Watering Facilities For 
Livestock

Livestock should have watering 
futilities without traveling over 
one mile, or two miles round trip

In excessively steep, rough 
country, water should be avail­
able within one half and in flat 
country could be up to two and 
one-half miles. Cattle can move 
greater distances for water than 
sheep and goat* Earthen tanks 
should be planned to catch ex­
cessive run-off and obtain better 
grading distribution of Livestock.

During the depression days of 
the 1930's when farmers were 
producing food which our people 
did not have the money to buy. 
considerable activity was gener­
ated in school food service. In 
many instances, full and well- 
balanced meals were not even 
attempted but a lunch of some 
sort was provided front the Gov­
ernment commodities for child­
ren of distitute means, in these 
beginnings we find the origin of 
the term, "the free lunch ” Both 
the concept and the termmoogy 
have remained with us to some 
extent ever since.

The National School Lunch Pro­
gram as we have come to know 
it in the past twenty years has 
been and continues to be a far 
cry from a “ free lunch” . The 
average cost of a Ty pe A meal 
across the nation is 47 cents. Of 
this amount fei^ral cash reim­
bursement is currently averaging 
about four cents and the value 
of commodities fluctuates wide­
ly from year to year. It is per­
haps well that we erplore some 
misconceptions concerning the 
commodity distribution program 
as much.

First let us briefly review the

history of the distribution of com­
modities to school lunch pro­
grams. The first of such distri­
butions came about with the 
Amendment to the Agricultural 
Adjustment Act of 1935. which 
authorized the use of 30 percent 
of the annual customs receipts 
“ to encourage the exportation Sc 
domestic consumption of agri­
cultural commodities." The wel­
fare programs and the school 
lunch progams seemed a natural 
outlet for domestic consumption 
of these projects. The authority 
for the distribution of these 
commodities to the schools was 
known as Section 32.

These commodities were made 
available to all schools serving 
school lunches. They were dis­
tributed on a nation-wide basis, 
lt made no difference if the 
schools were part of the Federal 
School Lunch Program or not.

It soon ttceame apparent that 
1 certain food could not be issued 
on a nationwide basis because of 

, their perishability. Thus Section 
416 of the Agricultural Act o f 
1949 was created. This provided 
the authority for the distribu­
tion of commodities within a 

I local area on a “ where is, as is’ 
basis. Thus, conceivably schools 
in the Sou'hcuM area of the

United States might have other 
foods which were grown in sur­
plus in their particular urea.

The third authority for dis­
tribution of commodities was Sec­
tion 6. This section come under 
the Manorial School Lunch Act of 
1946 The food purchased under 
this authority were not necessarily 
surplus commodities but rather 
food items which were needed to 
make the school lunch a well- 
balanced diet Foods high in pro­
tein. high in Vitamin C. and 
or high in Vitamin A would be 
purchased and distributed to 
those schools operating under the 
National School Lunch Ac! only.

Since 1935, bUlion-i of pounds 
of food have iieen distributed to 
schools through these various 
programs. Yet this quantity rep­
resents just a small fraction of 
the total food cc resumed The 
Marketing Research Report No. 
702 published by the U S. Dep­
artment of Agriculture bearsout 
this point.

During 1062-63, foods with a 
wholesale value of over a billion 
dollar- through the schools. This 
represents utxiut $3264 per child. 
Of the one billion dollars spent | 
on food, approximately $780 million ' 
was spent through the commercial , 
channels--* fact that twirls u p 1 
very vividly that the “free" don­
ated foods represent a very small 
part of the food consumed by the 
total schorl lunch program. For

example over $372 million worth 
of milk and milk products were 
delivered to the schools Of this, 
$311 million were purchased on 
the open market Likewise of the 
$215 million spent on meat, fish, 
and poulirv, 10 percent was pur­
chased locally. And of the $140 
million spent on fruits and veg­
etables, $132 million were purch- 
chased at the local maiket.

In short, die commercial suppli­
ers furnished more than 77 per 
cent of the total value of the
food used in the school lunch pro­
gram in 1962-63. Conversely app­
roximately 23 per cent of the foods 
used were donated foods.

Lot us go hack to our original
statement, dull foods made uvai’ - 
al le to the school lunch program 
under Section 32 and 416 are 
foods grown in surplus. This bri­
ngs up an interesting point that 
there is a great variation in the 
foods which are available to the 
the schools from one year to the 
next. One yew Iresh pears would 
he issued as commodity while the

There
is no consistent pattern of com­
modities on the whole

However this great variation
can serve to the advantage of the 
food supplier. Once a food habit 
has been established in a school 
and these foods are no longer ava 
liable through commodity distri­
bution, they ctrtainly would be 
purchased on the open market 
from the local purchasers In other 
words, the Goverment has provided 
us with a built-in market foi food 
distiibuton that has never been 
available before.

The school lunch market is gro­
wing by leaps and hounds. In the 
period from 1957 to 1962 there 
was a 50 percent growth in parti­
cipation in school lunch ami npp 
loximately i< 50 percent increase 
in dollars spent on food for school 
lunch It is anticipated that within 
the next decade there will be an 
increase of about 25 percent in th-. 
school fcod market.
