(AP) — President Roosevelt
withdrew today the nomina-
tion of Edward J. Flynn to be
United States minister to
Australia.

The action came in the face of
mounting senats opposition threat-
ening confirmation of the former
national democratic chalrman, and
marked the administration's WTirst
major rebuff in the new congress.

Flynn had announced last night
he was making Mr, Roossvelt to
withdraw the nomination to avold
a partisan political squabble In the
senate

The wilhdrawal message was al
the bottom of a long lst of nomi-
nations tranamitied to the senate.
It merely sald:

“Withdrawal. Edward J. Flynn,
New York, to be envoy extramodi-
nary and minlster plenipotenti-
ary of the United BStates of
Amearica to Australia, at the re-
quest of Mr, Flynn.”

“Dear Ed” the president wrote
in & nots dated today: “Reluctant-
ly, 1 am complylng with your re-
quest and have withdrawn your
nomination from the senate

“As ever yours,

“Franklin D, Roosevell.”
