School Census 
Forms Are Out

School census forms lave 
been sent out through stud­
ents this month and the com­
pleted forms are to be return­
ed as early as possible, and 
not later than January 31. All 
children who will be six and 
under eighteen years of age 
on September 1, 1968 must be 
enumerated.

Parents of students who will 
begin school for the first time 
September 1968 and who do 
not have other children in 
school have been asked to con­
tact either the superintend­
ent's office or one of the 
school principal's office to 
obtain a census blank.

If you know of a child who 
will be six and does not have 
a blank please report that 
information to Allen Alford, 
elementary principal or to 
the superintendent's office.

Gathering information tor 
the 1968-69 school year 
through this census count is 
very important and the coop­
eration of all parents is sought.

Payment of certain state 
funds is based on the number 
of school-age persons counted 
in this census. Every child 
missed on this enumeration 
means a loss of money to this 
school district.

THE LAW requires parents 
to fill out a census blank for 
EACH CHILD who will be a t­
tending school next year, 6 
years of age and under 18.
Even if your child has grad­
uated, if he is still under 18 
he too must be counted. This 
also includes married children 
still under 18.

Careful reading and answer­
ing of all questions is request­
ed.

Oil Company Official Asked “ Witoks Tax Payers Have
Died January 4 , '

To Give Views On School T a x s iM r  Remitted Over One
Million Dollars

Ben Luscomb of the Pan 
American Oil Company, Lub­
bock, was invited to appear 
before a called meeting of the 
Spearman school board Mon­
day morning of this week.

Luscomb, representing the 
biggest taxpayer in the school 
district, was asked to be pre­
sent at the meeting to give 
his views concerning the tax 
situation of the Spearman 
school. Pan American Oil 
Company paid $68,888.00 for 
school taxes in 1967. The 
company’s assessment is over 
3j million dollars.

Speaking in generalities, Mr. 
Luscomb did a lot of compar­
ing and concluded that Spear- 
n an  had a very expensive 
school! The speaker noted 
that per-capita spending in 
the Spearman school was high 
in comparison to other schools 
of the same size and category.

Luscomb offered no com­
plaint nor criticism of the 
Spearman school system but 
he did hint that oil companies 
thought the school spent too 
much money and added the 
thought that an "expensive 
school" does not necessarily 
produce "a good education."

Facts & figures divulged by 
the company spokesman lad 
been requested by members of 
the Spearman school board 
and were well received at the 
10 a .m . meeting.

School board members pre­
sent included Lloyd Buzzard, 
Max Baggerly, Roy L. Mc­
Clellan, Ray Moore, Joel 
Lackey, Marvin Jones and 
Hershel Jones. Ray Phelps & 
Ellzey Vanderburg, board of 
equalization members, were 
also present along with school 
officials Dr. Bill Reeves, Or­
ville Latham, James Pender- 
graft and Troy Sloan.

At the regular meeting of 
the school board Tuesday 
night, action was taken con­
cerning the budget and taxes 
for the coming year. Minutes 
of the meeting follow;

Motion made by Marvin 
Jones, seconded by Hershel 
Jones that the West Texas 
Cliamber of Commerce be no­
tified tliat the Board of Trus­
tees recommends that a study 
be made to determine the 
feasability of the institution 
of a statewide sales tax to 
supplement local property 
taxes for schools and that pro­
visions be made to retain said 
revenue in the local school 
district. Motion carried.

Motion made by Ray Moore 
and seconded by Marvin Jones 
that taxes be collected in 
September with a 2% discount, 
no other discount to be allow­
ed, and that the 1968-69 bud­
get not exceed the 1967-68 
budget ($998,000. 00).This 
motion did not carry.

Motion made by Ray Moore 
and seconded by Max Bagger- 
ly that taxes be collected in 
September with a 2% discount, 
no other discounts to be a l ­
lowed. Motion carried.

Motion made by Marvin 
Jones and seconded by Ray 
Moore that the 1967 tax struc­
ture not be altered for the 
1968 tax roll. Motion carried.

