during July, August and Sept-
ember--passing the state’s pre-
vious high three-month alloca-
tion in the final quarter of 1978
by more than $6 million.

Bullock also announced that
his office was sending Septem-
ber sales tax rebate checks
totaling $73.4 million.

“This month’s allocations
are just under the record pay-
ments of $74.9 million made in
December of 1978, Bullock
said

“I think the state's strong
economy and our ability to
rapidly process tax returns
heiped to produce these peak
rebates,’’ he said.

Dallas will receive a check
for $8.7 million, bringing that
city’s total for the year to $40.4
million, an increase of 12 per-
cent over last year's total to

date.

The city of Houston will get
a check for $15.1 million, rais-
ing its yearly total to $71.7
million, up 11 percent.

Fort Worth’s check will be
$2.9 million, making total pay-
ments this year $13.7 million,
compared to payments of $12.8
million thru September of last
year.
San Antonio will get $3.9
million, raising its total for the
year to $18.9 million. This is a 6
percent increase over last year.

Bullock also announced that
payments to the Houston and
San Antonio Metropolitan Tran-
sit Authorities would exceed
$17 million. San Antonio will
get $2 million and Houston will
receive $15 million.

Postal Service Card Program Available

The Postal Service's Con-
sumer Service Card program
offers prompt response to
customer mail problems, ac-
cording to Postmaster T. Ray
Robertson.

“We've received several
Consumer Service Cards since
the program began in Septem-
ber, 1975 the postmaster said,
*‘and we've been able to resolve
most complaints to the satisfac-
tion of our customers. The
program has made a significant
contribution,’’ he said, ‘‘to our
efforts to improve the quality of
mail service to Spearman re-
sidents.”

The postmaster’s program is
part of the Postal Service's
nationwide Consumer Service
Program reflecting Postmaster
General William F. Bolger's

determination that mail service
should be courteous, efficient,
and reliable.

The cards are designed to
help customers bring their
problems about mail service
directly to postal management
so everything possible will be
done to resolve them. Postal
employees are required to use
the cards to record customer
telephone and correspondence
inquiries and complaints. They
are available from letter carriers
and in post office lobbies.

The Consumer Service card
consists of two postal cards with
carbon paper in between. One
copy is sent to the local post-
master for action. The other
goes to the Consumer Advocate
at Postal Service Headquarters
in Washington, D.C.--a high

postal official charged with
responsibility to cause neces-
sary postal changes to meet
customer needs--for analysis to
help spot problem areas and
trends, as well as to assist
individual customers. No post-
age is required on the cards.

Postmaster Robertson said
not everyone used the card to
register a complaint. ‘‘Many
customers used a Consumer
Service Card to offer suggest-
ions to improve mail service in
the Spearman area, or to com-
pliment a postal employee.’’

““We need to hear from
people when they have mail
problems,’” he said, ‘‘so we can
resolve them. Taking the min-
ute or two needed to fill one out
is time well spent for the
customer and us.”’

Public Continues To Lose

Millions To Mail Fraud

American consumers lost
more than $489 million to mail
fraud and misrepresentation by
mail over each of the last five
years, Postmaster T. Ray Rob-
ertson said today.

September 24 - 29 has been
designated the fourth annual
Postal Consumer Protection
Week by Postmaster General
William F. Bolger to heighten
public awareness of the pro-
blem.

Postmaster Robertson em-
phaized that the majority of
companies who are a part of the
$60-billion mail order industry
are honest and dedicated to
customer satisfaction. But a few
operators are out to bilk the
public, as in many other indus-
tries,

“The nation’s best defense
against unscruplous con artists
using mailing is an informed
public,” the Postmaster said.
*“Everyone should be constantly

on guard against what are really
unbelievable claims get-rich-
quick schemes.”

The Postal Inspection Service
actively investigates mail fraud
and false representation by
mail, and assists with mail-or-
der and service problems.

‘“Swindles aimed at consum-
ers are limited only by the
imagination of the con-artist,”
the Postmaster said, ‘‘because
they’ve learned that many peo-
ple are willing to invest their
hard-earned money on offers
which sound too good to be
true.”

Typical examples of mail
frauds and false representations
by mail include a variety of
investment offers, phony fran-
chises, miraculous “‘cures’’ for
a variety of illnesses, weight
reducing plans with no proven
value, and work-at-home-

schemes.

““The elderly are quite often

prime targets for these
schemes,’’ the Postmaster said,
‘‘because they are trying to
protect their savings from the
effects of inflation.”

Postmaster Robertson urged
consumers to ask companies to
back up their claims if an offer
sounds unbelievable and too
good to be true. “That's the
best way to protect yourself,”
he said. ‘‘But if you feel you've
lost money to a fraud, or
haven’t received the merchan-
dise you ordered, contact my
office or a postal inspector.’’

The Postmaster reminded
customers that whenever they
have a problem with their mail
service, to fill-out a postal
Consumer Service Card, avail-
able at post offices and from
letter carriers.

*‘We need as much informa-
tion as possible to help someone
with a mail problem and the
easy-to-complete card assures
prompt action on our part.
