““We use the term ‘criterion-
referenced’ simply because it is
a short way of saying the
answer to each question must
lead back to a specific objec-
tive,” Mr. Cunningham ex-
plains.

Ninth grade students who do
not make a satisfactory score
may re-take the test each year
they remain in high school.
However, they will not be
required to take it more than
once . Later attempts to im-
prove their scores and evaluate
any remedial programs will be
voluntary.

The annual test program will

be administered by specially-
trained personnel in each school
district under the guidelines
and supervision of the Texas
Education Agency.
