Recycle old eyeglasses to
bring sight to the poor? Why
not--recycling may seem like a
new conservationist idea, but a
group of volunteers in Short
Hills, N.J., many of them
housewives, have been doing it
for years, ever since 1932,

As a non-profit organization
called New Eyes For The
Needy, Inc., this group of
volunteers have helped over one
million persons to see.

Last year over oue million
pairs of old glasses were sent to
New Eyes For The Needy, Inc.,
Short Hills, N.J. 07078, where
groups of volunteers over 250 in
number, have been taught to
sort and classify them.

Simple non-astigmatic
lenses go to medical missions
abroad since Federal law now
prohibits their redistribution in
this country. Simple sunglasses
are prized in bright, hot coun-
tries, even leper colonies where
the burning rays of the sun are
too much to tolerate,

Metal frames go to a refiner
to be melted down, along with
other scraps of precious metal,
such as gold from dentures and
tooth inlays, old watches,
broken jewelry, spare cufflinks,
earrings and old silver.

The money realized from
refining goes to establish
special eye funds for hospitals
and welfare agencies through-
out 48 of the United States, to
purchase new prescription
glasses for those who can't
afford them.

The youngest of three
boys born to Jens and Tori
Seljos Christofferson. The

Before Jens married he and
several young men and families
traveled by covered wagon and
filed on land claims where the
town of Floyada, Texas is now
located. But after drought, hard
times and homesickness several
returned to Bosque County.

He attended the Harmony

Country School which was quite
a distance from where they
lived. Since rattlesnakes were
real thick Dad purchased a
donkey for Tilden to ride on
over the mountain. Two other
boys in this school had the name
of Tilden so a distinction had to
be made between them, there-
fore, Tilden became ‘‘Jack’
and still is to this day.

A favorite pastime was hunt-
ing and fishing. Squirrels were
sold for as much as 25 cents
apiece. Chopping wood and
hauling it into Clifton by mule
team was the money making

got a job in the steel mills in
Gary, Indiana and Jack and his
cousin, Julian Amundson,
hoboed it to the Panhandle,
Hansford County, on a freight
train where they had a job on
the Emil Knutson farm and
ranch.

As a member of the Texas
Senate and particularly as chair-
man of the Senate Finance
Committee, Grant Jones has
sponsored the General Appro-
priations Bill, Property Tax
Code and the recodification of
the Parks and Wildlife Code. He
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also sponsored in the Senate
H.B. 1060 which dealt with the
implementation of Constitution-
al changes adopted in Novem-
ber, 1978. Jones also sponsored
the bill which revised the state's
coal and lignite strip mining
regulatory processes.

An Abilene businessman
and civic leader, Jones also
served four terms in the Texas
House of Representatives.

Featured speaker at the
Wednesday evening banquet
will be John Henry Faulk, a
regular personality on the Hee
Haw show. Faulk, of Madison-
ville, Texas, is considered to be
one of America’s foremost poli-
tical and social commentators.
He is an author, columnist,
humorist and historian.

Speaking on the Thursday
morning General Session pro-
gram will be Congressman
Charles Stenholm. Stenholm, a
farmer, serves on the U.S.
House of Representative's
Committee on Agriculture with
subcommittee assignments to
Cotton, Dairy and Poultry, Live-
stock and Grains, Oilseeds and
Rice.

He also serves on the Com-
mittee on Post Office and Civil
Service with subcommittee as-
signments to Investigations.

David Firor, of Athens,
Georgia, is the southern repre-
sentative for NACD. He works
with conservation districts,
state associations of conserva-
tion districts, and state conser-
vation agencies in the thirteen
southeastern and south central
states, Puerto Rico and Virgin
Islands.

Kenneth Kuykendall, presi-
dent of the Association of Texas

Soil and Water Conservation
Districts, ranches near Chero-
kee, Texas. He has served as a
director of the San Saba-Brady
SWCD since 1961. Kuykendall
is a member of the NACD Board
of Directors and is a chairman of
the NACD Great Plains Com-
mittee, NACD Convention Ar-
rangements Committee and is 2
member of the NACD Resolu-
tions Committee.
