1.40 INCHES MOISTURE IS 
RECORDED

Thirteen inches of 1940 pros­
perity flitted down on the Hans­
ford county earth to improve 
prospects for the 1940 bumper 
crop of wheat and deposit a total 
of 1.40 inches moistu're the past 
week end. Following two days of 
misty foggy weather, snow began 
falling heavily Friday night Jan. 
5th and continued all night. Sat­
urday morning Jan . 6th the o ffi­
cial guage at the weather bureau 
measured a total of 8 inches of 
snowfall. Saturday turned out to 
be a day of intermittent snow 
and foggy weather with continu­
ed snowfall du'ring Saturday 
night. Sunday morning Jan. 7 the 
snowfall measured a total of 13 
inches.

Cloudy weather and threats 
of snow, with reports of additio­
nal .snowfall at Guymon Monday 
enodd with a clear warm day for 
Tuesday Jan. 9.

The present snowfall followed 
the moisture and snow of Dec. 
which registered a total of 1.36 
inches moisture. The Dec. snow­
fall had not melted before the 
Jan . snow fell.

The ■ present winter blast can 
be traced back to the night o f 
Dec. 22nd when rain and snow 
started the present bad weather. 
The Dec. snow fell Friday night 
with a clear day for Saturday 
Dec. 23 and Sunday Dec. 24 was 
misty and cloudy. Monday Xmas 
day snow fell all day long.

The present moistu're Udded to 
that recorded since last harvest 
brings the total for the Spear­
man area up to 12.69 inches of 
moisture. While this favorably 
condition prevails in this im­
mediate area, some places in the 
county did not have sufficient 
moisture to bring up the wheat 
in October, and it is doubtful iT 
these areas will profit greatly 
by the abundance o f moisture in 
December and January. Some 
wheat farmers never planted 
their wheat becausa the*’ did co t 
want to dust It in. Such farmers 
nnd those farmers w h o  were able 
to get the grain started and 
later see it die, will likely plant 
their wheat land to Barley in the 
Spring.

According to the records o f 
F. W. Brandt, U. S. Weather ob­
server, a great deal more than 
half o f the moisture in this 
county comes during the months 
of Jan . thru June. The lowest 
record ever recorded in this 
county for the first six months of 
the year was back in 1930 when 
4.90 inches of moisture fell. 
That year the smallest record by 
fur in the history or the cou'nty 
only 7.80 inches of moisture was. 
recorded. The general avqrage. 
for the first six months of the 
year calls for a little better 
than 11 inches.

A check of the rain chart for- 
the past 79 years reveals th e . 
fact that good moisture in the 
fall o f the preceding year is al­
ways followed by good moisture 
in the spring of the following- 
year. Since we entered the year 
of 1940 with 11.29 inches of 
moisture, it ie absolutely safe to 
predict that we will have os much 
as 11 inches January thru JuUs . 
o f 1940.

According to all signs and logic 
a real production of wheat in 1940 
for this area of the cou'nty can 
hardly be nverted. . .and with 
anything like normal conditions, 
the production MIGHT surpass 
any crop per acre bnsis in past 
history.

Should the weatehr turn warm 
and give wheat a chance to grow 
a bit, some of the best grazing 
would be available in a matter o f 
a few weeks. Wheat pasture for 
spring is assured.

Apparently local people who 
have become careless about 
school and county-state taxes 
little realize how they risk the 
ownership by continuing to al­
low their property to go delin­
quent ut tax paying time.

The schedule of penalties and 
tuxes for school-and-county taxes 
reveals the fact that taxes al­
lowed to go delinquent for 15 
years just double the tax pay­
ment. The schedule as published 
in this paper in an ad by the 
local school board reveals that 
a penalty of 1 percent per month 
will be added until July when a 
penulty of 8 percent is automat­
ically added. After the July date 
interest charges are added at the 
rate of H of 1 per cent per 
month. A check up on property 
delinquent for 15 years reveals 
the fact that taxes allowed to be­
come delinquent in 1925 draws 
a 90 percent interest in 1940, 
plus the 8 percent penalty which 
was assessed back in 1925. This 
means that for every $100.00 al­
lowed to go delinquent in 1925 a 
tax payer must dig up $98.00 ad­
ditional dollars to liquidate the 
old 1925 $100.00 tax debt.

The records at the local school 
now show many delinquencies as 
far back as 1925 and a few as 
far back as 1922. Several pro­
perties checked on the rolls 
shows delinquencies back solid 
from 1929. In several instances 
property delinquencies would not 
have been to much of a burden 
back when they became due, but 
if allowed to continue for ano­
ther ten years with 'interest and 
penalties accumulating, the value 
in many taxable pieces of pro­
perty would become null and 
void, and the property would of 
necessity be taken over either by 
®uit for all value, or by the pro­
cess of involuntary receivership, 
80 that the property could be op­
erated until tax delinquencies
