Some cl the aches and pains 
which have been chasing themselves . 
up and down the physical frame- ’ 
work of human beings for many 
years might disappear if people paid 
more attention to the amount of 
vitamin B they are getting.

To be more specific. It's really 
vitamin B-one, called thiamin, 
which is causing so much discus­
sion In nutrition circles these days, 
says Miss Julia Outhouse, profes­
sor of nutrition, at the University of 
Illinois. This elusive-sounding sub­
stance Is found most prominently In 
whole-grain cct eals, so it might be­
hoove more people to see that they 
have whole wheat bread, or oatmeal, 
or graham muffins for breakfast. 
Vegetables and fruit contribute 
somewhat to the vitamin B-one sup­
ply. as do nuts and legumes and 
pork.

While eating vitamin B-one In gen­
erous amounts docs not absolutely 
guarantee that one's individual ail­
ment will disappear, still physicians 
have proved that certain types of 
neuritis are due to a lack of the sub­
stance. Two examples are the neu­
ritis of pregnancy and the neuriti* 
of chronic alcoholism. Pains and 
numbness accompanying several 
diseases have been dramatically re­
lieved within a few days by this ! 
B-one. Furthermore, doctors be­
lieve that the pain, numbness and 
muscle weakness which accompany 
many diseases arc merely variations 
with one cause—lack of thiamin.

All physical difficulties, of course, 
cannot be attributed to one specific 
source, but it might be a good idea 1 
for people who feel "all dragged t 
out" and Incapable of a full day’s 
work to see if they haven’t been get­
ting a "little too little" of vitamin 
B-one. says the nutrition authority.

Thiamin-deflcicnt persons often 
are the victims of such digestive 
disturbances as ulcers, constipation, 
loss of tone of the digestive tract 
and lack of appetite. Authorities, 
also, arc finding that there seems 
to be a close relationship between 
lack of thiamin in the diet and the 
ailment edema, and also between 
lack of thiamin and heart disease.

Planing Wood With a Prrsa 
Wood surfaces can be planed to a 

smooth finish on the drill press with 
a rotary planer. It is a die-cast 
disk with three high-speed tool-steel 
cutting knives and fits Into the chuck 
of any powered woodworking drill 
press. Any size plank that can be 
moved on the drill press table can 
be handled and the tool will plane 
a plank two feet by eight Inches in 
25 to 30 seconds. Blades are ad­
justed with feeler gauges so they 
extend .002 below the center face 
of cutter body and it is recommend­
ed that the drill press depth gaug-s 
be set to take a cut one thirty-second 
of sn inch or lighter, says Popular 
Mechanics Magazine. A patented 
set-screw arrangement holds the 
cutting blades securely, so It Is Im­
possible for them to get out of ad­
justment while In operation;

Serious Conditions Shown 
By Housing Survey.

A department of agriculture sur­
vey of almost 600,000 farm houses 
scattered through 46 states discloses 
that many families live in houses 
as bad as, or worse than, those 
found in city slums. Only 14 per 
cent had water piped Into the house. 
In many cases the water supply was 
Inadequate and Insanitary. Only 9 
per cent of the houses surveyed had 
indoor toilets. Many of them had 
no toilet facilities whatever, even of 
the most primitive sort As a re­
sult, In some rural areas as high as 
60 per cent of the school children 
are infected by hookworm. More 
than 25 per cent of the houses had 
no screens to keep out disease­
carrying insects. Forty per cent

California Health Set-Up 
Help* Migrant Laborer*

The California department of pub­
lic health credits health education 
and wholesome immunizations with 
preventing epidemics of communi­
cable diseases among migrant 
workers coming to California from 
the southwest "dust bowl" area.

Dr. Walter M. Dickie, director of 
the department, says: "It was the
first of several great migration* to 
California that has not been accom­
panied by epidemics."

The slate’s public health record 
has never been better, he said, de­
spite lack of sanitary provisions,

I crowding exposure and malnutrition 
i of migrants.

The state's public health record 
: the health of the migratory work­

ers. Dr. Dickie explained, includes 
operation of three station wagons 
fitted as traveling clinics and sta­
tioning field health workers in agri­
cultural areas.

Each of the clinics carries a phy­
sician, a public health nurse and a 
sanitarian. Field workers include 
medical school workers and sani­
tary engineers.

The department workers have 
given a total of 23,701 smallpox vac­
cinations, performed 74.257 inocula­
tions against typhoid fever, conduct­
ed a tuberculin test campaign that 
Included examination of 2,500 select­
ed migrants and have held numer­
ous health classes among workers.
