| PAL LYON WAS HALF

A MAN WHEN THE
WAR STARTED
BACK IN 1917

Now before any of the good
friends of P. A. Lyon come over
and take a swing at me, for the
apparent slur at our mutual
friend, let me ad that Pal was
MUCH A MAN, because he had
to do a bit of Hoss trading to
be the first man from Hansford
county to enter the army, rep-
resenting the first quota” Hans-

ford county sent to the first
training camp.
The story starts back when

many of the friends of P. A. Lyon
beat Uncle Sam to the draw and
volunteered before the draft law
became effective. Pal slippd away
to Amarillo and tried to enlist,
but .some minor physical defect
sent“him back home. Then came
the first quota—and it only
called for a half man from Hans-
ford county. P. A. Lyon was
listed number 11 in the order for
immediate service back in thcse
days, and when he learned about
the situation, he traded around
until the local board agreeld to
send him up as half a man. It
worked and Pal went to the first
training camp.

Back in 1917 when the first
men registered, the total regis-
tered for Hansford county bhe-
tween the age of 21 and 31 were
170. Of course we had a smaller
population at that time and the
present enrollment calls for all
men between the ages of 21 to
36.

The ten men ahead of Perren
Allison Lyon back in 1917 were
Dave Lucile McClellan, Wesley
Maupin, Luther Hamner Rey-

nolds, Horace G. Weavers, Mar-.

ion Partman, William Luther
Godfrey, Edward Franklin Ben-
nett, Charles Davis, Alva Fran-
cis Garner, John Silas Longley.
Among other Spearman men
who were listed in the first 50
enrollees back in 1917 were Roma
David Tomlinson, Alvino Rich-
ardson, Jess Hays, Randolph Lec
McClellan, Joseph (Doc.

; am Burns‘made $6,400 in one
day recently when four chinchillas
were born on his half-acre farm in
suburban Brighton, near Rochester,
N. Y. Those mites of fur, so small
one nestles comfortably in the palm
of the hand, are ounce for ounce
the most valuable animal known to
man, Their silky fur, incredibly soft
to touch, can be made up into splen.
did coats—at about $50,000 a coat.

They are so scarce that he gets
$3,200 a pair for them from other
brecders.

Despite their high cost, the chin-
chillas are comparatively easy to
raise, according to Burns, who says
he has the only farm of its sort in
New York state. The small wooden
nest boxes are entirely bare, and
the chinchillas run and play in small
wire pens. They seem to thrive best
in a climate with wide ranges in
temperatures,

It costs only about $2 a year to
teed chinchillas, but they must have
a special diet. This includes yeast,
wheat, oat middlings, soy bean
meal, yellow corn meal, dehydrated
alfalfa, mineralized salt and bone
meal,  The mother is also fed green,
leaty food and orange juice a few
weeks prior to whelping.

Burns is a pioneer in the Amerl-
can-bred chinchilla industry. In 1932
the late M. F. Chapman succeeded,
after considerable trouble, in bring-
ing 11 live chinchillas to the United
States from high in the Andes moun-
tains. Guarding the health of his

prizes with blankets and hot water

bottles, he took them to Inglewood,
Calit., and started to raise chinchil-
las,

Burns bought the first pair sold by
Chapman in 1925. Now he has 45,
has sold many pairs and has real-
ized an income enabling him to re-
tire from his job as a factory ma-
chine operator and give his full time
to chinchilla breeding.

Creating Things by Hand
Brings Mental Relief

Mental peace through manual
work—that is the kind of a workshop
institute, located in Radio City.

His findings have been checked with
the best available modern data of
Nile floods and American weather
reports.

Dr. Gillette suggests that as one
practical application of his findings
the United States should prepare for
continued migration from its dust
bowls.

Youth Needs Training

School systems are operating un-
der an outmoded and antiquated
theory of preparing youth for voca-
tions, Dr. Edwin A. Lee, director
of the National Occupational confer-
ence, told 4 congress of Northwest
educational administrators, recently.

He told his hearers that the pres-
ent system for education provides
training for about 40 different occu-
pations, but that the problem of the
school today is to prepare youth for
a grealer variety of occupations.
A dictionary of jobs, he declared,
published by the federal govern-
ment, lJists ubout 18,000 possible
means of occupation.

Cats Cause Divorce .
Divorces have been asked fo
many strange reasons, but few of
them stranger than one asked by.
John Joseph Pettinger of Los An-
geles. He appears to have been
jealous of cats, and feels that they
were getting too much favor from
his wife. He couldn't move around
the house or sit in a chair without
a feline being in his way.

