this modern life of ours.
But an eminent specialist believes 

no such thing. He says the com­
plexity and chaos of modern living 
may accentuate the condition but 
does not directly cause it. He hopes 
that medical science will In tho very 
near future perfect a substance 
which, when injected into the blood 
stream, will bring pressure down to 
normal or at least reduce it below 
the danger point.

The doctor is Dr. Soma Weiss, 
physician in chief at the Peter Bent 
Brigham hospital at Boston, Mass., 
and a professor of medicine at Har­
vard university.

The care-free Southern darky, 
without a care in the world, joyoui 
from dawn until dusk, is at suscepti­
ble to high blood pressure, he say*, 
as the big herd-riding executive with 
e carload of troublea end e battery 
of telephones elweya before him.

"In small villages,” be *ay», 
"where life la quiet end excitement 
rare, high blood pressure la as fre­
quently .found as in the larger cen­
ters of population. Life may he 
psychically more intense In cities, 
but not necessarily harder. Hyper­
tension is not caused by psychic In­
tensity. although psychic intensity 
may accentuate i t ”

He goes even further. He doubts 
that hypertension cases are becom­
ing alarmingly more numerous. 
That they appear to have become 
more numerous, he thinks, may be 
somewhat due to the fact that people 
live longer and have an opportunity 
to develop the disease.

Hypertension, he says, is caused 
—there are exceptions—by the pres­
ence in the blood of a chemical sub­
stance produced by the kidneys. 
This substance, the nature of which 
is not yet known, causes a constric­
tion of the blood vessels. There are 
two general sets of conditions that 
bring about this action of the kid­
neys. he says—a malfunction of cer­
tain glands and a malfunction of 
the kidney itself, both of which arise 
out of progressive degenerative 
processes. Hypertension may also 
bt caused mechanically, ha aaya, by 
overweight, in this Instance the 
blood vessels are constricted by the 
body itself, but reduction of weight 
generally corrects the condition.
