VOLUNTEER WHEAT

“We have just recelved some
changes in the regulations gov:
erning the harvesting and dis-
position of excess volunteer
wheat (volunteer 'harvested in
excess of the wheat base.)' Joe
Hatton stated' today.

Any volunteer wheat allowed
to mature is classed as wheat,
and there is only one way to
avoid paying a marketing quota
penalty if excess volunteer s
harvested. The penalty may bé
avolded if the normal production
on the acreage of excess volun-
teer harvested is stored under
Bond in an approved farm gran-
ary. If your normal production
fs 9.0 bushel, and you harvested
100 acres of excess volunteer,
900 bushels must be stored un-
der this provision. If more than
400 bushels was made the bal-
ance could be sold. A 50 percent
loan could be obtained on the
stored wheat,

If excess volunteer if left to
maturity and makes less than
normal production but the seed-
ed wheat makes more than nor-
mal, enough of the seeded wheat
to make up to the normal yleld
of the volunteer must be stor-
ed under this provision.

20 percent of your total culti-
vated land must be left out and
put to summer fallow, sudan,
cane, millet or African millet,
otherwise a penalty will incur
under the 1942 allotment.

Among substitute items already
well advanced on thelr commercial
career are plastic shoe lace tips,
the use of which could save 500,000
pounds of metals; wood and plastic
hairpins are to replace those made
of wire, and may prove more satis
tactory.
