Dealers in automotive batter-
fes were asked today by R. L.
Vaniman, chief of the Automo-
tive Branch of the War Produc-

tion . Board to discourage cus-
tomers from replacing their
present adequate batterfes with
new ones,
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Apparently, the idea has been
spreading among uninformed
owners of slightly aged batteries
that they may not be able to buy
new ones in the near (u(ux'u!
when they need them. Respond-
ing to this fear, they have been
turning in batteries that are
still good for a long time and
crowding dealers with immed-
fate orders for new ones, far in
excess of 'a normal demand. Some
dealers, unfortunately, have
been catering to their customers'
fears.

A continuation of such fear
buying {8 bound to create an ar-
tificial shortage which in the
end will disrupt the orderly and
profitable conduct of the Dbat-
tery business.

Dealers should be farsighted
enough to discourage any cus-
tomer from buying a battery be-
fore he actually needs fit, and
thus help correct the present
abnormal market situation.

Any farmer who is dissatisfied
with the amount of mileage and
gas allowed in his certificate of
war necessity for his truck or
trucks should take the matter up
immediately with his  county
agent, his county War Board or
his county farm transportation
committee,

If the various county boards
find that any farmer should have
been granted more mileage and
gas they will recommend that &

Under the amendment, such
purchases may be made without
presenting a certificate of war
necessity where it is impractic-
able to do so, provided the op-
| erator furnishes his name, ad-
tdress and certiicate number to
{the person making the sale.

A copy of the invoice covering

rsuch a purchase must be retain-'

jed by the person making the
isula or transfer, and the origi-
!nal invoice must be forwarded
to the operator making the pur-
chase. Both must carry the num-
‘ber of the certificate and both
‘must he made available for in-
{ spection by ODT representatives.

This provision of the amend-
ment is designed to make it pos-
sible for operators to order
parts or unrationed fuel by mail
telephone or telegraph. Parts
are not rationed directly and
motor fuel other than gas is not
!rationed in 18 states.
