If the annuity 
is received by the policyholder 
of an endowment insurance con-1 
tract, payable in installments to 
the policyholder, then the cost is 
the sum of the premiums paid for | 
the policy.

In addition to the cost of the I 
policy, as stated above, there must I 
be considered the amount of the I 
annuity income received during | 
tho year. The portion of this an­
nuity income which is taxable, | 
namely, 3 per cent of the cost of I 
the pulicy, is the amount to be I 
entered in item 7 of the return I 
Form 1040; the balance is nontax- 
able and is to be applied against 
the cost of the policy. When the | 
taxpayer has received ' nontax- 
able income in this manner equal­
ing the cost of the policy, there­
after the whole annuity income | 
each year must be entered as tax­
able income in item 7 of return | 
Form 1040.

The principles set- forth above | 
for the treatment of annuity In- f 
come apply also to retirement in­
come, annuity pensions, and other j 
forms of annuities. In the case 
of retirement income and pen­
sions, where no payments have J 
been made for the income, then 
the whole amount of the ihcome I 
is taxable (except for pensions to 
War veterans and their families.)
