Farmers Should
Apply Now For
Harvest Fuel

The local Office of Price Ad-
ministration has received a tele-
gram authorizing the farmers to
apply for their gas for farm use
for a period of six-months in or-
der to eliminate their having to
renew their rations during the har-
vest period.

But the Hansford County office
had already received, and in many
cases issued the rations for non-
highway use before receiving the
information that the application
might be made for six-months.

We wish to urge you now to
make your applications for the
next quarterly period early, in or-
der that the office force might go
ahead and issuc you gas for havest
before you run out of gas.

You may do this at any time
now, and the expiration date of
your rations will be made to cover
the next quarter, beginning with
the date that your present ration
expires. You may use the renewal
form R-543 if your ration is not
to be substantially increased.

But if you wish a substantial
increase in gasoline, you must ap-
ply on the original Non-Highway
Form R-537, in duplicate as you
did for your first rathion: You
may write or call at the local
OPA office at any time for these
forms, and you can mail in your
applications.

Your cooperation is needed in
this matter in order that the Board
might give you the best service.

Dead Grass And
Weeds Causing
Too Many Fires

Dead grass and weeds are at
present ‘a serious fire threat in
Texas. Reports show an excessive
number of grass fires during the
past few weeks. ;

The heaviest grass fire loss re-
ported since the first of the ycar
was estimated at more than $45,-
000. It was started by a small
boy and sprcad to baled cotton in
storage.

At least two Texas deaths in
January resulted from grass fires,
while fire alarms as a result of
burning grass and weeds numbered
three times those of all other
causes. Grass hazards, according
to the reports, exist in practically
every city and town in the state.

In addition, extensive grass fires
have been reported in rural areas.
These range from valuable pasture
lands in central and western sec-
tions of the state laid barren by
grass fires, to the heavily timber-
ed sections of East Texas where
vital timber has been destroyed.
Timber fires have become increas-
ingly serious,

Local fire departments are do-
ing a splendid job “in combatting
the threat of grass fires.” However
they need individual assistance in
preventing unnecessary fires.
Many departments are supervising
the burning of grass on vacant
