Immediate endorsements are j 
required under a new OPA 
amendment both as a conveni­
ence to the public and as a 
help to OPA investigators in 
checking misuse of ration cou­
pons falling into the hands of 
persons not to entitled to them.

Under the new plan the mo­
torist by spending a few min­
utes endorsing his coupons all 
at once will save delay and 
trouble when he goes to a fill­
ing station to buy gasoline.

The new requirements also 
means greater protection to the 
motorist whose book is lost or 
stolen, since the finder or thief 
will not be able to pass off 
the coupons as his own by writ­
ing in his own license number.
