DUCK HUNTING 
Season Opens 
November 12th

Duck hunting season will open 
here Friday. November 12. con­
tinuing through December 16.

The season officially opens at 
12 o’clock noon on the 12th. and 
hunters must quit shooting daily 
one hour before sunset. On succ­
eeding days, hunting legally be­
gins one-half hour before sunrise.

The daily bag limit is 5 ducks, 
that number to include not more 
than one wood duck, and the 
possession limit is two days kill, 
or ten ducks.

Limit for geese is four per day, 
with the possession limit one days

In addition to the state hunting 
kill.
license. Mosley cautioned, no per­
son over 16 years of age may hunt 
without a Federal hunting stamp. 
Thes» ran be obtained only thru 
the local post offices

Baiting or live decoys are 
are strictly prohibited Shooting 
from an automobile or aircraft is 
prohibited. Hunters are not per­
mitted to use a shotgun larger 
than 10 gauge, and may not use 
aut-loading or repeating shotguns 
capable of holding more than 3 
shells, including those in the mag­
azine and firing chamber. Only 
shot-guns are permitted. Sink 
boxes are prohibited, and so is 
shooting from a power driven or 
towed boat.

Poison ivy. poison cak and poi­

son sumac inspire the same kind 
of rash—a patchy, blistery. angry 
skin surface that may remain lo­
calized. but too often spreads like 
mad. And the three plants give ofl 
the same kind of poisonous oily 
substance which causes the rash 
when it penetrates the skin. The 
plants are most dangerous in the 
spring and summer when their 
“ Juice** is in abundance. One can 
pick up the oil by touching the 
plant, by touching a rake that has 
touched the plant (and the oil has 
been known to stick to garden tools 
as long as a year), by contact 
with the clothing of freshly anoint­
ed skin of anybody or anything— 
even the family dog—where it hat 
touched th« plant.

Electrical Hazards Cited 
By University Researcher

Spectacular dangers of high-vol­
tage electrical circuits, well known 
and well guarded against, paradox­
ically constitute a lesser danger to 
the average person than do low- 
voltage electrical appliances 
abound.

This is one of the points raised by 
Charles F. Dalziel, associate pro­
fessor of electrical engineering at 
the University of California, in a 
new summary of the results of 
several years research in electrical 
shock.

Professor Dalziel reviews infor­
mation on the behavior of shock 
and damage producing electrical 
currents and charges, describes 
their physiological effects, and lists 
some accident statistics.

Dalziel warns that while it is true 
that the hazard from contact with 
electrical circuits is largely de­
pendent upon voltage, the actual 
danger to life depends almost en­
tirely upon the amount of current \ 
flowing through the body.

He cites as an example that a 
man accidentally coming into con- j 
tact with a 60,000-volt circuit when 
standing on a very dry wood pole 
may cause a smaller current to 
flow than he who inadvertently 
grasps a defective 110-volt portable 
appliance when in a bathtub.
