Sprayers used most often in
local gardens are compressed
air and hose-on sprayers. Com-
pressed air sprayers are mobile,
self-contained units that are
pressurized by periodic pump-

I'he main disadvantage of a
hose-on sprayer is that it can
only reach the length of your
garden hose. Another problem
arises in mixing ingredients.
These sprayers operate on the
principle of siphoning a concen-
trated amount of material and
mixing it with a stream of hose
water.
