Th« Spearman Lym, coached 
by Larry Lanier, are getting 
ready to go “on the road 
again", thit time to (ace the 
tough Sunray Bobcats. The 
Bobcats have not been having 
the kind of season they expect­
ed, being 0-4, being shutout in 
each game. First of all, the Lynx 
have just come of a 3-games at 
home, winning all three beating 
the likes of Sanford-Fritch, 
Gtuver and Stinnett. There are 
many folks that Sunray must be 
aware of, I'd say the whole 
Spearman Lynx team!! The 
game will be played at Bobcat 
Stadium beginning at 8:00 p m. 
This will be the last game 
before the District games begin.
So it would be nice for Coach 
Lanier and his Lynx to win, and 
win big, to take some confi­
dence with them into the 
District games.

There are many fellows that 
the Bobcats must try to contain, 
mainly Dennis Randall, who has 
had 2 games over 200 yards and 
2 over 100 yards. The latest was 
the 128 yard game he had 
against the tough Stinnett Rat­
tlers. But if Sunray is going to 
try and contain Dennis “ Duck" 
Randall, *33, they will have 
their hands full with Fullback 
Darren Goodheart *31. Darren 
“ rams" thru his opponents in 
each game. Once agaip if they 
try to contain both Darren and 
Dennis, they will have their 
hands full with Ricky Torres and 
Julio Vasques, two other excel­
lent running backs. Both Ricky 
and Julio have more speed than 
their opponents, and even if 
they can't go thru folks, they 
will go around them with ease. 
Dell Brandt and Jay Pack are 
good blockers and-being two 
more runnings backs who do an 
excellent job for the Lynx. The 
Lynx also have a Sophomore 
that can fill the shoes of one of 
the running backs when need­
ed and that is Karl Bynum. He 
“ plows" thru his opponents 
also.

The two quarterbacks that the 
Sunray Bobcats will have to look 
out for are Ross Donahue, *11, 
a Sophomore and Billy Pat 
Underwood, *12, Senior. Both 
do an excellent job as quarter­
backs for the Lynx. Ross can 
"sip" the ball past offenders to 
his receivers and can hand off 
smoothly. Ross is also the 
"holder" in the critical but 
most important point-after- 
touchdown. Billy Pat does a fine 
job handing the ball off, run­
ning with it every once in a 
while Billy Pat is also the 
"expert" on kicking the point- 
after-touchdown and making it 
good. Last week against Stin­
nett, Billy Pat made 2 of 3 extra 
points, one was blocked.

There are two Lynx Ends and 
two Wing Receivers, all four 
doing an excellent job catching 
the ball and then running for 
more yardage. First of all there 
are two Ends-Gary Thomas, a 
Senior and Steve Burke, a 
Sophomore. Both do a fine job 
catching the ball and then 
running for daylight. The two 
Wing Receivers include Steven 
Francis and Jeff Pool. Steven, 
when he catches the ball, he 
starts running and makes extra 
yardage like a running back. 
Jeff Pool has great hands for 
catching the ball and then 
running for extra yardage when 
necessary. All of these 13 guys, 
ranging from Quarterback to 
Wing Receiver, are the Offen­
sive Weapons that Sunray Bob­
cats must contain, but before 
they can get to them, they will 
have to try and go thru the 
tough Spearman Lynx Offensive 
Line, and believe me, they are 
one tough Offensive Line.

There are 3 Centers, Charlie 
Salgado, Billy Ray Haden and 
Israel "Kimo” De La Rosa. 
Charlie is the Senior, he is the 
starter and does a great job. Not 
too many Noaeguards can pene­
trate thru Charlie. Charlie is

also the 1982 Football King, so 
where there is a King, there is 
only one ruler, and he rules his 
territory very well. If anyone 
goes thru Charlie, then you will 
hear thunder, because not that 
many folks can penetrate to get 
to the backfield thru Charlie. 
Charlie is an inspiration to all 
the Centers in football. Billy 
Ray and "Kimo” are both 
Juniors, they have another year 
to fight for the starting position. 
One of them will take over for 
Charlie, one day, and that 
player will have to know what 
he is doing, which both do.

The Lynx squad has 4 
Guards. All four are very quick 
and good. These four are Clint 
Graves, Dari Farris, David 
Turner and Byron Sutterfield. 
First of all, there is only one 
Senior Guard and that is Clint 
Graves. Clint does an excellent 
job on sweeps and blocking 
downfield for his running backs. 
The other three are Juniors. 
Byron Sutterfield switched from 
a Defensive Safety to Offensive 
Guard. It was a big adjustment, 
but according to Coach Lanier, 
Byron has “ come along way” . 
Dari Farris does a fine job for 
his backs also. He blocks well. 
David Turner it the othecfunior 
who does a great job blocking 
downfield for his running backs 
He protects his quarterback 
very well, also.

