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As federal agencies began put­
ting into effect plans which were 
drafted at the request of the 
President to meet emergencies 
caused by. the drouth that cov­
ers large sections o f the United 
States, attention is again direct­
ed to the benefits which accrue 
from trench silos.

In years of low yields farmori 
who have a plentiful supply of 
feed on han dare in better posi­
tion to care for their livestock 
and maintain their regular opera­
tions. Trench silos offer one of 
the most economical and practi­
cal storage places for farmers 
who desire to keep one or more 
years’ supply o f feed on hand.

In studying the present drouth 
situation which is becoming sev­
ere in many parts o f the South­
ern Grtat Plains, L. H. Hauler, 
regional director o f the Farm 
Security Administration, said 
that farmers who have feed res­
erves carried over from last year 
in most instances will be the 
last to need assistance in the 
present emergency.

When advancing loans to farm­
ers, the FSA encourages the con­
struction of trench silos where 
possible, or some similar econo­
mical and adequate storage faci­
lity for feed reserve.

State Legislators Place 
O’Daniel Behind 8-Ball

Laid at the feet o f \V. Lee O’­
Daniel, governor of Texas, last 
week was a package whose ar­
rival he certainly did not wel­
come.

It was a defiant answer from 
a majority of the Texas 
House of Representatives to 
O’Daniel’ s “ Put Up or Shut 
Up”  speech of a fortnight 
ago in which he challenged 
anti-sales tax legislators to 
find a better way to raise 
money for Texas' emaciated 
social security program. 
O’Daniel, who last year cru­

saded over Texas denouncing 
the sales tax. spent all last spring 
hammering the Legislature to get 
SJR12, a sales tax constitutio­
nal amendment, ok. In this effort 
he failed, so this fall when he 
began discussion o f a special 
session he came out for a con­
sumers tax, n slight variation of 
a general sales tax.

He asked all legislators to 
sign a proposed bill which he 
sent to them, but they declined. 
From best reports, only about 00 
legislators would commit them­
selves in advance to support his 
consumers’ tax program.
Up To Legislature

O'Daniel then said, “ Well it’s 
up to the legislature now. If 
some o f them can get a majori­
ty o f the House to approve • 
bill and also get the approval 
o f the Senate, then I’ll call a 
sesaion."

To work went Rep. Albert 
Derden o f Marlin, Bailey Rags­
dale o f Crockett, Jack Langdon 
of Glenrose, Reese Turner of 
Cameron and others to draft an 
ominibus tax bill boosting na-. 
lural resources taxes.

They completed a bill similar 
to that which galloped through 
the House of Rep. last session 
only to die a lingering death in 
a Senate committee.

Then the bill was sent to all 
members o f the House, asking 
their approval of the principles, 
if not the details, of the bill.

The House members were then 
asked to meet in Austin Saturda 
Nov. 18, to hear the results ol 
the drive. Approximately 50 
members came to the Capitol to 
attend the short meeting at 
which Ragsdale presided.
Clear Majority

With glee Derden reported 
that his group had obtained 72 
actual signatures on the bill 
with 5 additional pledges to 
support the bill in principle, 
giving the omnibus tax bill two 
votes more than a majority.

No attempt was made to poll 
the Senate becau'sc House 
members felt that it was not 
their perrogativc to ask the mem­
bers of the upper Igislativo body 
what they wanted to do. Besides, 
many felt, let O’Danicl call on 
the Senate for an expression of 
sentiment.

By getting r  majority the 
House had c’.eared its own skirts 
and put the monkey on Wilbur 
O’Daniel again.
