I’ve seen one political meeting in 
Texas in which horse sense prevailed 
over horse play. I urn referring to 
the meeting last-week of the state 
democratic executive committee.

There has been a lot o f discussions 
and arguments since then about their 
actions, but I claim they showed a 
lot o f  sense in everything they did. 
They did not adopt a resolution in­
dorsing the administration of Gover­
nor Moody, which caused a lot of 
talk. It wasn’t their place or duty 
to do it. The state executive com­
mittee is a body picked to handle the 
machinery of the party in the state, 
and not to voice the opinions of the 
people. Conventions, and only con­
ventions, with delegates selected di­
rectly from the people, can do that.

This stuff o f state committees pre­
suming to speak for the people does 
not mean a thing. Two years ago 
the committee indorsed Mrs. Fergu­
son’s administration, but the people 
did not do it four months later.

The committee did adopt a resolu­
tion against party bolters, which is 
proper, for the statutes provide that 
the committee may and shall fix the 
party rules governing primary elec­

tions. It is hard to see how any real 
democrat could object to a rule re­
quiring those who go in the primaries 
to abide by the results, for one o f the 
fundamental tenets of the party is 
to abide by the will o f the majority.

A lot has been said about the fail­
ure of the committee to adopt resa. 
lution having to do with precinct and 
county conventions instructing their 
delegates. It looks to me like it 
would have been presumptious for 
the committee to have said anything 
on that suject.

The most powerful political body 
in Texas is the little old precinct 
convention, for it is composed o f the 
soverign voters, themselves. Nobody 
can tell or suggest to them what to 
do.

Next in power is the county con- 
i vention, for its delegates come di­
rect from the precinct convention, 
where they have just heard the will 
and mandates of the voters. Then 
comes the state convention, whose 
delegates were selected by the coun­
ty conventions. The state conven­
tion creates the state democratic 
executive committee. Therefore, it 
would not be good taste for the com­
mittee to tell the people who created

its creator what to do.
Besides, there will be plenty o f in­

structing done in Texas at the pre­
cinct and county conventions, with­
out nny hints from the state com­
mittee. The biggest county delega­
tion at the state convention will be 
the Dallas County crowd, 86 strong, 
and don’ t worry but what they will 
be instructed— and instructed against 
A1 Smith, too. It would take the 
votes o f 50 or more counties with 
light votes to offset the force o f this 
one county.

Bexar County will have 34 votes in 
the state convention, nnd these prob­
ably will be for an uninstructed dele­
gation to the national convention at 
Iloustoh. Harris County will hnve 
23 votes, doubtful but possibly un 
instructed. Tarrant will have 17, in­
structed against Smith; El Paso will 
have 15 uninstrvlcted; Travis will 
have 13, instructed; Hildago will 
have 14, doubtful.

The meeting of the state commit­
tee and a plan to offer a resolution 
indorsing him for'the  presidency or 
vice presidency caused Governor 
Moody to issue a virtual announce­
ment o f his candidacy for re-election, 
He bore out the prediction I hnvo 
made several times in my letter to 
you, that he was not interested in 
any other offices.

L. J. Wardlaw o f  Fort-W orth, 
Moody’s opponent for the guberna­
torial nomination, announced his 
platform last week, in which he says 
he is for less taxation, less spending 
o f money, better schools and roads, 
fewer bond issues, wants every city 
man who labors to join a union, 
wants to stop cotton futures specu­
lations and favors paying bounties 
for criminals.

The race for the senate is begin­
ning to warm up a bit. Alvin Owsley 
opened his campaign at Denton Sat­
urday. Tom Connally was in Austin 
last week, lining up his supporters. 
So far, Mayfield has been doing his 
fence building quietly. Another 
month will see that campaign well 
under way.

The lieutenant governor’s race is 
still pretty quiet. There is an im­
pression out thnt Barry Miller may 
run again, in an effort to beat Tom 
Love. It is likely that if he gets in 
the race several now in it will drop 
out, and then we will sec a hot race 
between Barry and Tom.

