Local cotton contest commitees 
in the various counties of Texas con­
ducting local contests should immed­
iately arrange for measuring of the 
five acres of sotton entered by local 
growers in the “More Cotton on 
Fewer Acres” contest. The f i  #  
date for measuring the land is Aug­
ust 1, but where there are many en­
trants the work should begin at 
once.

The county agricultural agent in 
each county will be glad to aid far­
mers in measurement of their five 
acres, but each locality, whether It 
has a local cotton contest or not, 
should appoint a committee which 
will have charge of the measuring. 
It must be composed of two farmers 
living in the same locality of the 
fanners entered in the contest and 
one merchant living in the nearest 
trade center. One of the three should 
be made chairman with responsi­
bility for the work of measurment. 
Where many localities are entered 
there should be a local committee 
for each locality.

The measuring of the land and 
the character of the entrant must be | 
supported by affidavits at time of j 
measurement of the land. These af- J 
fidavits should be kept by the en­
trants till after their cotton is har­
vested and they are ready to turn 
in their crop records and their ques­
tionnaires which have to be filled 
out during the growing season. The 
affidavits should not be sent to the 
Cotton Contest Editor of The Dal­
las Morning News and The Semi- 
Weekly Farm News till after the 
cotton is harvested and the records 
are complete.

A story founded on l.a Fontaine's 
classic fable tells about a nation of 
frogs.

They were prospering, living 
peacefully and having a good time.

But there were dissatisfied citi­
zens in Frogland, who wanted a 
change, not because conditions were 
bad— but because progress seemed 
to call for something different.

Prayer went up for a new ruler 
and suddenly one appeared in their 
midst in the form of a solid, sub­
stantial old stump with its protect­
ing strength rising up above them.

This did not do at all— it was no 
great change such as they desired.

Prayers were again sent to Heav­
en and behold the frogs were sent 
another ruler in the shape of a 
stork.

As he stood in their midst his 
crafty eye surveyed the scene and 
he smiled to himself as he saw what 
fine pickings he was going to have 
in that land of frogs.

The next thing frogs knew the 
sharp bill of the stork was gobbling 
them up one by one. They had se­
cured a radical change from their 
old peaceful and safe government 
under a kind ruler. For evermore 
they were kept busy dodging the 
troubles they had brought upon 
themselves by unwarranted discon­
tent.

The moral is that persons seldom 
know when they are well off.

The frog story runs closely paral­
lel to the dissatisfaction and rest­
lessness manifested in our own na­
tion today. \Ye have among us those 
who would change radically our 
time-tested and established system 
of government, which gives to the 
individual all possible freedom in 
thought, action and business, un­
hampered by restrictive interference 
with private activity. Our govern­
ment was founded to offer protec­
tion to its people, not to compete 
with them in business.

For nearly a century and a half 
| we have prospered as no other na- 
! tion on earth. But we have the dis­

satisfied frogs with us as of old— 
they are always croaking, they want 
a change. They would put the gov­
ernment into business. They would 
restrict or remove the right to pri­
vate property which has heretofore 
been considered the dearest birth­
right of every American citizen. 
They would make the people exist 
for the government, rather than 
have the government exist for the 
people.
