Large Crowd of Enthusiastic Boos­
ters Meet at Lyric Theatr* and

due north of Amarillo, where the 
river is narrow and the banks are 
high, with solid rock bottom for 
foundation purposes. The route of 
the proposed road after it reaches 
the level territory north of the 
Canadian has not been discussed. 
Mr. Stinnet and other representa­
tive business and professional men 
of Amarillo will be here during the 
Fair t, discuss the railway proposi­
tion further.

BUYINGFINECALVES 
IN HANSFORD COUNTY

Well Known Cnttln Buynr has Picked
Up Some Choice String# in tke
Spearman Country tko Pact Waalt.

Nathan Meade, one o f the best 
known cattle-buyers in this section, 
has been in the Spearman country the 
past week and has bought up several 
bunches of fine catUe which he will 
send direct to feed pens in Illinois. 
Mr. Meade buys for the feeders, and 
is making money for the cattle raisers 
of this country by doing so. He pays 
as much as the cattle would bring in 
Kansas City, and saves the raiser the 
commission fees and other charges, 
amounting to frequently as much as 
$6.00 per head. Last year Mr. Meade 
sent the Tom Stratton calves to feed 
pens a t Tuscola, Illinois. The calves 
weighed 700 pounds each when they 
left Guymon. Last week they were 
sold in Chicago at 13 cents and 
weighed 1276 pounds each. The 
Balentine calves which Mr. Meade 
bought last year from Bob Archer 
are still on feed at LeRoy, Illlnos 
and will weigh around 1200 pounds. 
Calves irom  this section never fail to 
make a 'good record in the feed lots 
and the feeders are learning this 
fact. During the past week Mr. 
Meade has bought calves from L. 8. 
Cator, Max Lackey, Henry Ralston, 
Wesley Maupin and perhaps others. 
He states that he has le ft  between 
$12,000 and $15,000 in the Spearman 
country and is still in the market for 
good calves. Mr. Meade also bought 
60 head of fine cows from L. S. 
Cator, for a gentleman who la stort­
ing a breeding herd.

Since the market price of farm  
products is too low to a ffo rd  the 
farmer a profit, and as there is no 
indication of an advance it appears 
that it is up to the farmer to reduce 
his cost of production if  he is to 
make a profit. He can do this by 
more efficient media. If  a scrub 
litter of pigs go to m arket a t six 
months weighing 1,500 pounds wh:le 
a pure bred litter goe« to m aiket ut 
the tame age weighing twice that 
amount it is quite evident thut he 
has produced the latter with less 
labor, investment and feed per cwt, 
than the former. An Ohio farm er 
marketed a litter of ten pigs Sept­
ember 1 which weighed 2,970 lbs

The American Red Cross as as 
evangelist of better health has looked 
lte problem square In the face. How 
It accepted the task revealed to It la 
the nation's physical condition as 
brought out during the World War, 
end conscientiously applied Its activi­
ties to correction forma a vivid chap 
ter In the forthcoming annual report. 
Historically and practically, nursing is 
a basic work for the Red Cross. In Its 
public health nursing service, In In­
struction In home hygiene end care of 

i the sick, nutrition classes, ftret aid 
and life saving courses and health cen­
ters, the American Red Cross Is ap­
plying effectually the lessons learned 
during the war and making for a 
healthier, stronger and better nour- 

| lahed dfUeury.
The talk of the Red Cross public 

Health nurse In the 1,240 nursing serv­
ices now operating throughout th* 
country Instructing their communities 
!■ health essentials and disease pre 
ventlon la demonstrating the possibili­
ties of human betterment and the great 
benefits of enlightenment.

During the last year 313 new public 
health nuralng services were establish­
ed by Red Cross Chapters, and several 
hundred service* ao convincingly prov 
ad their effectiveness thas they were 
taken over by public authorities. Ia 
erder to promote this work 330,U00 was 
allotted to provide women to prepare 
themaelvea for public nursing. Ths 
borne visits made by the 1,240 nurses 
aggregated nearly 1.500.000, visits te 
schools numbered 140,000, and In six 
months 1.250,000 school children were 
inspected by these nurses and where 
defects ware found advlaed examina­
tion by physicians. In rural commu­
nities this service has made a very 
marked advance and has won thou­
sands of converts to approved methods 
of disease prevention.
