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NEW FARM PROGRAM
LAUNCHED IN TEXAS

Base figures used in the 1035
AAA program in Texas will be ys-
ed in the 1936 farm program be-
ing set up under the new Soil
Conservation and Domestic All-
otment Act, according to a state-
ment issued here by Jack Shelton,
Vice director and State Agent of
the Extension Service.

In preparation for putting the
program into effect the Extension
Service Staff spent two days
studying the plan for the South-
ern Region as explained by R, H,
Rogers, senior agricultural econ.
omist from the planning division
of the AAA who flew here in com-
pany with A, L. Smith, former
chairman of the Texas  Cotton
Allotment Board. Smith has been
in Washington for the past two
wgcks helping to work out de-!
tails of the new program as they
effect Texas and the other south-
ern States,

Following the conference at
pollego Station, Extension agents
in the counties will be called to-
gctl}er in group meectings at con-
venient points in their districts
and district agents will have the
plans of the general organization
and soil conservation before them
to take back to the farmers in
their section. H

At metings in the counties the
county agricultural agents will ex-
plain the terms of the Act and the
proposed organization to be set up
under it. Election of committees
of farmers to administer the work
will be the next step.

The organization will begin
With a community committee of
three members Who will represent
np.proximntely 500 farmers, Com-
mitteemen from all communities
will constitute a county board
from which a county committee
will be elected to have special re-
sponsibility for administering the
Act in the county.

Every farmer in Texas will
have an opportunity to hear the
Act _expluinod and to cooperate in
making the new farm program a
success, It is their program it was
passed by Congress at their urg-
ent demand, we believe that they
will carry out the full plans of
the organization.

Shelton futher emphasized the
fact that the old program and the
organization that went with it are
completely out; that this is an en-
tirely new seot-up; that it is a soil
conservation and soil building pro-
gram,

The blowing sand in the air
right now and the floods which
have made thousands of people
homeless in cities and towns as
well as on farms give a rather
dreadful emphasis to the fact that
America is fifty yers late with a
soil conservation  program, but
better late than never. I think we
will all’ agree.

Tax Survey Finds Land
Not On Tax Roll In
Hansford County

State Tax Commissioner, R. B.
Anderson, reeently made the
statement that the State Tax Sur-
vey on which an enthusiastic group
is working here in Hansford Coun-
ty will add over the entire State,
assessed valuations to State and
County rolls of $120,000,000.00.
On this basis the Tax Survey has
paid for itself 100 times over and
will when completed increase the
Tax Revenues about $900,000.00 a
year to the State and about $700,
500 to the counties. Ultimately
this new revenue would wipe out
the State's present deficit of a-
round 8 million dollars.

There is almost 3-4 of a billion
dollars of unknown property on
the Tax Rolls of the State and
there is a shortage of about 15
million acres of land that is ab-
solutely off the tax rolls. This
survey is identifying this unknown
property and the 15 million acres
shortage is being accounted for
and if taxed on the average re-

assessed and taxed we can reduce
taxes 25 per cent and still collect
as much money as is now being
collected.

In many counties of the Pan-
handle the work on the State
Wide Tax Survey has progressed
to a point where the fact is def-
initely established that thousands
of acres are escaping taxation
cvery year and some that have
never been on the tax rolls of
the different counties. Especially
is this true along the county boun-
dary lines, where thesc lines have
been shifted by resurveys. In a
number of these  counties it is
found that the total number of
acres being taxed  varies cach
year, as much in some cases as:
50,000 acres. This proves the fact
that no attempt is being made to
account for all the land in those
countics. After this survey is!
completed it will be possible to;
tax every acre of land and all city{
property. |

It is also being found that inj|
thousands of cases, land owners;
are paying taxes on land uscdi
and occupied by highways which
they could avoid by giving a deed
to the County or state for that
Jand which they Wwill never be
able to use.

The survey which has been in
progress for three months finds
that most untaxed land is in
East and South Texas.

Enough has been dug up already
in the way of un-assessed pro-
perty to cause Mr, Anderson to
make the recent statement that
“if the ontire State paid on the
same basis as West Texas, whose
counties are paying on the basis
of 75 to 80 per cent of the value
of all property in the Panhandle,
that the State rate could be red-
zced from its present 62 cents to
10 cents.
