This is very welcome 
news to many citizens of Hans­
ford County, as county fuads 
have been insufficient to replace 
lnany of the bridges washed out 
by heavy rains.

Of Interest To Hansford 
County Tax Payers

AUSTIN, October 10— “ Each 
person in Hansford County would 
owe $192.01 if the $083,391 debt 
of all the taxing districts in the 
County were distributed evenly.” 
said State Auditor Orville S. Car 
penter’ today about a recent sur­
vey.

"Average per capita indebted 
ness of all local units of govern­
ment in Toxns is $115.10 Hans­
ford County’s debt is larger than 
this figure. Debts range from 
$13 average for each person in 
some counties to $400 or $500 in 
others”, Mr. Carpenter said, con­
cerning a recent report of the 
State Auditor on “Taxes and In­
debtedness of Local Units of Gov­
ernment in Texas for 1934.

“More than nine million dollars 
worth of property or an average 
of $2,542.73 for each person, is 
listed on the rolls of tax districts 
in Hansford County,” ho stated

"This $9,021,020 worth of 
property is assessed a t an average 
of 50 per cent of its’ true value. 
Other counties have assessment 
bases ranging from 20 to 100 per 
cent of their property vr.Uir.” Mr 
Carpenter explained.

“Taxing units considered in 
Hansford County were school dist­
ricts, road districts, cities, and 
the County itself. The largest 
item in the Hansford County debt 
was independent school bonds and 
warrants $321,079,” Mr. Carpen­
te r added.

Mrs. Mattie Mugnelia Cox Den­
nis was bom in McMinn County. 
Tenn., January 15, 18G5. She 
moved with her parents to Fan­
nin County, Texas, in 1879. and 
was united in marriage to R. F. 
Dennis November 0, 1881. To 
this union one child was bom but 
lived a few days.

Mrs. Dennis professed religion 
in December, 1879, and united 
with the Methodist church in 
1880. She was a faithful and 
loyal member for more than a 
half century. She was not exclu­
sive in her religion, hut loved all 
denominations which were striv­
ing to do the work of the Master.

Yet, this 
harbor formerly had a closed sea­
son as long as that of the Great 
Lakes.

It is evident the first three suggestions are absurd, 
and arc only made to emphasize the practical expe­
dient of the fourth suggestion. It is inevitable that the 
fourth suggestion will be Legitimate plan to follow in 
solving the economic future of the South. The solu­
tion offered to the government is another of the many 
theoiterical plans of colonization placing tennants on 
40 acre farms and supervising their lives In such an 
efficient manner that in the course of human events 
they will become owners of farms instead of tenants.

It is the opinion of the writer that this plan will be 
tried out soon. Basically the plan is faulty. The real 
success of such a plan depends on securing sufficiently 
well trained supervisors to make farmers successful, 
who in the past have not had sufficient training and 
initiative to become land owners., In the opinion of the 
wrter an individual is entitled to pay for his efforts 
and ability. Then will not the government have to pay 
for supervision in the same ratio that private idustry

pays for services endered.

But the real concern of this section of the state is 
the fact that tfarmig endeavors will be provided to 
take the place of the abandoned acreage In cotton 
that no longer has a profitable market. Wheat pro­
ducers face a situation of large surplus produced when 
normal crops are harvested. What will be the situatibn 
with foty acre,farmers over the Sout entering the field 
of endeavor. Their production will of necesity be lim­
ited to small individual acreage and intensified meth­
od of farming. To become efficient in any degree the 
production under such plan would have to increase—  
and the resulting glutting market.
