We are not informed of just what procedure should
be made to secure irrigation rights along the Palo
Duro, but if this could be arranged, and at the time
dams are being built, a series of dykes constructed to
protect fertile land from overflow, thousands of acres
of the Palo Duro could be placed under irrigation at
a very nominal cost.

It is really an engineering problem that this writer
1s not familiar with, but we believe that if 20 to 40
small dams were constructed along the Palo Duro and
Horse creek, the overflow would be eleminated, and
adjacent land could be placed under cultivation. The
water that is wasted could be used for irrigation.

Most everyone in Hansford county who know of
the vast amount of water that flows down the Palo
Duro are sold on some measure of control that will
benefit the citizens of the county. Undoubtedly this
is a number one project for the county. The big prob-
lem is to sell the Federal government.

Just as an object lesson in what to do, the writer
will relate some observations made recently. In scan-
ning over the Clerendon News some two weeks ago we
noted that a committee of three Clarendon men, arm-
ed with briefs, and all the available information, had
visited the District office at Amarillo and the Divis-
ion office at Ft.

Paper Maliing Progresses
From Art to an Industry

The early process of paper mak-
Ing consisted of beating or grinding
cellnlosle material In water until
the ftibers were completely sepa-
rated and then straloing the fibers
out of the witer by means of a flat
screen, The resulting felt of cellu-
lose fibers was then pressed out and
dried. As a raw material the nnly|
one source of fairly pure L-(~1I||loseg
available then was linen—and later |
cotton—in the form of old rags or ;
textile waste, And since each sheet
of the paper had to be hand made,
It was expensive according to mod-
ern standards, although much cheap-
er than anything previously used,

The development of newspupers,
observes a writer In the Chlcugo
Tribune, has been attributed to
many things, such as the human
thirst for knowledge and the spreaa
of literacy. In all probabllity, how-
ever, It was due to none of these,
but to the Invention by Fourdrinler
in 1804 of machinery which made
paper much cheaper by changlng its
manufacture from ap art to an In-
dustry, Until then a newspaper was
a luxury of the Intelligentsia, With
the advent of cheaper paper It be-
came every man's necessity,

As subscription lists  eéxpanded

per shortage threatened, Men could
not wear out thelr shirts fast enough
to supply the rags necessary for
paper making. But the profession
of journallsm was saved by the scl.

entlsts who Invented the process of
making paper from the ccllulose of |
wood.

Whole Ship Crews Wiped |

Out by Bubonic Ph;uel

Rats like the warm holds 2nd
abundant food of ships so well they
are constantly trylng to stow away
when a ship Is docked, says a writ-
er In the \Washington Post. To dis-
courage them much money Is spent
rat-proofing modern liners, and when
the vessel Is tled up at a wharf rat-
guards are slipped over the hawsers
to keep them from climbing on
board.

A rat Is an unwelcome visitor
anywhere, and especlally on ships,
for he makes his nest In preclous
sllks and other valuable cargo and
carries one of man's most deadly
diseases — bubonic plague. \\'holci
crews of ships have been wiped out,
by this dread scourge, the vessel
belng unmanned, a helpless derelict,
until wrecked on some rocky coast
or found by a passing ship.

Bubonic plague has been one of
the worst curses of mankind since
before the time of written history.
Repeatedly It swept across medl-
eval Europe, killing millions, one of
the greatest epidemics occurring In
London in 1664. Although two-thirds
of the 460,000 Inhabitants fled to
escape It, 75,000 died In a short
time. It Is found on all seas.

The Mythical Blacksmith

An example of the persistence
of legends Is that of the Cave of
Wayland the Smith In Berkshlre,
England. Wayland was a mythical
blacksmith, yet for centurles and
to within living memory, hundreds
of men, feeling he was there In-
visibly, have left their horses at
the cave's entrance, with twopence
on a rock, In the belief that If they
withdrew for an hour, the animal
would be found shod and the money

Eventually, however, the crowd,
wearies of the fizght, and then oc-
curs the only tragedy of the day.
