Her
statements were not overdrawn, or
far-fetched, as some of the talk
along that line It was more in
the spirit of giving you the advan-
tage of her study of strong
drinks, the results that inevitably
follow—and let your conscience
be your guide.

Such a talk will always be more
effective than an emotional over-
drawn oration. Some folks just
can't stay normal on the subject
of alcoholic drink.

When you make the statement
that nothing good can be said
in favor of liquor, it's about all
that can be said. But when you
start to run down the character
and reputation of any person who
ever imbibed a strong drink—
that's sompun else.

Since we are on the subject—
and it is one that a sensible news-
paper man usually evades, let's
get this much off our chest. T
firmly believe that the National
Prohibition Act, the Eighteenth
Amendment, which the nation as
a whole has repudiated, was a col-
lossal failure. I believe a citizen
