Popularity of the railroads as a means of transportation of 
passengers as well as various commodities, have been on the wane for 
some time. Truck lines and buses have coine into the field and evi­
dently there must have been some demand for them or else they would 
not have grown and prospered to the magnitude they are today.

Air travel, whose passenger rates— figuring the time you save, 
against the extra cost of pullman and diner service— is cheaper than 
traveling by rail. We think the railroad company has got to do some­
thing to better their service. To try to gain back some of the losses 
that they have incurred, due to progressive competition as much as 
depressed conditions, by boosting their freight rates at this time, is 
certainly not a solution to their problems.

It is not vlise to.advise farm ers, 
to gamble ih wheai7''ur--Bnythtffg| 
else and holding for a rise is 
gambling precisely as much as 
buying for a rise, which many 
agricultural spokesmen condemn 
when it is done by those in the 
grain trade. Wheat can be hedged 
by the grower as well as by the 
miller or dealer, however, elimi­
nating the gamble. The trouble 
with the farm er’s selling and at 
the same time hedging his wheat in 
the futures market, as December, 
is that it throws his wheat on the 
market.

If the wheat grower is to hold 
hi3 wheat for a better market he 
will have to have help this sum­
mer. The country banks are safe 
in lending below the present mar­
ket on wheat, and they stand to 
win more than the farmer if he 
holds and later sells his wheat at 
75 cents instead of 40 or 50 cents.
A good price for wheat when it 
is marketed this year would prove 
a godsend to the bankers of the 
wheat belt. Nothing else would 
melt such a volume of frozen 
loans. It is a project between grow 
er and banker that is in the 
banker’s interest, but may turn 
out to be in the farm er’s interest 
as well, in view of the peculiar 
situation of a carryover in the 
hands of the Farm  Board.— Fort 
Worth Star Telegram.
