men in th e  departm ent. This will save ap­
proxim ately $ 9 ,0 0 0 .0 0

The cou ncilm en  voted not to take any sa­
la ry  for th e  period of adjustment which  
w ill am ount to $2 ,340 .00 .

A cu t of $ 4 ,0 0 0 .0 0  was made in th e  gas 
m ain tenance  and repairs budget.

Com prehensive planning was cut $2 ,000 . 
00, th e  p lann ing  will still go on but w ill be 
in  th e  realm  of state funds.

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January Brucellosis Quarantine 
of Texas Cattle Announced

Local Bill For Law Enforcement 
National Debt Merger Discussed

Effective Ian. S, th eU .
S . Department of Agriculture 
(USDA) w ill quarantine die 
state of Texas to prevent 
the spread of brucellosis 
from the state. Also on 
Jan. 5, USDA w ill remove 
the certification status of 
a ll Texas counties.

According to officials of 
USDA's Animal and Plant 
Health Inspection Service 
(APHIS), these actions are 
being taken because Texas 
failed to comply with the 
uniform mediods and rules 
fot the eradication of bru­
cellosis in cattle, and be­
cause measures in effect 
in that state to eradicate 
brucellosis are inadequate 
to prevent the interstate 
spread of this livestock di­
sease.

On Jan. 1, USDA w ill also;
--Stop paying indemnity 

to owners of infected cattle 
in Texas, and

--Cancel a funding agree­
ment with the state fot test­
ing cattle at federal expense.

The quarantine w ill pro­
vide fot designating "qualified" 
herds ina quarantined area 
--those shown to be free of 
brucellosis by two consec­
utive negative herd tests.
The aualifying herd tests 
must dc performed at spec­
ified intervals. Cattle for 
shipment from qualified 
berth must be individually 
tested and found negative 
for brucellosis within 30 
days of lnteistate movement.

Under die quarantine, 
steers and spayed heifen 
(over six months old) can 
move without restriction. 
Stocker and feeder helfeis 
from nonqualified berth 
can be shipped out o f Texas 
only i f  branded with an ” S* 
on the left jaw and shipped 
to a quarantined feedlot or 
to slaughter. Cattle for Imm­
ediate slaughter mus be 
"S“ branded ot from a quali­
fied herd and tested to move 
across state lines. Cattle 
reacting to die brucellosis 
test would be branded with 
a "B" and be moved for 
slaughter as under current 
regulations.

H ie  net effect o f the quar­
antine will be to stop ship­
ments of breeding cattle 
from Texaa to other states 
until owners can establish 
qualified herds, wtttch will 
take a minimum of four 
months in most Instances.

Brucellosis, or Bang's dis­

ease. is a highly infectious 
disease of cattle and other 
livestock. In cattle, it 
attacia the reproductive 
organs, causing abortion, 
retained placenta, breeding 
problems, weak oiffspring, 
and reduced milk production. 
The disease may be passed 
from animals to humans where 
it is known as undulant fever.

APHIS officials explained 
that the purpose of *S" branding 
--whether for cattle from a

quarantined area or for ex­
posed cattle as now required 
under the uniform methods 
and rules for brucellosis er- 
adlcatlon--is to assure that 
potentially infected animals 
end up at slaughter and are 
not diverted in market chan­
nels so they could possibly 
Infect healthy cattle. The 
rule for "S" branding exposed 
cattle was recommended by 
the U . S. Animal Health 
Association (USAHA) and

approved by USDA for a ll 
states over two years ago, 
US AH A  is composed o f  vet­
erinary officials represent­
ing all 50 states and the 
livestock industry.

Texas has over 35 percent 
of the cattle herds in the 
nation identified as being 
infected with brucellosis.

Notice of this action is 
scheduled to be published 
in the Federal Register on 
Dec. 24.

How much do Hansford 
County residenu owe as theii 
share of die national debt? 
How much is it casting them 
in taxes each year to meet 
their portion of the interest 
charges on that debt?

According to the latest 
figures, about $1 out of every 
$10 collected locally by 
the Federal government 
goes toward paying the in­
terest, which has reached 
a record of nearly $34 b ill­
ion a year.
In the current fiscal year 

local people will be turning 
in, via theii taxes, approx­
imately $1, 077,000 as their 
share of the interest costs.

That will take care only 
of die carrying charges.
It will have no effect on

the debt itself, which is 
now well over $500 billion ,

Translating that debt into 
more comprehensible terms, 
it is o f such size that it would 
take more than a century 
to wipe it out, paying it off 
at the rate of $5 billion a 
year.

I f  it had to be eliminated 
Immediately, with everyone 
in Hansford County and in 
the rest of the country chip­
ping In an equal share, it 
would require $2,358 from 
every man, woman and child, 
according to the U . 5. 
Chamber of Commerce.

Since there is no Intention 
and no need to erase the 
debt completely, that pro­
blem doesn't arise. There 
is concern, however, over 
the growth in die debt, which 
necessitated Congressional 
action last month to raise 
die debt ceiling.

By virtue of that increase, 
it is expected that the annual 
interest on the debt will 
reach $36 billion by the 
middle o f 1976.

Residents of Hansford County, 
in line with their normal 
share of the tax load, w ill 
be paying close to $470 . 
per fam ily toward these in­
terest charges, it is estimated.

Since 1941, when Congress 
attempted fot the first time 
to put a lim it on Federal 
spending by placing a 
ceiling on the national 
debt, there have been many 
adjustments.

In the subsequent years, 
Including Its recent action, 
it has raised the celling 24 
times as Federal spending 
continued to mount.

H ie interest costs have

fone up proportionately.
ince 1960 alone, they 

have climbed from $9.2 
billion a year to the $36 
billion fast approaching.

Everett Janne, landscape 
horticulturist for the Texas 
Agricultural Extension S er- 
vlce, outlines eeveral re­
quirements which must be 
fulfilled to receive full 
benefits from poinsettias.

" The polnsettia w ill do 
best when placed in a 
sunny location and protected 
from sudden temperature 
changes due to drafts, heat 
vents or opening doors.
Night temperature should 
not drop below 60 degrees 
F. A sudden drop In tem­
perature can cause com ­
plete loss of leaves,"  notes 
Janne.

"Proper watering will do 
much to prolong me life of 
the Polnsettia. The plant s 
water requirements are re­
latively high due to Its large 
leaf surfaces and the low 
humidity In homes and 
offices. The soil ball around 
die plant should not be a ll­
owed to become to dry that 
the leaves start to w ilt."
On the other hand, the 

horticulturist cautions 
against keeping the soli 
saturated with water as this 
cub off the oxygen supply 
to the roots, resulting in 
loss of feeder roon and fo l­
iage. Frequently, poinsettias 
come In poa covered with 
an attractive foil to en­
hance their appearance.
Be sure to check if the 
drainage hole In the bottom 
of the pot Is closed by the 
foil. If  excess moisture 
cannot drain out, the toll 
will remain waterlogged.

"About three weeks after 
receiving the plant, fer­
tilize it with a complete 
fertilizer," suggests Janne. 
"Dissolve tile fertilizer In 
water and then water die
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notions. These Items areplant thorougily. Applica­
tions may be repeated at 
three-week Intervals until 
the colored braca fade and
drop."
