“Emergency.” “fire,” or
other “distress” sales. or
“going out of business™ or “li-
quidation.” sales should not
be advertised unless the stated
or implied condition is true
And these sales also should
¢ for only a specified

day sales, pre- or post
sales, discontinued merchan-
dise sales, or a host of others

All of these sales could
result in savings for bargain-
minded consumers, t00. But
there is a small minority of
businessmen who may al-
tempt 10 attract consumers
with deceptively advertised or
misleading sales, according to
lawyers in the Auormey
General's Consumer Protec-
tion Divigion

They warn that a few
merchants advertise “sales™
almast continuously and that
such “sales” may not offer
prices that are any lower than
regular prices

The term “sale™ generally
should be used only 1o adver-
tise significant reductions
from a merchant’s usual and
customary price for the
merchandise, and should con-
tinue for a reasonable period
of time, not continuously.

Special “limited time" sales
should be carefully observed
by merchants. For example, a
“one-day only” sale should be
just that. Prices for goods
should go back (o regular
prices immediately afler ex-

piration of the stated time.

“Introductory” sales should
be for a limited time only, 100,
and the price should be in-
creased 10 advertised regular

time. A few merchants are re-
ported 10 have been “going out
of business™ for several years,
Consumer Protection attor-
neys note

General claims by some

stores that their prices are
“guaranteed lowest in town,”
that they are “never under-
sold.” or that they offer the
“highest trade-in allowances™
should be taken with a grain
of salt. It’s highly unlikely that
a merchant could have accu-
rate, up-to-date knowledge of
all prices at all stores.

However, some careful
merchants who strive 1o make
valid “lowest price” or similar
claims advertise that they will
refund the difference in price
il a customer can bring proof
that an item could have been
purchased elsewhere in town
for less.

Advertised savings of “up
10 40 per cent off™ for a group
of items offered at a range of
reduced prices could be
misleading if only a few items
in the group sold at such a sav-
ings. Advertisements in such
cases should note maximum
and minimum savings 1o
avoid confusion, such as “sav-
ings from 10 10 40 per cent off
on advertised items.”

If you have a consumer
complaint about misleading or

deceptive advertising, contact
the Attorney General's Con-
sumer Protection Division,
your county or district at-
torney, or your local Better
Business Bureau

Compiled From Sources
Of The Texas Department of Agriculture
John C. White, Commissioner

Spring Planting Underway . .. March 17 Important
Date . . . Census Forms Still Needed.

Texas generally enters the 1975 planting season with one
of its best moisture supplies in years. There are exceptions
of course, but good amounts of sub-soil moisture are
reported over most of Texas,

And while farmers in the northern reaches of the state
shiver from cold temperatures, planters are rolling in fields
in South and Central Texas

Grain sorghum planting for the state is already about 10
per cent complete which is well ahead of last year. Planting
of scrghum has been reported as far north as the central
Blacklands. Rapid progress will be seen in the coming weeks
as temperatures begin to rise

Cotton planting is underway in South Texas and will
soon pick up momentum in other parts of the state in the
coming weeks. Indications as of Jan. 1 project a 23 per cent
cut in acreages for Texas this year

Corn planting is now about 10 per cent complete, and is
also well ahead of a year ago. Rice seeding is in progress
along the Upper Gulf Coast

Meanwhile, wheat continues to make good growth on
the High and Low Plains. Livestock have been moved off
fields where a grain crop is expected. Prospects at this time
are described as excellent

Peach trees have been blooming from Central Texas
south, Pecan trees are budding in most southern areas.
Citrus harvest is virtually complete. Vegetable harvest is

underway in the Valley and Winter Garden areas
Adl in all, farmers are either busy planting, or preparing
to plant for the 1975 season.

WHILE ALL THIS ACTIVITY is going on, farmers are
also waiting--as are others--for March 17, That’s the date for
the March 1 planting intentions report which should
provide a good insight into the anticipated acreages for
major crops this year

That report will be read more closely than ever because
of renewed interest in food and fiber production

CONDITION OF LIVESTOCK, particularly in the
eastern half of the state, is poor. This is due to malnutrition
as well as an increase in internal parasites. Low cattle prices
are also causing many livestock producers to follow less
than normal animal husbandry practices,

Officials of the Census Bureau are urging farmers to
complete the forms as soon as possible and return them,
Farm owners are required to answer the questions which
apply to their particular operation,

Census gfficials again emphasize the returns will be
treated in strictest confidence. No other éovomm.tnl agency
will. have access to the report. Individual reports will be
compiled into county, state and national totals

Farmers who have difficulty in answering any question
should contact the county Agricultural Stabilization and
Conservation Service office with which they do business.
ASCS is the “answer man” for this projeet.

Information obtained in the census is used for a host of
agriculture programs, and is the basis of information on
which to project the nation’s agriculture production as well
as other important data on farms and ranches

Texas eligible for some
$303 million in Federal
funds for Texas highways,
The Laney bill does not
change the speed limit
but provided that the fine
including court costs shall
be $25 for violation of the
speed limit by speeds in
excess of 55 mph but less
than 70 mph. The Laney
bill also provided that
such conviction would not
be charged against the
driver's record for suspen=
sion of license purposes nor
could the conviction be use
used by the insurance
companies to increase auto-
mobile insurance premiums.
I have received mail both
ways on this issue, Some
of my very good friends
are very much in favor of
the Laney bill. I was pur-
suaded to vote against the
bill however, because of
the startling statistics from
the Department of Public
Safety.

For example, the 1974
traffic death toll was down
by 650 lives over the 1973
death toll, It is estimated
that the 55 mph speed lim-
it during 1974 saved over
400 million gallons of gas-
oline in Texas, The sta~
tldcsf:how that 1974 ;;Eh
the safest on the -
ways in l!i::rade. The m-
ffic death per 100 million
miles traveled made 1974
the safest year on record

1974 over the previous
year although the total
miles traveled in the state
