The Income Tax

The following information relating
to an individuals's liability io mak.
{ng income tax reports and paying
the tax is issued by the ocollector of
internal revenue for the district of
Texas: All married persons whose
net income during the year 1919 equals
or exceeds 32,000, and =all single per-
sons whose net income equals or ex-
coeds 81,000, are required to make an
income tax report. If you were mar-
ried or head of a family co the 3lss
day of December, 1919, you are emti-
tlad t0 an exemption of only $1,000.
Pereons are slso entitled to a further
eredit, whether single, married or at
the head of a family, of 2200 for each
person (other than lLiusband or wife}
dependent upon and receiving his
or her chief support during the year,
If such person is under 15 years of
sage or is ineapable cf self-support by
reason of mental or physical disa-
bility.

our own use impossible.

Fertilizer Process Turned to War Use,

To provide the electric current It
was necessary to bulld a steam power
! electric plant, for it would have taken
three venrs or more to coinplete the
dam and hydro-electrtc station now un-
der way., This plant, bullt by the J, G,
White Corporation, 18 one of the larg-
est steam plants for developing elec-
trical energy in the world.

The output of the plant Is 300 {ons of
ammmenium nitrate a day, and this can
be produced at Muscle Shonls at a cost
lexg than one-half the standard fixed
price pald by the Government for am-
wonium nitrate produced by other
ruethods and one-fourth to one-fifth the
cost of other high explosives of equal
strength, Compareag swith the older
urocess 0f ma¥ing ammonium nitrate,
the savings made by this plant would
have pald the $60,000,000 cost of the
entire plant in about one and one-half
years of operntion,
