T he 19 44 w heat crop was the 
la rg est ever produced Id Hana- 
ford Couuty, and one or th e  la r ­
gest ever achieved by any C oun­
ty. A to ta l of 6,910,610 buehelH 
o f high quality  g rain  was coobin- 
ed from abou t 269,000 acres of 
land. T his is an average of 20.60 
bushels per acre. T his huge ac re ­
age was p lanted  In response to 
th e  G overnm ental request to the  
farm ers for an Increase In wheat 
acreage. In 1943 only 179.638 
acres had been p lanted , w ith u 
tot&l of 1,611,738 bushels. T h ere  
is a  to tal of 288,347 acres of 
seeded and vo lun teer w heat for 
1945 T he County Quota for 1915 
.8 280,000 acres.

C hief cred it for th e  tre m e n ­
dous 1944 yield m ust be given to  
th e  th ick  b lanket of snow th a t 
'•overed the  ground for about six 
weeks last w inter. Up to  th e  tim e 
th e  snow s ta rted  falling  in I>e- 
oem ber, prospects were generally  
regarded as extrem ely poor, a.s 
the  fall m onths had been ab n o r­
m ally dry.

T h is year, for the  firs t tim e iu 
a  decade, yields up to  60 bushels 
per ac re  w ere m ade. All early  
w heat m ade excellent yields, but 
th e  la te  w heat in m any instances 
did not fill too  well.

D ifferen t Yartetie* C om pared
F or the  past several yea rs Ten- 

m arq has been the  h ighest y ie ld­
ing  varie ty  of w heat in th e  coun­
ty . T his y ear was no exception 
and m ost of th e  ex trem ely  high 
yields were m ade with thl* v a ri­
ety on sum m er fallowed land. 
Some of the  better yields report* 
»*d a re  as follow s:

Sixty-six bushels per ac re  was 
th e  h ighest yield repo rted , and 
was m ade by Mearl W allin, on 80 
acres of T enm arq no rth  of O ru- 
ver.

K verett V anderburg . who 
farm s southw est of S pearm an, 
claim s th a t Roy C h a w s  certified  
T enm arq  is O. K. 76 acres p lan t­
ed w ith th is  seed produced a  CO 
buahel ac re  re tu rn .

Bill K tling on his section near 
H itchland, m ade an  average of 
66 bushels of T enm arq per acre. 
Bill believes th a t th e  sum m er fo l­
lowed part averaged around  6" 
bushels.

O. C. Brill h a rt, who produces 
m ore C om anche w heat than  any 
o th e r  grow er in the  U nited S la t­
es, bad  440 acres o f th is  variety  
on sum m er fallowed land th a t 
averaged 66 bushels per acre. 
Com anche is a  new w heat, d eve l­
oped from  crossing T enm arq  and 
Oro.

T enm arq  has led in production  
for th e  last four years. T he fo l­
low ing chart show s the  yields for 
th e  various varie ties for the  past 
tw o years and  th e  1945 acreage.

B lackhull a re  the  th ree  moat prev­
alen t undesirab le varie ties th a t are 
grown in the  Panhandle.

Hue to high yields and high test 
obtained in  neighboring counties 
these varie ties have th rea ten ed  to 
m ake som e headw ay into H ans­
ford County. T h eir  being p lanted 
in th is  county has been vigorously 
cam paigned against. It is reported  
th a t one Panhandle county still 
lias a large am ount of th e ir  1943 
crop on hand because of such large 
percentage of undesirab le varie ties 
th a t w ere produced there .

Iu H ansford  County. Tenm arq 
: is th e  leading variety , w ith a l­
most two th ird s  of th e  county hav- 

I ing been p lanted  to T enm arq  for 
harvest th is  year. T u rkey  types

; account for th e  second largest 
! acreage, and S tandard  lllockhull 
i is grown on m ost of th e  rem aining 
acreage. Over 97%  of the w heat 
grown is one of the  above m en­
tioned. high quality  varie ties.

It is estim ated  th a t producers 
in th is county get abou t 1 Vj cents 
m ore per bushel because of th is  
large percen tage of h igh quality
varieties.

P ro d u cere -fee l .th a t th e ir  pro% 
auction  in 1944 of record am ounts 
of s tr ic tly  quality  w heat has been 
u m ajor con tribu tion  to  th e  na­
tio n 's  W ar E ffort.

The ra in fall for th e  year has 
been norm al and  prospects a re  fa­
vorable for a  good crop next year.

F or six yearn the production of 
w heat in th e  county has been very 
uuiform  with the  exception of 
1942.

