Many local people are a bit up-set, just as the
world is up set regarding the temporary decline in
commcdity prices over the nation. However, 1t
appears that commodity prices are not sliding as
fast as wheat and the slip in cattle prices . . .which
spells less profit here in Hansford county where the
major income 1s from wheat and cattle.

We learn from casual comments on the streets
that most people are optomistic, and the general
. 1dea 1s that wheat will settle around $2.50 to $2.70
per bushel and cattle will only sustain a slight de-
crease when the market has adjusted itself.  This
1s certainly logical. The so-called three dollar wheat
which this writer does not believe will be available,

would not be out of line with other commodity
prices. Of course, if the price of other commodit-
1es come down, it may be that a two dollar and a
half bushel of wheat will buy more than a three
dollar bushel of wheat at the inflated prices that
are current at this time. So far as Spearman is
concerned the market decline has only meant loss
todate. Prices have not come down, and it does
not look possible for some basic commodities,
such as cars, trucks, freight, transportation and
even food to show a decided decline. The big ele-
ment in most commodity prices 1s labor and un-
til labor 1s down, prices will continue to be high.
We heard one comment over the radio to the ef-
fect that wheat would have to decline $1.50 a
bushel to justify a one cent cut in the price of a
loaf of bread. The second big item in commodity
prices is taxes. With the government taking as
much as an average of 30 per cent of income for
taxes, and additional sales taxes, the structure of
commodities must remain high. In fact we are giv-
en daily warnings of increase in the price of cars,
trucks, transportation, coal, gas, oils ect. These
items plus wages represent the big part of the
cost of commodities. A decline in the price paid
to farmers for raw products will not cause a very
much lower price to consumers.

One could easily estimate that Hansford coun-
ty has sustained a loss of more than a half million
dollars between the available price of $2.82 per
bushel for wheat after the first of the year, and
the low price reached at the market decline Sat-
urday. A similar and more pronounced loss in the
per centage column is and will be sustained in the
decline of cattle prices. The cattle are fed on the
high price feed, and unless the price stays pretty
near the top level of the past month, many cattle-

men of Hansford county will sustain emphatic

losses. Fortunately this price decline caught Hans-
ford county with the smallest population of cattle
in the pasi few years of cattle operations.

e casual man on the streets will declare that
no one has sustained a loss since by holding their
wheat for higher prices, wheat farmers were only
gambling, and they did not have anything to lose.
This is a false surmise. There are a few large oper-
ators that could not sell before the first of the
year because Uncle Sam would get most  of the
money with the income tax bracket so high. Such
operators will only lose a per centage of the loss
sustained by the average wheat farmer because
less price for wheat means smaller income tax.

Most of the wheat farmers of this county have

planned selling their 1947 wheat crop during the
first three months of this year. Some of them just
did not get around to (:.omplcling the sale before
the price decline. Such farmers have sustained a
loss that they and Hansford county can ill afford
because it 1s the belief of this writer that the price
decline in the items that wheat farmers must pur-
chase will be mighty slow, and it will take a long
time for the purchasing power to overtake the
lost price in wheat and cattle.
Of course the loss is not tragic. But we can well
realize that this county has barely recovered from
years of drouth and poor crops. We have had to
fight inflation in land values and basic cattle, and
rightfuly deserved a $3.00 price for wheat to be
in line with the other commodities. So don’t fool
yourself that the loss 1s not real. It 1s, but it can be
overcome with efficient methods of farming and
planned living.

Don’t let the man on the street tell you that the
t-ansford farmer can make money on dollar a bu-
¢ el wheat. He can if he can hire labor at $3.00

Jav, and buy tractors and replace farm machin-

y at about one third the current price, and at
1¢ same time purchase his food and clothing at
70 percent lower than the present prices.

We admit that a two dollar and five cent parity
on wheat, with all other prices trimmed about 20
per cent would affect an efficient economy so far
as Hansford wheat farmers are concerned. But
if the price of wheat goes down to the recent par-
ity of $1.70 and there 1s no relief in the matter of
labor, taxes and commodity prices, the wheat
farmer 1s taking a terrible whipping.

Surely there is no reason for the decline in
wheat and cattle prices. One snow does not make
a world-wide wheat crop, and people will starve
if wheat 1s not produced.

Let us hope that the price of wheat will climb

back to at least $2.50 bushel.

Stormy Baiamas’ﬁmry
Recalled on Anniversary

Postage stamps issued at Nassau
marked the 300th anniversary of the
first European effort to develop the
Bahamas. In 1647 the British parli-
| ament chartered the Company of
‘“Eleutherian Adventurers” and
vested in it the proprietorship of the
| island group soutaeast off Florida’'s
coast.

