Bind Weed Menace

F arm ers  in the High P la ins  are 
in te rested  in com bating the  bind 
weed menace in th is  a rea  will 
meet at Amarillo on April 22 to 
form ulate  a un ited  drive to end 
ths  serious menace to all the  Pan 
handle  area.

A prelim inary  meeting was held  
a t  Amarillo last F riday  to plan a 
program for the  conference. This 
meeting was a t tended  by Zack 
Jaggers .  county  farm  agent.  At 
the  meeting reports  were made 
from counties in the  High plains 
on the hind weed menace.
Mr. Jaggers  reported  from 3000 
to 5!0rt0 acres of land infected in 
t!)is county.

Applications have been received 
from 11 companies hand l ing  m a­
chinery and m ateria l for f ighting  
bind weeds. D em onstra tions will 
he made on weed control by these 
companies and the  subject will he 
discussed by farm ers  who have 
had  experience in this  work and 
by experts  who have made a long

During the  first few years  of 
her residence here, she was book­
keeper for the P M Maize Mercan­
tile Co. at Hansford and on mov­
ing to Spearman was book-keeper 
for the first F a rm ers  Co-op Union

The many beautifu l floral off­
erings was a loving t r ib u te  to the  
memory of a gracious pioneer 
woman from h e r  m any friends.

Miss Lena Elizabeth  Brandt 
was born August 30. 18 74. a t  Ch­
apel Hill. Texas. W ashington . 
County, near  Houston. Texas as 
the  daugh te r  of Henry Chris t ian  
Brandt and Elizabeth

She came to Hansford  County 
in the Year 1906 and made her  
home with her  sis ter.  Mrs P M 
Maize who died a num ber  of yrs 
ago. On .Tune 3. 190 8. she was 
m arried  to Harvey P Bailey at 
Chapel Hill. Texas. Born to  
tills union were two children: a 
baby who died at b ir th  and Lois 
Christ ine Her husband  preceded 
her in death Septem ber 5. 1926.

Mrs Railey united  with the  Me­
thodist church a t a very early  age 
She became a m em ber of the  Me­
thod is t  Church at Old Hansford  
November 15. 1907. and had main  
tained her  m em bersh ip  in the con 
gregation at Spearm an. Texas u n ­
til her  going to be with the  Lord. 
Besides being active and aggress­
ive in the  regu la r  church work, 
she was a devout m em ber of the  
W om en 's#Society of Christ ian  
Service, having had active m em ­
bership in the  m issionary  o rg a n i­
zation for her church for some 50 
odd years.

This unusually  good outlook  is 
due, first to the two inch ra in  
tha t  fell over the county  and p a r t  
of adjoin ing county  ea r ly  la s t  
Fall. This enabled m any  fa rm ers  
to get rid of volunteer  wheat an d  
also get a good stand  of p lan ted  
wheat. County Agent Ja g g e rs  es­
tim ates  that about 100,000 of th e  
county 's  320,000 acres in w hea t 
in the county is volunteer .  This 
volunteer wheat,  when the  ground  
was not covered with snow, has  
afforded considerable grazing.
The planted wheat was too la te  
to furnish  any appreciab le  g raz­
ing. W ith  the  exception of this  
county and par ts  of Ochil tree, 
Hutchinson. Sherm an and a sm ­
all part of Moore counties, th e  
prospects in the  P an h an d le  a re  
not very bright The Central pla­
ins could produce a nominal crop 
provided the re  is plenty of sp r ing  
moisture. The prospects on th e  
South Plains, where a heavy 
yield was made last year, are  very 
slim.

Residence of this  section who 
have been to Dallas and o th e r  
points East and Southeast,  s ta te  
tha t  the  wheat prospects all the  
way down a re  pre tty  slim.

W he the r  th e  100.000 acres  of 
volunteer  wheat m akes th is  y ea r  
in the  county  will depend on th e  
Spring rains. Some farm ers  in 
the a rea  with vo lun teer  wheat will 
make an effort to th in  the  s tand  
some with specially equipped  
p low s:.

