Simple Steps Will Keep
Cupboards Free of Insects

Those small insects—the weevils,
beetles and meal moths—which get
into cereals and other dry foods in
home cupboards are a familiar nui-
sance to the housewife, say agri-
cultural entomologists. Cereal prod-
ucts alone, discarded from home
kitchens because insects are found
in them, amount to a huge loss in
grain, so critical at the present
time. If each family in the United
States threw away only 50 cents’
worth of cereal food each year be-
cause of insect infestation, the loss
would total about 15 million dollars,
entomologists estimate Every
housewife, therefore, can help the

raip-saving program as well as the
amily pocEgﬁ}Bﬁc Iﬁﬂl by ig‘e’pﬁi
her cupboard free of insects. Simple
steps for doing this are: (1) Clean
all kitchen shelves thoroughly; (2)
Spray cupboards with 5 per cent
DDT; (3) Inspect all packages of
food for insects; (4) Sterilize food
packages in a slow (140 degrees)
oven for half an hour; (5) Keep all
food in tightly closed containers.
(This will he ntrol ants, cock-
roaches and othef insects as well as
the pantry pests.)

1947 Disastrus Yemr '

United States was hit by the most
destructive series of major disasters
in history in 1947. During the first
11 months of the year, there were
287 catastrophes requiring Red
Cross assistance. In disaster relief
operations, the American Red Cross
allocated more than 10 million dol-
lars and gave aid to 305,682 persons.
Few sections of the country were
spared in the disasters which visited
46 states and Alaska. Disaster re-
lief is one of the continuing services
for which the organization is seek-
ing 75 million dollars in March.

Majority Against Sharing
Atomic Secrets, Poll Shows

Northwestern university psychol-
ogy department, in an opinion poll
of Chicago area residents, learned
that only 1 per cent believe that
sharing of atomic secrets by all na-
tions will lead to peace.

Of five suggested means to
achieve lasting peace, the United
Nations received the highest vote,
77 per cent, although 55 per cent of
this group expressed the opinion
that the U. N. is doing a poor job at
the present time.

It
tallied 18 700,000 visitors — more
than 100,000 a day—from April 30
through November, The ice cream
cone, according to a legend, was
born at the fair when a vendor
started packing his hokey pokey in
curled waffles.

Clay Tiles Tell Story

Because of the durability of ce-
ramic tile, today so widely used in
American kitchens and bathrooms,
archeologists have been able to
piece together much of the life story
of the Egyptian pharoah Zoser, who
lived almost 3,000 years before the
birth of Christ.

Sclentists Trace Migration
From Palestine to Nile Area

Evidence has been disgoyered ﬂu’ !
prehistoric man inhabited the Sina
peninsula before the Neanderthal
occupation of Mount Carmel in Pal
estine, according to a report of Uni-
versity of California African expedi-
tion. This find is said to be the first
proof that our Stone Age ancestors
moved from Palestine toward the
Nile valley over the land bridge of
the Sinai peninsula.

The Sinai group of this four-part
expedition is led by William B,
Terry, field executive, while Wen.
dell H, Phillips, who sent the report
to Cairo, is head of the expedition,

““The most important site discove
ered,” the report said, ‘““was on a
low hill at Rafah, near the Palestine
border, where a superb series of
hand axes used by early man 50,000
years ago were collected by Dr.
Henry Field, formerly curator of the
Field Museum of Natural History,
Chicago, and Prof. . A, Huzayin of
Farouk I university in Alexandria.

“‘The new site is one of the most
important surface settlements in
Southwestern Asia. The discovery of
traces of prehistoric man across
northern Sinai is significant because
it demonstrates a link in the cul-
tural chain between the Nile valley,
north and east Africa on the west,
and southwestern Asia."”

The expedition is continuing work
in southwestern Sinai in the vicinity
of the Gulf of Suez, where it Is ex-
pected that other traces of prehis-
toric man will be found in gravel
beds and caves.

Waste Material From Mill

Used for Farm Fertilizer

Experiments at Springhill, La.,
indicate that two waste products
make excellent fertilizers. An ex-
perimental garden, planted last
year as part of a four-year program
to determine the effect, nature and
possible uses of waste material
from the plant, produced 10-foot-
high corn and Irish potatoes at the
rate of 21925 pounds per acre.
Farm products valued at $685.67
were grown on a three-acre plot.

