DC holds off Mules in aerial show
Late rally lifts Mustangs to 45-27 victory

MULESHOE— For the sec­
ond week in a row, it was the 
tale of two halves for the 
Muleshoe football team as the 
Mules dropped their home 
opener to Denver City, 45-27, 
at Benny Douglas Stadium.

In a game that was closer 
than the final score would 
indicate, the Mules (1-1) fell 
behind 24-6 early in the sec­
ond quarter and went into the 
locker room trailing 31 -13 at 
the half, but the third quarter 
was a different story.

Muleshoe scored two 
straight touchdowns to close 
the gap to 31 -27 with 4:49 left 
in the quarter and it seemed as 
if the comeback was 
inevitable.

Denver City, however, 
scored on a 51 -yard comple­
tion from David Azam to 
David Todd Carrillo and 
added a touchdown with :16 
left to save the victory.

"The Denver City kids 
know how to believe, we re

just learning to believe," said 
Muleshoe head coach Randy 
Adair. "They have a great tra­
dition and they expect to win 
games like this."

prayers in a certain way which 
becomes our own liturgy.

Nothing is wrong with that. 
But a lot is wrong if we begin 
to center more on our traditions 
than on the Lord we worship. 
A lot is wrong if we stand in 
judgment over others whose 
traditions differ from our own. 
Worship is not necessarily 
wrong simply because it does 
not suit our personal tastes.

Singing is a part of all 
Christian worship, but some 
groups sing only the grand old 
hymns while others tap their 
feet to the "Stamps-Baxter" 
tunes or praise songs. Simi­
larly, all of us share God’s 
word together. Is it more or 
less God’s word if the pro- 
claimer wears a robe instead of

a sports coat? Tradition speaks 
loudly, but often the question is 
not one of right or wrong. 
God’s word gives no clue 
(though the "bedsheet " dress of 
early Christians might favor the 
robe!). Does it matter?

Go ahead and sing the grand 
old hymns! Or belt out the old 
songs with bass and alto leads! 
Either way, do it with joy to 
the glory of God! But God 
forbid that we cut ourselves off 
from God’s children who 
choose differently.

Robert Roberts writes, "If 
you’re from Bumpkin Ridge 
you may need a different strat­
egy than genuflections and 
incense. It’s the old favorite 
hymns that make you feel the 
religion in your heart.... And 
it’s not the priest crossing 
himself that makes you feel 
religious, but the thump of his 
fist on the pulpit, and the song 
leader flingin’ his arms every 
which way. If there isn’t 
enough arms-flingin’ and Bible- 
thumping, the Holy Spirit just 
doesn’t grip on you. ' If the 
high liturgy was a French 
dinner, this is a hotdog and a 
Coke."

There’s a place for both. 
After all, given the right set­
ting, both French dinners and 
hotdogs & cokes have a very 
useful place.
