PDRA to frame project
Directors of the Pa lo  Duro R iver  

Authority, representing M oore 
and Hansford counties, made a 
beginning step toward construc­
tion o f a municipal water reservoir 
Tuesday at a special m eeting 
Dallas with engineers, financial 
advisors and bond attorneys.

The meeting in Dallas began at 
8:30 a.m, in the D iam ond Sham­
rock Towers.

“ The special m eeting was call­
ed by the board last Tuesday to be 
ready to move on the construction 
project once the Texas W ater 
D evelopm ent Commission gets its 
financing in o rd e r ,"  explains 
J ohnnie Lee of Spearman, PD R A  
general manager.

Directors who attended the 
Tuesday m eeting were: Orval 
Allen, j erry Thom pson and Dr, 
Arthur Davidson, all o f M oore 
county, and Robert Novak and 
Kenneth Evans, both o f Spear­
man.

"T h e re  was a quorum present 
to m eet with representatives from 
the Freese end Niche'*? engineer­
ing firm, bond nltom oy Pete Tart 
o f f ) '  1 *-* • si advis­
or Bob Davis o f Austin ," the 
PDRA manager reports.

Loo notes dial the board decid­
ed earlier this year to go  ahead 
with the project since the state 
water developm ent commission

was willing to " lo a n "  the river 
authority half the estimated cost 
fo r construction o f the dam.

Estimated cost o f the dam and 
recreation facilities around the 
lake has been placed at $24 
million, a 1984 estimate by the 
Fort W orth firm.

It w ill be located in north­
western Hansford county at the 
junctions o f the Palo Duro and 
Horse creeks. The 4,900-foot long 
earthen dam w ill impound a lake 
with a storage capacity o f 60,900 
acre feet o f water,

“ W e ’ ve talked about this pro­
ject and decided to go ahead with 
it,”  Lee aays. "N o w  the board 
needs to m eet with these people 
and decide on the finances which 
w ill be requ ired ."

Through the Texas W ater Plan, 
the state commission w ill pur­
chase storage in the lake which 
will finance approxim ately half 
the dam construction cost. The 
remainder will come from e 
revenue bond issue voted by 
residents in M oore and Hansford 
counties and the C ity o f Stinnett.

Lee notes that reports from the 
engineering firm are projecting 
lower construction costs. He adds 
that bond advisors are forecasting 
interest rates in the 6-7 percent 
range.

In other developments, the 
PDRA has received a 5-year 
extension o f its perm it to impound 
water flowing down tha Palo Duro 
Creek in M oore and Hansford 
counties.

The Palo Duro has its beginning 
in western Moure county. Tw o 
brandies o f the creek--one north 
o f Dumas and the other through 
Cactus —flow  water through 
Moore county to the north and 
east.

The 5 -yea r ex ten s ion  was 
issued recently by the Texas 
Water Development Commission, 
acting on an application by the 
Pdo Duro authority, reports John­
nie Lee of Spearman, PDRA 
manager.

The extension will be good to 
Jan. 1. 1992.

Water from the reservoir is 
earmarked to supply the cities of 
Dumas, Cactus, Sunray, Gruvar, 
Spearman and Stinnett.

The project suffered a setback 
recently, however, when the Tex. 
Water Developm ent Commission 
postponed a M ay 15 hearing on 
wste' plan funds.

Polls show that most fam ilies, 
regardless of iincome, worry to 
some extent about finances. But 
healthy fam ilies seem to be able to 
deal with it better - mostly 
because they have some money 
managem ent skills.

In her book Stress and the 
H ealthy Fam ily, researcher De­
lores Curran says that her studies 
o f stress-effective fam ilies shows 
they use four common money 
managem ent techniques.

First, they learn to control 
m oney stresses together. In two- 
paycheck fam ilies they may pay 
d ifferent bills out o f each check, 
and in other fam ilies there may be 
separate accounts for household 
e x p en ses  and d is c re t io n a ry  
money. But in general, money is 
not considered to belong to one 
partner or the other, but is theirs 
ps a family.

Second, these families budget, 
although how tightly they budget 

varies widely. The fam ilies tend to 
plan for fixed monthly costs like a 
home, car and medical and insur­
ance payments and then divide 
the rest into savings, food  cloth­
ing, recreation and miscellaneous.

Setting aside some savings for 
em ergencies is an especially im­
portant feature o f the budget, 
□cause it means that the fam ily 
doesn ’ t fall apart when something 
out o f the ordinary happens.