In further business Tuesday 
night, the board allowed pay­
ment of bills and employed 
two new teachers. Mrs. Glenda 
McMullan was hired to re­
place Mrs. Day McClellan. 
Micheal Pollard was employ­
ed for the remainder of the 
year to replace Mrs. Georgia 
King.

383, the same amount of stu­
dents enrolled in grade and 
junior high while high school 
has 358 students.

With many schools in the 
Panhandle area having to 
close because of the amount 
of absentees due to illness, 
Spearman schools opened its 
doors after the holidays to the 
usual amount of students.

However, Monday morning 
of thisweek the picture was 
beginning to change. Forty 
pupils were absent from e le ­
mentary school and 35 from 
grade school. Classesbegan 
at the grade school with only 
20 pupils absent but before 
noon 15 more had been sent 
home due to illness.

In high school only 19 were 
absent when classes took up, 
but by noon the total had 
climbed to 25. Some students 
came to school ill just to 
take mid-semester exams and 
left when tests were concluded.

County health officer. Dr. 
Damon Gregg, said Monday 
morning that Spearman was 
definitely having quite an 
epidemic of flu. However, 
the doctor said he felt the 
epidemic (which began Fri­
day) was at it's peak Monday 
and would begin declining by 
mid-week. Dr. Gregg said 
more than one type of flu was 
evident. Some patients are 
e> - j riencing stomachcramps 
while others complain of ach­
ing and chilling. Length of 
illness varies from 24 hours 
to 78, if no side effects de­
velop.

The doctor spoke of one in­
teresting sidelight: out of a 
company which employs 52 
men (all of which had the flu 
vaccine) not one absenteeism 
had been reported due to flu.

The county health officer 
advised people to stay away 
from public gatherings as 
much as possible, get plenty 
of bed rest, drink lots of liq­
uids and stay home!

Funeral services for William 
Arnold Wilbanks, 60, of Lub­
bock were held in that city 
January 6 at 4 p. m. in Rix 
Funeral Cliapel.

Wilbanks died Thursday a f­
ternoon following a lengthy 
illness.

Born in Hansford County, he 
was the son of the late Mr.

rate.

Many of the mailings have 
been "postage due" because 
people either forgot or just 
went ahead and mailed under 
the old rate. However, many 
of the letters bore two five- 
cent stamps one postal author­
ity said.

The Spearman Post Office 
has not received it's requisi­
tion for new 6$ stamps order­
ed in December. The few 
stamps of this denomination 
already in stock at the PO 
did not last long and a run on 
the Id stamp also depleted 
this supply in a hurry.

However, an adequate sup­
ply of 6tf stamps will be 
available to local postal pa­
trons soon.

J.B. Cooke, County Tax 
Assessor & Collector announc­
ed this week that $541, 627.83 
has been collected so far for 
1967 taxes. This represents 
90% of the $601,919.57 tax 
roll. The total tax roll evalu­
ation amounts to 
$32, 778, 651. 00. Out of the 
$1.82 tax rate (per $100 eval­
uation), 47 cents goes to the 
state, $1. 00 to the county,
30? goes into the special 
road account, 5? water dis­
trict fund and 20$ cents for 
Precinct 2 sinking fund.

6815 vehicles were regist­
ered in the county in 1967 
while $172,801.15 was col­
lected for auto license plates. 
The county retained 
$111,148. 63 of this to be used 
on county roads, while 
$61, 652,52 was sent to the 
state.

Hansford County residents 
paid a total of $2,347, 738.00 
for automobiles in 1967. Out 
of this amount the county tax 
office collected $46, 954. 76 
for auto use tax (2%St. tax.) 
1, 718 vehicles titles were is­
sued during the year.

To give citizens some idea 
of the tremendous amount of 
business handled by the county 
tax office, some $762, 541.52 
which is over three quarters of 
a million dollars, was collect­
ed in 1967.