He put up for it for more than a
year after his marriage, with dis-
agreements becoming almost a daily.
occurrence—always ending on the
subject of cats.

A property settlement has been
arranged, but Pettinger believes
that the marriage might have been
a success if his wife had picked dogs
instead of cats for pets.

NGELES.—Several thou-
] lagments of Ice age animals
alre¥dy have been found in a ge-
ological project recently begun in
California by a group of scientists
jointly sponsored by the city of In-
glewood and the University of South-
ern California,

The fauna from the Pleistocene,
or. “Ice,” age—estimated at from
20,000 to 50,000 years ago—is sub-
stantially the same in the Centinela
park area as that found at Rancho
La Brea, according to Dr, Clements,
in charge of the work.

While the latter are better pre-
served as specimens because of the
tar pits which trapped the animals,
the new discoveries will prove high-
ly valuable in a scientific way, Dr.
Clements stated.

*This deposit gives a truer repre-
sentation of the distribution of the
various types of animals than do the
tar pits where a higher proportion
of carniverous animals such as the
saber-toothed tiger were attracted
by the trapped mammoths and oth-
er animals,” the geologistexplained.

Among the fragments already
found at depths of approximately 50
feet below the present ground level
are portions of the imperial ele-
phant, mastadons, a horse about the
size of a present-day draft horse,
camels, bison, saber-toothed tigers,
great ground sloths, tiny deer and
many water birds indicating that
the area under examination was a
river during the Ice age.

Also evident from specimens
found by the geologists is the fact
that the Ice age had a heavy rain-
fall and abundant vegetation.

Urge Government to Aid

Housing Plans for Cities

Expressing its belief that the re-
building of the extensive and grow-
ing blighted areas in our cities is
an urgent nccessity, the National
Association of Real Estate Boards
suggests that U, S. H. A. be re-
modeled to turn its activities to the
assistance of private redevelopment
companies, chartered by it, to re-
build large areas in the blighted
districts.

*Blight and decay in the close-in
areas is In itself a major cause of
bad housing,’ the statement, signed
by Newton C. Farr, Chicago, presi-
dent of the association, and Herbert
U. Nelson, Chicago, executive vice
president, points out.

“Decline of these areas has many
causes, but chief among them, no
doubt, is the increased use of the
automobile. This has caused too sud-
den and unplanned decentralization.
The blighted areas cannot be reas-
. sembled, replanned, and rebuilt by
private effort unless government
helps. If government and private
business can develop an appropriate
plan for this vast undertaking, it
will help local government and stim-
ulate employment. We are working
on the details of a practical plan of
this kind which would, we believe,
put many dollars of private funds
to work for every dollar invested
by government.”

The wheat farmer who is decid-
ing how much acreage to plant
this fall should study the eligibi-
in 1941 if one is offered.

A producer's share of the
wheat produced on a farm will
be eligible for the loan only if a
1941 parity payment can be
made with respect to that share
of the wheat in accordance with
the eligibility provisions of the
1941 parity payment regulations,
E. N. Holmgreen, state AAA ad-
ministrator, said in a statement
issued from AAA hcadquarters
at College Station.

Which all means that wheat
produced will be eligible for a
loan if nonc of the following
proyisions are violated. )

1) The acreage planted to
wheat on the farm is not in ex-
cess of the wheat acreage allot-
ment for the farm.

2) The sum of the acreage of
wheat for the farm does not ex-
ceed the sum of the allotments
or permitted acreage for such
crops under the 1941 program.

3) The producer’s agggregate
share of the 1941 acreage of
wheat on all farms in the county
does not exceed his aggregate
share of the allotment or per-
mitted acreages for such crops
under the 1941 program on such
farms,

4) The producers aggregate
share of the 1941 acreage of
wheat, corn, cotton, rice and to-
bacco on all farms in which he
has an interest, wherever situat-
ed, does not exceed his aggreg-
ate share of the allotment or
permitted acreage for such com-
modity under the 1941 program
fo rsuch farms to such an ex-
tent as to offset substantially the
performance on the farm with
respect to which the loan might
otherwise be made.*

Eligibility for parity payments
will be determined early in 1941,
the administrator said, and, since
those eligible for parity payments
will be eligible for loans, only
one determination of eligibility
need be made.

The annoncement of these eli-
gibility rules does not in any way
constitute an announcement of
a loan on the 1941 crop, Holm-
green pointed out. The state-
ment was issued as a protective
measure for /the producers so
l.hm. they might plan their farm-
ing operations in order to be
eligible for a loan if one is of-
fered.