There are 4 Tackles on the 
Lynx squad also. They are 
Kevin Slaten, Mark Guthrie, 
James Potter, Joe Gomez and 
Jan  H attsell--correction, I 
meant to lay 5 big Tackles for 
the Lynx. Two of the mean 
Purple Machine are Seniors, 
Jan Hartsell and James Potter. 
Jan has done a fine job for the 
Lynx tackling perfectly. He 
protects his backs and his 
quarterback. He does an excel­
lent job blocking when his 
Quarterback gets ready to throw 
a pass. The other Senior is 
James Potter. James does a fine 
job tackling for his team. He 
protects his backfield as well as 
anybody. Mark Guthrie and Joe 
Gomez are both Juniors. Mark 
has done an excellent job for the 
Lynx since he began his Lynx 
career last year. There is no way 
to describe Mark, but that he is 
an excellent Tackle. He protects 
his backs and his quarterback 
very, very well. He is another 
one of those guys that can block 
two or three guys if he has too. 
The other Junior is Joe Gomez. 
Joe has done a fine job for the 
Lynx so far. He protects his 
backfield very well. He is very 
strong and can also tackle 2 or 3 
guys at a time, if necessary. The 
final Tackle representative is a 
Sophomore. He has done a fine 
job with the Lynx as a Tackle so 
far. He is also one of those Lynx 
that switches off and plays with 
the JV Lynx also. Kevin, when 
he plays, does a fine job for the 
Lynx.

So as ya’U can see, the 
Sunray Bobcats are going to 
have their hands full with the 
Lynx Running Backs, Quarter­
backs and Ends, but first they 
must penetrate the Offensive 
Line-this will be the hardest 
chore for the Bobcats all Friday 
night. Sunray has not
scored any kind of points in 4 
games. While the Lynx have 
scored 75 points altogether. So, 
since this is going to be the last 
game before the District games 
begin, the Lynx would love to 
win this game and maybe win it 
big. They could be the fifth 
team to shut-out Sunray. But, of 
course, Sunray will also be 
getting ready to start their 
District games, so they will be 
looking to score some points 
and possibly win the game.

Without bid 
county court 
session brief

A total lack of any bids on a 
new automobile for the Hans­
ford County Sheriffs Depart­
ment was the only hitch in the 
execution of the agenda for the 
regular "fourth Monday” meet­
ing of the county commissioners 
court, Monday.

It was agreed to re-advertise 
for bids on the vehicle.

Other than routine items such 
as the treasurer’s report, were 
two action items on the agenda; 
an easement for Phillips Petro­
leum Company for a pipeline 
generally north of the city and a 
part in the purchase of a 
copying machine for the office 
of the district judge.

The easement was granted 
subject to the usual require­
ments that county specification 
be met with the commissioner 
in the precinct involved the final 
judge to work done. All such 
easements are subject to this 
practice.

Regarding the requested 
copying machine for the district 
judge's office, commissioners 
felt their responsibility was for 
their prorated share with other 
counties in the judicial district 
and approved the expenditure 
on that basis.

As usual, the "heavy" agen­
da is for the second Monday or 
the first session of commission­
ers court in the month. That 
meeting must be conducted by 
statute. That is the only regular 
session many Texas counties 
schedule. However, many 
others feel county business 
justifies the “ fourth Monday” 
commissioners court session, 
too.

Hansford County commis­
sioners go along with this group 
of entities in the state, feeling 
the two sessions each month 
make for greater expediancy in 
rendering service to the county.

All commissioners court ses­
sions -  conducted in the council 
room of the county judge’s 
offices -  are open to the public.

Next regular session of the 
court will be Oct. 11

Tax act encourages 
preservation activity

Texas developers and proper­
ty owners are discovering that 
there is money to be made in 
the restoration of older build­
ings for new commercial and 
residential uses. One of the 
major new incentives behind 
the increasing preservation ac­
tivity in Texas is the Economic 
Recovery Tax Act of 1981. 
Offering tax credits of up to 
25% on certified rehabilitation 
of historic structures, the tax act 
has stimulated the initial plan­
ning of some 105 major restora­
tion projects in Texas.