Well, Mr. Editor, there isn’t much 
more news in politics this week. I 
will write you if I hear anything else 
that is new. I

prestige for itself, which would be 
good politics and an opportunity they 
would hardly overlook. They know 
Smith’s religion is in tho minority 
ami his liquor stand is not populnr in 
Texas. Probably that is why Hiram 
Wesley Evans and thq big boys of 
the klan are sticking pfetty close to 
the state these days. , They figure 
that if Smith is beaten in Tcxns they 
will get some of the cvqdit, which is 
reasonably good figuring. The cam­
paign is bound to bring some foVmer 
klansmen hack into tho fold, even if 
it doesn’ t get many new members.

I found a considerable showing of 
strength for Tom Blanton for the 
senate in Dallas— much njore than 1 
found in South Texas, where he is 
not conceded a chance for the runoff. 
Few people in Dallas seem to think 
he has any chance o f election, but 
they believe he will bo second to 
Mayfield. It is agreed all over the 
state that Blanton is going to take 
the lead in attacking Mayfield, es­
pecially the personal life o f the 
senator.

Tom Connally seems the choice of 
the rest o f the state as the runner- 
up to Mayfield, with indications that 
these two will have n hot nice in the 
runoff. Connally Has had the big­
gest silent support prior to his an­
nouncement o f any candidate for 
state office 1 have ever seen. In 
other words, his candidacy seems to 
come nearer being in response to the 
demand o f the public than that of 
any other man in Texas in many 
years.

Mayfield is going to adopt good 
tactics. He is not going to fight any 
one of his opponents, on the theory 
that he is certain to get in the run­
off, and he does not wnnt to an­
tagonize the followers o f the defeat­
ed candidates. Then if he is in the 
runoff with either Connally or Blan­
ton he hopes to get a good division 
o f the other’s support.

However, it is more than likely 
that the other candidates will pur­
sue much the same tactics. It is 
doubtful if Connally will say much 
about Blanton, or vice versa, but all 
will hop on Earle. Consequently in 
the second race Mayfield is likely to 
be faced with strong, united opposi­
tion.

A big delegation o f Denton citi­
zens called 051 Alvin Owsley at his 
Dallas headquarters last Saturday 
and asked him to open his campaign 
in his home town. Owsley shows 
much more strength in Dallas than ho 
docs in South Texas, where he is 
not conceded a chance for the run­
off.

People may wonder if the klan will 
support Mayfield again this year, 
after having elected him six years 
ago. The nnswVr is “ Yes.”  Thu 
leaders arc ail strong for Mayfield. 
They will not have anything like the 
organization they had six years ngo, 
however.

And 
where in oil the realms o f fiction may 
one see such chnrictor dclinenticn 
as can be found In almost every 
page o f an aneiont, mc-dievial, or 
modern history. What a procession 
o f amazing individuals may pass 
through our recollection o f  history. 
Aristotle, Plato, Archimedes, Caesar,
1* rederick the ■ Great, Napoleon, 
Cromwell,— profound thinkers, great 
adventurers, mighty rulers. And 
think of our own country with its 
illustrious group o f  warriors, .states­
men, scholars and scientists.

But we do not teach history in 
public schools in order that pupils 
may be entertained.

The United States Forestry service 
has in its files many pictures that are 
more eloquent than the finest speech­
es on the subject o f forestration ever 
delivered. Among them are views 
taken in the orient, in C^iina in par­
ticular. In these one can see vistas 
of hilly country that is ps barren as 
desert land. Once thesofhillsides and 
valleys were fertile ^nd fruitful. 
Today they look almost as desolate 
is did the Western Front in France 
along in 1918.

Why? Simply beeauze the hill tope 
and sides were long ago denuded o f 
forest growth. ,Tbetj name heavy 
rains. 'The soil washed, in spite of 
every possible effort,/the rich humus 
gradually disappeared into the bot­
toms o f  (the valleys. J The soil above 
became barren, and' even the labor 
o f thousands o f  ' oriental coolies 
where human being* are the cheapest 
o f all commodities, wae insufficient 
to make it>produc<

This is ync, but only one, good 
argument for maintaining a good 
woodlot on uie fhrm. Keep timber 
growing somewhere on the farm. 
Above all keep it on steep hillsides. 
That land is not'bU seeded for crops. 
It is needless Lot suy that there is n 
surplus today off thit, products of the 
fields. But therq »  no surplus growth 
of timber.