Sound Conditioning
Add to the wonders of postwar liv­

ing one more—“sound conditioning." 
New types of plaster have been de- 
veloped which make it possible to 
have every room ‘‘conditioned’* to 
sounds as they can now be condi- 
turned to tem peratures.

Sound conditioning and sound- 
proofing are distinctly different. A 
room is soundproof if sounds origi- 
nating in it cannot be heard outside 
the roam, and vice versa. Sound 
conditioning haa to do with the con­
tro l of sound reverberations and the 
curtailm ent of echoes—the absorp­
tion of sound waves after the action 
tha t created  them has ceased. Sound 
conditioning U the control of sound 
waves to reduce undesirable noises.

Quick Treatment Aid 
For 'Blue Comb' Diieaie
Whan chickens get the "blua 

comb" disease and the birds sud­
denly lose their appetites, quick rec­
ognition of the trouble and Imme­
diate treatm ent will reduce losses 
and shorten the course of the dis- 
erse.

Extension poultry specialists sug­
gest that the feeding of dry mash 
litid g ia in .be discontinued when the 
disease is discovered. For two days 
u iu  .1 molasses wet mash In the 
morning and afternoon on a wide 
board in an amount that will be 
eaten in one hour.

On the third, fourth and fifth days 
place a small amount of dry mash 
before the birds and feed molasses 
wet mash once a day, at noon. If 
the birds regain their appetites, be­
gin feeding a small amount of grain 
on the sixth day and discontinue the 
molasses wet mash. If the appetites 
do not pick up, continue feeding as 
suggested for the fourth day< To 
make a molasses wet mash, use 
eight pounds of growing or laying 
mash and one quart of molasses.

The Spearman, Reporter, Spearman, Texas
Senate Investigations a 
Feature in Ancient Game
Senatorial investigations have a 

long history. According to the An­
nals of Tacitus the senate of Rome 
always enjoyed a good, red-hot in­
vestigation.

Fidenae was a city five miles up 
on the river Tiber above Rome. An 
am phitheatre had been constructed 
there by the contractor Atilius for 
the gladiatorial games.

Tacitus reports that the Fidenae 
am phitheater collapsed during one 
of the games, and that 50,000 people 
were killed or injured. The investi­
gation by the senate showed that 
Atilius had constructed the am phi­
theatre on swampy ground, which 
he had bought cheaply through a 
dummy. The construction was 
skimpy throughout. and many 
wooden fastenings were omitted. 
And there were ugly charges of 
bribery.

The report of the investigat­
ing committee has a most modern 
ring. Atilius m ust be brought to jus­
tice.

Ensilage Harvester
The field ensilage harvester has 

come into use very rapidly during 
recent years. Unless there Is much 
ensilage harvesting to be done on 
one particular farm , however, they 
cannot seem to be justified without 
use of several farms. That Is par­
ticularly true In a time when there 
is such a shortage of labor and m a­
chinery, so that we find that most 
farm ers who have field ensilage har­
vesters are doing a little custom 
work •filling -silos throughout the 
neighborhood. Unless trench silos 
a re  being filled, it is necessary that 
there be a blower at the silo to put 
the ensilage into the silo after it is 
cut and hauled in from the field in 
trucks or wagons. Hie use of the 
field ensilage harvester has very 
definitely reduced the labor require­
ments in silo-filling; perhaps, cut 
them almost in half. Furtherm ore, 
the use of the corn binder has elimi­
nated the hard manual labor of han­
dling bundles, and the com docs not 
dry out as rapidly after it is cut.

In getting good efficient operation 
of ensilage cutters, the knives must 
be sharp and properly set; the clear­
ance between the fan blades aod 
blower housing m ust be the mini­
mum ; the speed of the cutter should 
not be excessive, arid the blower 
pipe should tfe vertical and straight.

Empty Steel Drums Serve 
Soldiers in M any W ays

One of the moet popular applica­
tions and certainly the most refresh-* 
jng for weary, grimy soldiers is the 
use of empty steel drum s as shower 
baths. A crude tank and spray can 
be m ade with one drum. A more 
elaborate design consists of a mam 
tank which formerly was a 55 gallon 
oil drum  and a "shower head" con­
sisting a t a No. 3 tin can with nail 
hoiks in its bottom.

A satisfactory wash boiler consists 
of one-half a drum, or a complete 
empty drum  can be laid on its side 
with a  removable hatch cut in the 
top to facilitate boiling The fire, 
of eourse, la botlt underneath the 
koiVa

Empty drum ? also serve as dug- 
out vehUlators, smoke staeks and 
culverts, tn addition to the mare 
routine uses sueh as rubbtah con­
tainers, w ater boilers and tanks for 
com pressed air.

11 
ts the young bees reared  in August..