For their first settlement the colo-
nists chose the narrow island that
retains the old group name, Eleu-
thera, most fertile in the Bahamas.
For their second they spread west-
ward to New Providence, whose
good harbor became Nassau, per-
manent center of Bahamas com-
merce and travel. Despite the colo-
nists’ success, Charles II in 1670
gave the islands to new proprietfors.

Among
the 3,000 islands, keys and rocks are
many bays and creeks well suited |
for pirate lairs. “English, Spanish, |
Dutch and French ships were the |
prey of ‘‘Blackbeard,”” Captains Wat- |
ling, Vane, Avery, Speed and others.

City Election -

Laws Changed

The Spearman Reporter is in-

debted to a little magazine ““Tex-
as Municipalities” for informat-
ifon regarding the coming elect-
ion to be held in Spearman Tues.
April 6th,

We learn from the printed art-
icle in the magazine that the 50
state legislature has changed the
laws governing city elections, and
there is no longer a requirement
of 5 per cent of qualified voters
to petetion a candidate for elect-
ion. In fact anyone who desires
to become a candidate for ecity
office can file his or her intent-
jons together with a copy fo the
loyalty affidavit, 30 days prior
to election date, and the name
will appear on the city ballot,

The absentee voting law app-
lies to city elctions, therefore the
lot must be printed more than 20
days before April 6th. In handl-
ing absentee voting the election

law provides that the Mayor
takes the place of the county

judge, the city clerk takes the
place of the county clerk and the
governing body of the city takes
the place ef hte commissioners
court.

The city secretary or city clerk
is required to post the names of
all candidates for office not lat-
er than 30 days before April 6th.

Independent candidates for
file without the necessity of ace-
ompanying petetions.

Briefly candidates for city off-
ices must file their intentions for
seeking the office and sign the
loyalty affidavit on or before
March 6th of this year.

It is the opinion of this writer
that citizens of Spearman should
urge the present city officials to
file for re-election. They have
accomplished a great deal for
Spearman, and they have a pro-
gram of improvement that is not
complete,

Livestock Disease Control
Advecated to Save Waste

A six-point campaign to avoid
waste of feed and loss of meat by
controlling livestock disease during
the winter months was launched by
the American Foundation for Ani-
mal Health.

Farmers everywhere were urged
to join in a thorough, well-rounded

am of livestock health con-
muon. based on these six practl-
cal measures:

(1) Exclusion of diseased animals.
“Buy only tested, disease-free stock.
Then keep the new stock away from
the home herd for at least two
weeks."

(2) Quarantine. “If disease does
strike, have the trouble diagnosed
immediately. Isolate the infected
animals and quarantine the prem-
ises.”

(3) Strict sanitation. “‘I‘horoggh
cleaning and disinfection of build-
ings and equipment is a wise pre'
caution at all times, It is a vital
necessity when a disease outbreak
does occur.”

(4) Disposal of infected stock. “In
some diseases, sick and exposed
animals must be disposed of im-
mediately. In all cases, carcasses of
disease victims must be destroy_ed
at once in a manner complying with
state law."”

(8) Vaccination. *Immunization
is the only sure means of preventing
certain livestock diseases such as
hog cholera and erysipelas.”

(6) Wise feeding practices. ‘“‘Pro-
vide balanced rations and watch for
signs of nutritional deficiencies.”

Scotland Now Growing
The population of Scotland has in-
creased nearly 300,000 since the 1931
census.

Rutin Active
At least 15 companies now are
ueing the new drug, rutin, on a
commercial scale, the U. S. depart-
ment of agricuiture reported re-
cently. It is estimated that the an-
nual demand ultimately ‘wul exceed
one million pounds of rutin, and that
this will call for the crop from more
than 50,000 acres of buckwheat
grown for the purpose. This would
e an increase of mox;e tg:en"lg
, {n the buckwheat &

g:rr:::x:t years. Research worke_rs
have to utilize other sources of rutin,
and have derived it from many
plants. Buckwheat proved to be a
better and cheaper source of supply
than the other plants. The erop is
harvested before the grain is ripe.
Physicians now believe tha_t .the
medical uses of rutin are not limited
to the treatment of capillary fragil-
ity, but it should be useful in many

types of hemorrhagic diseases.

Those Swedish Feet

Investigations made by the Asso-
ciation of Swedish Shoe Manufac-
turers with army aid and lnvqlving
8,000 men show that the inhabitants
of Stockholm and other large
Swedish cities have blgge:: feet t_han
the rural population. This curious
fact is connected with the greater
stature of the city dwellers, accord-
ing to Prof. Gunnar Dahlberg, head
of the Swedish Institute of Humgn
Genetics in Upsala, The increase in
the average height that has taken
place in the last century is most
pronounced in the larger communi-
ties. This is said to be mostly due
to the mixture of many classes and
origins rather than to the daily
tramping on hard streets.