Cattle Losses Not 
Heavy From Recent 
Severe Weather

Reports  coming in to the 
county  farm agen ts  office th i s  
week indicate tha t  the  losses in 
death  to livestock in th is  area  
were coniparitively light during1 
the severe w ea ther  of th e  f irs t  
blizzard tha t  hit th is  section. Coy 
Holt of Gruver lost about 150 
head of ca ttle  it is reported .  This 
was stock tha t  had been b rough t 
in from the Southwest and were 
dehorned a day or  so before the  
cold spell hit.

While the  loss from dea th  was 
light, most of the  cowmen have 
had considerable loss in s h r in k ­
age. F o r  a lm ost a solid m onth 
the  wheat was covered with snow 
so th a t  no graz ing  was available 
and the  expense of high price 
feed has been r a th e r  d ra in in g  on 
the pocketbook.

One th ing  in favor of th e  cow­
men here  this  w in ter  is th a t  the re  
are  only about 20 percent of the 
num ber  of ca tt le  usually  ca rr ied  
in the county are  here  th is  year. 
Poor grazing prospects ea r ly  in 
the  season, toge ther  with the  u n ­
usually  high prices keep m ost of.

Here's an item for the cattle- 
n u n :  so many of you have lost 
anim als at one time or another  
from bloat occuring on wheat pas­
ture. tha t  this may he something 
you haven’t thought of or tr ied. 
Should bloat occur, prompt t r e a t ­
ment is necessary. The use of a 
stomach tube sounds technical, 
hut really is quite simple. A com­
mon garden hose with one end 
rounded off and lubricated with 
oil is all tha t  is needed. The ani­
m a l’s head must be held steady. 
The tube is then passed over the 
middle of the tongue, down the 
th roat into the stomach. If the 
tube does not become stopped up. 
the gas will rush out. and the bl­
oat disappear. Another method of 
control is the use of a drench con 
sisting of one teacup of kerosene 
well shaken up with a pint of milk 
As a last resort, of neither of the 
mentioned methods proves effect­
ive. the  cow may have to be tap ­
ped.

The latest available fig­

ure.^ indicate th a t more than 
percent of the motorists

involved in all fatal acci­
dents were driving on the 
wrong side of the road. On 
rural highways, about 13 
out of every 100 fatal acci­
dents can be attribu ted  to 
too late or with too little 
passing too fast, too soon, 
thought.

. 1 he inherent risk invol­
ved in passing is the un­
known. Vertical curves, 
hills or a roadw ay may re ­
strict vision and hide vehic­
les just beyond the area  of 
of vision; horizontal curves 
often conceal w hat lies ah­
ead, and approaching vehi­
cles frequently blend dece­
ptively with the background

Passing on the wrong 
side is often an accident 
cause. The safest practice, 
and generally the only law­
ful one, is to pass on the 
left. M ultiple-lane express 
highways and street cars 
sometimes provide except­
ions to this rule.

M isjudging the speed of 
o ther cars is another cause 
of mishaps. About the only 
way the speed and distance 
of a»i oncoming vehicle can 
be judged is the rapidity 
with which it passes such 
landm arks as telephone 
poles, billboards and build­
ings. and this comparitevly 
accurate judgem ent can 
only be made when the car 
approaches from directly 
ahead.

There is always the dan ­
ger tha t the passing driver 
may be forced to swing 
back to his original posit­

ion in the line because on­
coming traffic has made it 
pass. Many times the driv­
e r’s original position on 
the highway has already 
been filed. To guard aga­
inst this, if the driver will 
ease his vehicle slightly 
over the center line a t a 
safe distance to the rear of 
the vehicle in front, and 
assure himself of enough 
distance ahead to complete 
the pass, he can always 
swing safely back in line 
if necessary. In general, 
a clear open road of app­
roximately 1,000 feet and 
an lowable time interval 
of 12 seconds is a safe 
margin.