The two materials used are lime
sludge, which is finely divided par-

ticles of limestgne, and the organic
matter which is obtained from
waste water in which wood pulp is
washed — the so-called “black wa-
ter.”

Although there are no plans for
development of the products as
commercial fertilizers, lime sludge

is being furnished free to farmers.

Save Seed Campaign

Plan 1948 gardens carefully and
order only enough seed necessary
for good stands of desired vege-
tables. Every ounce of seed saved
will aid in supplying European na-
tions with sufficient seed to meet

their needs. These countries have
not had the opportunity to build up
a reserve seed supply, so they look
to the United States for assistance,
American seedsmen have produced
ample seed for both domestic and

foreign trade, providing wasteful
practices are reduced to a mini

mum.

Tax Payments Consame
Large Portion of Income

The average American spends
three and three-Quarters months out
of the year working for the govern-
ment, This corresponds to the
money taken out of each dollar by
federal, state and local govern-
ments, according to the Foundation
for [Economic Education. This
amount i{s equal to the econsumer’s
{ total food, housing and household
expenses.

Only about one-third of the
amount taken by government is con-
spicuous as direct personal taxes,
such as income taxes and property
taxes. The other two thirds is mostly
in forms concealed from view, at-
tached to items and services bought
from private producers,

Out of the 23 cents of the average
consumer's income dollar that is
paid for food, only 18 cents goes to
private producers for the jobs they
have done in producing it and in
| making it available in the store and
| in the restaurant. The five cent dif-

ference {s the amount of taxes,
| added in one way or another to the

| price as a charge for the expense of
government.

Progressively more and more of
people’s incomes have been taken

Hellow Reeds and Logs
Ware First Pipes Used

Although pipe is one of the oldest
discoveries of mankind, no one
knows its actual beginning. It may
have started with the use of hollow
reeds and logs. But some things are
certain about the discovery of pip-
ing.

The earliest definitely known plp-
ing is that of the Egyptians and c_m-
nese. There,was some earlier piping
in the Tigris and Euphrates valley,
and perhaps some in the Nile valley,
but none of it has been found in
good enough condition to make a
positive identification. It is kno_wn
that the Egyptians used copper pipe
|{n 3800 B. C., and the Chinese used
| hollow bamboo poles at about the
same time to pipe gas as much as
100 yards from gas wells to fires for
| evaporating salt water to get salt.

‘ Some time later, in what is now
;a part of Syria, several of the pal-

aces and temples had water pipe
| made of baked clay not unlike the
| tile drain pipes used today. Syrian

lulce From Citrus Peel

Utilized for Feed Yeast

The production of feed yeast, rich
n high-quality protein and in the
vitamin B complex, by growing the
| peast on the juice pressed from
ground, limed citrus peel has been
announced by the U. S. department
| of agriculture.

During the war this juice was con-
centrated and sold for use in come-
pounding mixed feeds. But with the
return of more normal times compe-
tition with blackstrap molasses is
expected and additional uses for the
juice are desirable. Furthermore its
composition makes its disposal
through sewers, lakes and other
bodies of water a considerable prob-
lem.

It is estimated that a 90-pound box
of citrus fruit will yield about three
gallons of press juice of approxi-
mately 10 per cent solids. This juice
is rich in carbohydrates, ideal for
growing yeast, and available at cen-
tral points in sufficient guantity to
facilitate large - scale production,
and at sufficiently uniform rates to
permit continuous plant operations.
It is ready for use as it comes from
the press. A pound of dried yeast
can be produced from three gallons
of the juice, and potential total pro-
duction would run 30,000 tons a year.
The wild yeast Torula utilis is used
because it grows rapidly and is less
susceptible to contamination than
the true yeasts, The process is eco-
nomical.

Like Cream in Milk

Topsoil is to the earth what cream
is to milk, says Middle West Soil
Improvement committee. Warning
that this topsoil ‘‘cream’ has been
skimmed off at an alarming rate,
the committee declares that 150
years ago there was an average of
nine inches of topsoil spread over
the United States. Today this aver-
ages only six inches in depth. Surest
remedy for topsoil losses is a per-
manent soil building program. Such
a program should include deep-
rooted legumes in the rotation to
restore mineralized organic matter,
use of fertilizers and barnyard ma-
nure.