Curran also found that when 
money gets tight, healthy fam ilies 
tend to scale down m ore e ffective­

ly than others. They do this by 
revising their expectations. So, for 
example, the fam ily that has taken 
an expensive vacation each sum. 
m ar may Bottle fo r a nearby 
weekend camping trip when fin­
ances are reduced.

O ther fam ilies who refuse to 
low er their expectations often 
depend m ore on credit, which can 
add to their financial stress in the 
long run.

Fourth, stress-effective fam ilies 
develop methods fo r making 
major purchases without the need 
for painful arguments. CoupleB 
tend to respect each other's daily 
decisions on spending unless 
there’ s an unusual reason such as 
high monthly bills or loss o f a job.

But for m ajor purchases, such 
as a new car, furniture or trips, 
these couples share their own 
feelings, fears and attitudes and 
take into consideration the d if fe r  
ent attitudes o f their partner. This 
makes it possible fo r them to 
strike a compromise.

The skills o f sharing, budget­
ing, revising expectations and 
compromising may not seem like 
much, but evidently they add up 
to a  fam ily that can handle 
finances without it becom ing a 
major problem in their lives.

Educational programs conduct­
ed by the Texas Agricultural 
extension service serve people o f 
all ages, regardless o f social 
econom ic level, race, color, sex, 
Religion, handicapp or national 
origin.

The Spearman Independen t 

School District will begin a program 
for advanced students in the fall of 
1986. The program will not be truly 
gifted and talented program, but 
one designed to enrich the academic 
learning of the more advanced 
students. Students to be involved in 
the beginning phases of the pro­
gram will be those in grades 5 and 
6, Once the program has been 
established it will expand at a pace 
conductive to the needs of the 
district.

Children with asthma often 
must assume responsibility for 
their health to keep from develop­
ing severe illness, a Baylor Col­
lege o f M edicine asthma specialist 
said.

"S o m e  asthmatic children re­
sent their parents and doctors for 
telling them what to d o ,"  said 
W illiam  T. Shearer, M .D ., Ph.D ., 
professor of pediatric a llergy and 
im m unology at B ay lor "T h e y  
figh t back by not taking their 
medicine, because they think it 
shows they are in control."

But this way of being in control 
can lead to life-threatening at­
tacks of asthma. Shearer said.

H e  urges parents and physi­
cians to work as a team to control 
the disease. W hen  the asthmatic 
child approaches adolescence, he 
should be taught to manage his 
disease, which means taking med­
ications regularly and knowing 
and avoliding the causes o f the 
asthma. Shearer said.

There are nine to ten million 
asthmatics in the United States, 
and thirty percent of them are 
children under age 15. Asthm a is 
often  related to allergies and is 
m ore common in males.

Asthm a is caused when the 
sm all a ir passages in the lungs 
becom e narrow because o f an 
a llergy  or irritants such as saoke 
and air pollution. Breathing be­
comes difficult because air collect­
ed in the lungs cannot be blown 
out. The firet symptoms of an 
asthma attack are coughing, a 
tightness in the chest and tired­
ness, The disease is best

when medicines are taken regu- 
ariy because certain drug levels 
must be in the blood constantly.

"In  some children, asthma can 
be a psychosomatic illness," 
Shearer said. "W h ile  the physical 
symptoms are re a l kthere is a 
strong relationship between emot­
ional uosat nnH thn onset o f an

asthma attack."
All children with asthma know 

about this relationship, he said, 
"but there is a particular g roup of 
children who control their parents 
by intentionally upsetting them­
selves and having an asthma 
attack."

To avoid this situation, physi­
cians and parents must work 
together to treat the disease by 
communicating well, Shearer 
said. The physician should be 
willing to educate the parents 
about asthma and to receive late 
night phone calls. The parents 
mustg know the signs o f an 
asthma attack and know when and 
how much medication to g ive  the 
child. I f  the asthma is a result of 
an allergy, the cause-w hether it 
be a pet or dgarettte  smoke--must 
he removed from the home.

The parents* responsibilities 
should shift to the child before he 
reaches adolescence. Shearer 
said, because many of the psycho­
logical problems related to asthma 
develop in teenagers.

"A do lescence is the time when 
children start fighting for inde­
pendence," he said. "G iv in g  
them responsibility for managing 
their asthma w ill help them gain 
that independence,*'