A recapitulation of the 1967 
monies (fees of office) hand­
led through the SHERIFF'S of­
fice, shows $1157.78 was 
collected by J.B. Cooke.This 
money though collected by 
Sheriff J.B. Cooke goes into 
the general fund, Hansford 
County Treasurer; and includes

court tees collected tor Dis­
trict (civil & criminal)
County, civil &criminal 
J. P. court, both civil & 
criminal plus the board ng 
of federal prisoners.

Two hundred sixty-nine 
persons wer^ arrested by the 
County Sheriff's office in 
1967. Five were sentenced to 
the penitientary for a total 
of 21 years, 12 were given 
probated sentences for a total 
of 34j years.

A total of 1831 man days in 
the county jail was accumulat­
ed for these offense: aggrav­
ated assault 1; burglary 5; 
larceny theft 9; auto theft 1; 
other assaults 2; forgery 3; 
fraud 2; vandalism 5; carry­
ing weapons 2; sex offenses 3; 
D .W .I. 12; liquor laws 12; 
drunk 128; disorderly conduct 
2; vagrancy 6; other offenses 
23; aliens 31; fugitives 17; 
traffic 5. Amount of fines 
assessed for the above offen­
ses totaled $4,887.20,

By Jan. 31

This week marked the op­

ening of a statewide newspa­
per campaign organized by 
Secretary of State John L.
Hill to promote voter registra­
tion in Texas. One feature of 
the registration drive is the 
publication of an application 
form which voters may cut 
out and mail to the county 
tax assessor-collector, who 
acts as the registrar of voters. 
The fomi is printed below, 
and publication will be re ­
peated each week during Jan­
uary. The deadline for regis­
tration is January 31.

One of the new laws enact­
ed in 1967 makes registration 
necessary, for the first time 
in Texas history, for persons 
over 60 years old who live in 
rural communities and towns 
under ten thousand popula­
tion. Heretofore, persons 
over 60 were required to re­
gister only if they lived in a 
city having more tiian ten 
thousand inliabitants. Many 
tax assessor-col lectors tiave 
expressed a fear that lack of 
information concerning this 
new requirement will bring 
about disfranchisement of 
many elderly voters through 
their failure to register.

In order to vote in state­
wide elections, a person must 
meet the following qualifica­
tions on the day of the elec­
tion: he must be over 21 years 
old and must be a citizen of 
the United Statesihe must 
liave resided in Texas for one 
year immediately preceding 
the election: and he must 
liave registered for the voting 
year in which the election is 
held. In order to vote in local 
elections (county, school dis­
trict, e tc .), he must also 
tiave resided in the county for 
six months immediately pre­
ceding the election. Residence 
in the city for six months is 
required for voting in a city 
election.

A new law enacted in 1967 
permits voters who move from 
one Texas county to another 
within the period of six months 
preceding an election to vote 
on statewide offices and issues 
if they have lived in the state 
for a yeat. Formerly, a voter 
was totally disfranchised for a 
six-month period following 
removal to another county un­
less the county from which he 
moved was in the same con­
gressional, legislative or judi­
cial district as the county to 
which he moved. A constitu­
tional amendment adopted in 
1966 authorized enactment of 
die new legislation.

The Texas Election Code 
enumerates "idiots and luna­
tics, and all persons convicted 
of any felony except those 
restored to full citizenship and 
right of suffrage or pardoned" 
as classes of persons who are 
not qualified to vote.

Texas voters must register 
annually. The 1968 voting 
year will begin on March 1, 
1968, and will end on Febru­
ary 28, 1969. The registration 
period for the 1968 voting year 
began last October 1 and will 
end on January 31, 1968. Any 
citizen of Texas who now pos­
sesses the necessary qualifica­
tions for voting or who will a t­
tain them by February 28,1969 
may register during the current 
registration period.

Except for three limited 
classes of voters, a ll persons 
wishing to vote at any time 
during the 1968 voting year 
must register by the January 
31 deadline, even though they 
may not yet possess full quali­
fications for voting. The only 
registration permitted after 
January 31 is (1) by persons 
who move into Texas after 
October 1, 1967, (2) by per­
sons who become 21 years old 
after January 31, 1968, and 
(3) by fotmer aliens who are 
naturalized after January 31, 
1968. The first and second 
classes may also register dur­
ing the regular period. Regis­
tration certificates issued to 
persons not yet qualified to 
vote are marked to show the 
date on which they will be­
come qualified.