One such project involves the 
State National Bank Building, a 
58-year-old National Register 
site on Houston's Main Street. 
Developers are planning a $1 
million restoration of many of 
the distinctive architectural de­
tails of this 13-story office 
facility. Care is being taken to 
either repair or duplicate origi­
nal moldings, window and door 
fixtures, brass mailboxes, and 
other decorative features. The 
marble entrance way will be 
repaired and refinished, as well 
as the tiled roof cupola, plaster 
and gold leaf interior trim, and 
the building facade.

The neoclassical State Na­
tional Bank Building is an early 
achievement of one of Hous­
ton's best-known 20th century 
architects, Alfred Finn. The 
building is a durable and 
tasteful representation of an 
earlier period of the city's 
development.

A few of the other important 
Texas landmarks that have 
benefitted from the Tax Act 
preservation incentives are the

Sartor House in San Antonio, 
the Old Ellis County Jail in 
Waxahachie, the Galvez Hotel 
in Galveston, Albany’s Blach 
Building, the Old Mercantile 
Building in Sonora in Sutter 
County, the Fort Worth Live­
stock Exchange, and the Rag­
land Building in Sweetwater

For a historic structure to 
receive tax benefits, a Historic 
Preservation Certification Ap­
plication must be submitted to 
the Texas Historical Commis­
sion. After review by the 
Commission’s National Register 
Department, ail applications 
and recommendations are for­
warded to the National Park 
Service for final review.

TAILORED FASHIONS...AT

Bltuers and other tailored 
jackets are versatile additions to 
a wardrobe, but *'impossible" 
to sewf At least too difficult to 
tackle? Not so.

If you've hesitated to make a 
blaxer because you think it's too 
hard to do or will take too long, 
think again.

Today's patterns, fabrics and 
notions make tailored jackets 
easier than ever before.

Here are some tips for 
"quickie" tailoring:

PATTERN SELECTION
Select a basic pattern that you 

can make several limes in 
different fabrics for different 
seasons. Each time you make 
the same pattern, it gets faster.

Look for design details that 
are simple and quick. These 
include patch pockets instead oj 
welt pockets and sleeves and 
back without vents. If the 
pattern has vents, plan to sew 
them up.
v Also, in choosing a pattern, 
remember that lining a garment 
is faster than finishing all the 
seams. Be sure the pattern 
includes the lining. Making you 
own lining pattern is time-con­
suming.

Be sure the pattern has 
enough seams to make altering 
and fitting easy. Contrary to 
what you might think, the 
“few-seams" feature of the 
"jiffy" or "simple" patterns 
makes these difficult m alter.

FABRIC CHOICES
Choose fabrics that are easy 

to sew on.
Tweeds and linen-like fabrics 

are good choices in woven 
fabrics, while wool, polyester or 
blends are the best double 
knits.

Fabrics such as wool flannel 
and velveteen take a long time 
to sew or press to get a nice
look.

Plaids are lovely but take 
extra time to match during 
cutting.

CONSTRUCTION TIPS
Choose construction methods 

that eliminate hand sewing. Use 
fusibles for interfacing and in 
hems, if possible.

Remember that topstitching 
eliminates the need for hem­
ming at all.

Make machine buttonholes 
and topstitch pockets to the 
jacket.

Don’t skip the essentials of 
good construction — this will 
slow you down. For example, be 
sure to staystitch neck edges 
and armholes. Clip and trim 
seams to eliminate bulk. And 
press often, especially before 
crossing one seam with another.

The rally will be held 
subsequent to the tractorcade 
on the Capitol steps.

Other cast members are Ema 
Prindle, played by Michelle 
McFerrin, a freshman nursing 
major from Chillicothe; prose­
cutor, played by Brent Biles, a 
senior music education major 
from Spearman; Monsignor 
Nicholson, played by Kelly 
Davis, a junior theatre major 
from Spearman; Louise, played 
by Laura Davis, a senior 
theatre major from Amarillo; 
and Amos, played by Kenny 
Cook, a freshman from Ama­
rillo

The play is directed by Robert 
Busch, a graduate teaching 
assistant in speech and theatre 
from Los Alamos, N.M.

Assistant director is Donna 
Shelby, a junior theatre major 
from Canyon, and technical 
direction is by Paul Welch, a 
junior theatre major from 
Spearman.

Biles, who plays the part of 
the prosecutor, also composed 
the music for the play.

This play was suggested by a 
turn-of-the-century trial for the 
murder of a nun in Michigan 
and the action alternates be­

tween interrogation and testi­
mony and scenes of past events.

"The play functions on two 
levels. It is both a courtroom 
drama and a moving story of 
repressed p ass ion ,"  said 
Busch.