In addition accident 
commend these special pre 
cautions:
1. A standing street car or 
bus taking on or discharg­
ing passengers should ne­
ver be passed on the right 
unless the landing area is 
protected by a safety zone
2. Vehicles should not pass 
on approaching curves, 
crests of hills, railroad gr­
ade crossings or a t any in­
tersections.

3. Never attem pt to pass 
vehicles tha t are travell­
ing at top speed or a t max 
imuni safe speed, and ne­
ver a ttem pt to pass when 
the required passing speed 
is g rea ter than tha t allow­
ed by the local law.
4. Indicate well in advance 
the desire to pass, either 
by shifting position of the 
car into the correct lane or 
by the use of hand signals 
or both.

The urge to pass every 
vehicle is an indication of 
1 motional immaturity and 
has no place in the mind of 
the expert driver who 

it as difficult

possible for other cars to 
pass him is equally child­
ish and dangerous. Nearly
everyone has a t some time 
been the near victim of the 
speed demon, who, due 
to some psychological qu­
irk in his make-up, can­
not bear to stay behind 
the car a h e a d ; or the road 
hog who straddles the ce­
nter line, refusing share 
the highway with anyone 
not complying with his pre 
scribed rate of ,speed. The 
rule keep to the right ex­
cept when passing should 
be adhered to by all motor 
ists, w hether they are mov 
ing at 20 or a t 50 miles an 
hour.

Cube Turkey Steaks 
To Aid Consumption

Process Boosts Market 
For Large Type Fowl

By W. J. DRY DEN 
Turkey raisers want to produce 

the larger holiday bird—the public 
Wants the smaller fowl. The cost for 
•  large tom is too much for the 
gverage family. To produce a small 
turkey the cost per pound of gain is 
far greater than in the case of the 
larger fowl.

t)esiring to create a year around 
consumer demand for turkeys, the 
National Turkey federation and the 
Poultry and Egg National board de-

cided to utilize the machine which 
for years has been turning out the 
beef cubed steak.

The meat is removed from the 
turkey and sent through the m a­
chine and out comes a four or six 
ounce steak, ready for the stove and 
then the lunch box or the formal 
dinner.

Consumption of turkeys has been 
less than five pounds per capita. 
With development of the turkey 
steak, the turkey industry is en­
deavoring to attain a per capita out­
put 10 times higher. The cubed tur­
key steak can be quick frozen and 
packaged in the same manner as 
many other kinds of steaks. This 
new plan is expected to assure the 
turkey raiser that there will be no 
overproduction of turkeys.

Fattening Crate

It may t>e advisable to confine 
poultry in small pens for market 
f d'ng. This fattening crate is eas- 
ii> n.ade by the poultry raiser and 
also will make an ideal broody coop. 
Feeding and watering troughs 
should be placed so that the birds 
may secure food and water between 
the slats. Place a wire bottom so 
that drippings can fall through to a 
removable dropping board for 
cleaning.

Good Soil Increases 
Farm Crop Yields

Tests Reveal Value 
Of Proper Nutrients

High crop yields per acre on the 
farm, like mass production in in­
dustry, are the secret of financial 
success, according to Emil Truog. 
professor of soils at University of 
Wisconsin.

"I t  costs no more for seed and 
tillage — usually the main expenses 
in crop production — to grow a $50 
crop than a $25 crop," he declares.

Wisconsin tests show that addition­
al crop yields resulting from heavy 
fertilization cost only $2 to $3 per 
ton for alfalfa and 10 to 15 cents 
per bushel for corn and oats.

"The extra cost of a larger 
yield per* acre lies simply in the

additional fertility removed from 
the soil. But even this is partly com­
pensated for in the case of legumes 
by the greater amounts of nitrogen 
the bigger crop supplies to the soil.

“High acre yields are also the se­
cret of success in erosion control 
and soil conservation. When yields 
on less erodible land are doubled or 
trebled through adequate liming 
and heavy fertilization, a bigger 
acreage of more erodible lands can 
be returned to forests and per­
manent grass. That means more and 
better food for all.”