Any person eligible to regis­
ter may apply for registration 
by mailing an application form 
to the coun ty tax-assessor- 
collector of the county of his 
residence. Registration certi­
ficates will be mailed before 
the beginning of the voting 
year on March 1 to persons 
who apply by mail.

Voters may also register by 
applying in person at the coun­
ty tax assessor-collector's of - 
fice or at a registration sub­
station.

The husband, wife, father, 
mother, son, or daughter of a 
voter may act as the voter’s 
agent in applying for registra­
tion if the relative is a quali­
fied voter in the same county. 
Except for these listed rela­
tives, which do not include 
those related by marriage, no 
one may act as agent for ano­
ther in applying for registra­
tion.

Voters who have not already 
applied for registration arc 
urged to cut out the applica­
tion form which appears on 
this page, fill in all the 
blanks, and mail it to the 
county tax assessor-collector

without delay. For the infor­
mation of families needing 
more titan one application 
blank, this form will be re­
printed throughou' January and 
other members of the family 
may use a form published at 
one of these later dates. Addi­
tional forms may also be ob­
tained from the county tax 
a sse ssor-c ollector.

duals in the I. D. Committee 
the responsibility of becoming 
experts in certain areas of in­
formation-such as labor, wat­
er, taxes, land, etc. From 
past experience it has been 
shown that the specialist on 
labor should be an employer, 
not an employment commis­
sion official, and the special­
ist in taxes should be a tax­
payer, not someone from the 
County Clerk's office.

There are many sources 
from which your newly-ap­
pointed research specialists 
can begin compiling data: 
the public library, the city 
clerk’s office, the utility 
companies, etc. But they 
should also seek assistance 
from one or more of the sev­
eral agencies in Texas which 
offer assistance in this area. 
The Texas Industrial Commis­
sion is one of these, and will 
supply a list of all other sour­
ces in the state.

Research and Analysis can 
be done on a do it yourself 
basis, but your community 
might consider it worthwhile 
to pay to have a complete 
economic research and analy­
sis report made by profession­
als. Texas A &M and the 
University of Texas have the 
resources to do an admirable 
job at a relatively low cost.

When the basic research 
and analysis has been done, 
you will have an accurate 
picture of your community 
in facts and figures for pre­
sentation to an industrial 
prospect. You also will have 
a valuable tool for analysis 
of your prospecting program. 
This means matching what 
your community has to offer 
with what different types of 
industries are looking for.

A breakdown of the speci­
fic needs and requirements 
of industries can be obtained

POINT II-RESEARCH & 
ANALYSIS

As we mentioned in Part I 
of this series, it could be the 
town with the most attractive 
Main Street or the neatest 
park and schools, that gets 
the new industry, but in any 
case, it will be a town which 
is able to present itself well 
in facts and figures.

Remember, any industry 
first and foremost must make 
a profit.

Therefore to the industrial­
ist there is no such thing as a 
"good labor force, or a "good" 
water supply, or a "good" 
tax structure. He wants to 
know exactly what the labor 
force is: men, women, skill­
ed, unskilled; what is the 
water supply in gallons-the 
consumption; what the tax 
structure is in d e ta il.. .  he 
will want to know the facts 
and figures on subjects such 
as these for the past, present 
and projections for the future.

In short, the industrialist, 
your prospect, must lave the 
data necessary to decide whe­
ther or not a town offers a 
profitable picture for his par­
ticular operation. And this 
data must be available when 
the prospect comes to town- 
not promised for two weeks 
later. The prospect may have 
five or six towns to visit and 
evaluate during the next two 
weeks. This means that your 
research and analysis must be 
done now, at the very first of 
your LD. Program.

The best way to start com­
piling the necessary facts and 
figures about your communi-