In early 1983, the U.S. Postal 
Service will begin testing a new 
system which will permit U.S. 
Government agencies to use 
official mail postage stamps, 
postal cards and stamped em­
bossed envelopes instead of the 
current official mail indicia 
printed on government enve­
lopes.

The design of the Official 
Mail Stamp, which will be the 
same for stamps and postal 
stationery, was unveiled today 
by Assistant Postmaster Gen­
eral Gordon C. Morison during 
the National Postal Forum in 
Washington, D.C.

The purpose of the nation­
wide test is to develop pro­
cedures for the possible future 
introduction of an Official Mail 
Stamp system which, when 
combined with meter postage, 
business replies, Express Mail, 
E-COM and permit imprints, 
will provide total official mail

vocal officials attend Highway Commission hearing
AMARILLO-The Panhandle 

delegation to the Highway 
Commission hearing in Austin, 
September 22, consisted of 46 
representatives from 13 area 
communities. Led by the Ama­
rillo Chamber of Commerce, the 
delegation presented resolu­
tions from 38 Panhandle agen­
cies outlining the importance of 
highways to the free enterprise 
on the Golden Spread.

Sen. Bill Sarpalius, 31st State 
Senatorial District, presented 
the area's testimony before the 
Commission.

Upon the delegation's return 
Wednesday night, Barney Wei- 
gand, C of C Highway Commit­
tee chairman said, "Senator 
Sarpalius did an outstanding job 
of emphasizing to the Commis­

sion the great importance of 
highways to this area and our 
appreciation for the highway 
system we do have out here.

"He emphasized our tremen­
dous production of agriculture, 
livestock and oil and gas; and its 
importance to the rest of the 
state.

"Sen. Sarpalius discussed 
our growing concern over the 
conditions of our roads and the 
need for improvements.

"Last but not least he pointed 
out the willingness of so many 
elected officials in the Panhan­
dle to go on record favoring 
additional highways funds to be 
provided by an increase in the 
fuel tax.”

Wiegand continued, “ The 
Commission was impressed

with the strong support shown 
by the many resolutions we 
delivered to them. It was a rare 
sight for them to see a big area 
united on an issue and speak 
with one voice. The large 
number of elected officials 
there, from such a long distance 
made a big impression, too."

Results of the presentation to 
the commission will not be felt 
until the Texas State Legisla­
ture convenes in January.

4. Service as an election clerk 
or a poll watcher in an 
election precinct other than 
the precinct of residence.

5. Under certain circum­
stances, voters confined to 
jail may be eligible to vote 
absentee.

"Every Texas House, Senate 
and Congressional seat is up for 
re-election this fall along with 
nearly every statewide office." 
said Rothe. “ So it’s especially 
important for all eligible voters 
to get to the polls on Nov. 2. 
Only 24 percent of those eligible 
voted in the May 1 Texas 
primary, the lowest in 30 years 
for a gubernatorial primary 
election.

Low income Texans may 
qualify for energy payment*

AUSTIN-Low-income Texans 
faced with home energy cutoff 
for heating or cooling may 
qualify for payments fro $3 
million in federal funds set 
aside for energy crisis interven­
tion (ECI), according to the 
Texas Department of Human 
Resources.

The money, made available to 
Texas counties, will be distri­
buted to energy suppliers on 
behalf of eligible households.

One payment is allowed each 
household between October 1 
and March 31. Another pay­
ment is allowed between April 1 
and September 30. A maximum 
of $90 per period can be paid if 
the household applies and is 
found eligible.

Officials at DHR explained 
that once the fund is exhausted, 
no further payments can be 
made.

The department has negotiat­
ed contracts with local agencies 
to handle outreach, applica­
tions, eligibility determination, 
and payments to energy sup­
pliers.

Qualification for ECI pay­
ments is limited to households 
with a total gross monthly 
income of less than $305.50 for 
a one-person household, $499. 
50 for a two-person household; 
$684.50 for three; $845.50 for 
four; $998.50 for five; and 
$1,166.50 for six.

At least one person in the 
household must be a U.S. 
citizen or a legally admitted 
alien. If a household's past due 
energy bill exceeds $90, and 
funds from other sources are 
not available, the household 
might not qualify for ECI help. 
THe goal of ECI, officials 
emphasized, is to maintain the 
flow of energy to the household.

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October About Tradition
Is October the peak of nature's splendor? Many 

writers think so. Only springtime, with its flush of new 
growth and life -especially in countries where winter is 
long and bitter-rivals October as nature's most 
glorious show.

The color of autumn has a different nostalgic flavor 
than that of spring. Bright fall colors represent dying 
leaves, the end of a season, the closing of a year, a 
cycle. Spring represents the beginning of something 
new.

Whatever the reader's choice, one of nature’s two 
most colorful and beautiful seasons is at hand. Those 
wise enough to walk through the fields and forests on 
these glorious days will find a new appreciation of the 
wonders of a power greater than man's.

Oops!
In broadcasting, there’s a school of thought that 

commentators who make mistakes shouldn't correct 
themselves. Most listeners, or viewers, won’t notice 
the gaffe, it's argued. The practice is highly prevalent 
in sports broadcasting and telecasting.

Like the venerable “we” in journalism--not a 
custom among European newspaper writers incidental- 
ly-the custom among some broadcasters not to correct 
obvious mistakes is illogical.

The viewer is entitled to an accurate commentary. 
Whether it be sports or news, a mistake requires 
correction, the sooner the better. News programs 
should include a correction segment, just as news­
papers print corrections. Few of them do.

When a broadcast team member hears a co-worker 
err, he should set the record straight-not remain silent, 
assuming most listeners won't notice the misstatement.

Child Advice
One of the facts of life parents should appreciate is 

that there’s an over-abundance of advice, much of it 
half-baked, about rearing children. One constantly 
reads magazine and newspaper articles by various 
“authorities” telling us how to rear Junior.

There’s really not very much complicated in this 
worthwhile task. Common sense, love and time will 
enable most parents to do a fine job. A good book on 
medical care in the home is advisable but the current 
spate of psychological digging, overdone worrying over 
junior’s reactions, his (or her) frustrations, resentment, 
etc., is often misleading or worse.

All children must learn discipline and the sooner the 
better, if it isn't allowed to crush their spirit and 
initiative. All will have some frustrations, some resent­
ments. Fine and good. That’s life. All must be curbed 
at times, sometimes punished. Consistency and love, 
however, in guiding them along, are recognized and 
understood by children.

And if he or she doesn't turn out just like parents 
expect, it isn't necessarily the parents’ fault. There’s 
no need for these parents to consider themselves 
failures, and wallow in a sea of remorse. Too many 
sorry influences today can lure a youngster from the 
proper path of life-in clud ing  television , film s, 
associates, etc.

There's much good about many of our traditions 
Sentiment and nostalgia often prompt us to keep many 
of them alive. But keeping all tradition alive isn't 
necessarily the proper course.

Some of us don’t like change, don’t want life to 
change. That, perhaps, is a natural inclination among 
the elderly-who aren’t keen on adapting. The art of 
drawing a line between what was and is good and 
worthwhile, and what tradition and custom should be 
allowed to pass into history is a fine one.

In some rural areas, everything that reaches back 
into the past is romanticized and traditions change 
Jiard. Sometimes they change too slowly. The individ­
ual who proposes change is often abused. He may think 
that what was good enough for grandpa is not good 
enough for him. He’s right-much of the time.

To hold on to what’s still practical and good, 
especially old values, is highly desirable. But times, the 
discovery of new truth, change knowledge and correct 
and improve much in society. We must move with the 
times if we are to keep pace with progress, learning and 
enlightened living.

Some traditions, from the good old days, deserve a 
natural death.

Football's Strike
Although the pro football strike could be over by the 

time this is read, a word about it is in order. Millions of 
Americans are disappointed, and inconvenienced, by 
strikes in major sports. But, of course, sports are not 
essential for public services and a strike doesn't 
threaten public safety or government services. Thus, 
federal mediation isn’t imminent.

Paramount is the right of players (employees) to 
strike. They exercised that right after long deliberation. 
Whatever one’s views as to the players’ case, it should 
be said that pro footballers, in a more dangerous sport, 
receive average salaries lower than those in pro 
baseball and pro basketball. On the other hand football 
owners have made a substantial offer and it would 
appear this strike is more a struggle for control than 
anything else.

Thus the abuse fans have been heaping on players 
is, to a large degree, uninformed. In fact, the most 
difficult part of the pro football controversy is to know 
which side’s spokeman to believe. In the days leading 
up to the strike, the two spokesmen made directly 
contradictory statements as to the positions of the two 
sides.
• All regret the advent of strikes in sports. There is 

always a danger that player strikes will turn off fans. 
That happened in Major League baseball to some 
extent last year when already highly-paid players 
struck unnecessarily. Some baseball fans have not 
recovered their lost interest in baseball as a result.

But football players in 1982 had a better case. One 
doubts if this strike will cost the game fans. Football is 
the most exciting sport on TV, and the fans' dismay at 
present reflects his or her keen interest is following the 
game more than anything else.
