On November 2, 1983, Ma­

jor Cecil Biggers left Cray 
Army Airfield in Central T e rn  
to participate in manueven in 
Northern Germany. Major 
Biggers. a local attorney, is in 
the U.S. Army Reserve and is 
assigned to the 413th Civil 
Affairs Company in Lubbock, 
Texas where he is part of a 
Civil Military Co-operation 
Team (CIMIC.) The team's 
mission is to assist in liason 
between the Gertnsn Territori­
al Forces and U.S. Forces in 
Europe, in the areas of Dis­
placed Persons, Refugees, and 
Escapees, and Host Nation
Support (requisition of sup­

' plies from allied govern­
ments.)

What follows is Major Big­
gers description of his tour to 
Germany.

'*1 left Ft. Hood, Teias for 
Germany in a stretch DC-8 
charter jet along with approx­
imately 300 other soldiers. Our 
destination was unknown at 
the time of our departure, but 
we arrived ten hours later at a

Luftwaffe Airfield in Cologne, 
Germany. We left Cologne by 
chartered  bus and were 
bussed through the Rhine 
Valley over near the Belgian 
border to Vogelsang. Vogel­
sang is a German training 
facility which b  operated by 
the Belgian army. Historcially, 
Vogelsang b  the site of one of 
Hitler's four schools for the 
cream of Germany's youth. It 
was constructed in a period of 
two years and was operational 
in 1936. Immediately to the 
North of Vogelsang b  the 
Village of Schmidt, where a 
major armored battle was 
fought in World Wsx U. The 
buildings arc all of native 
stone with marble floors, 
steam heat, and triple-pane 
windows. The camp also fea­
tured an underground, heated 
Olympic size swimming pod, 
track A soccer facilities, a 
beautiful mountain lake, rifle 
and tank ranges, and an 
exercise trait. We didn't utilize 
many of these facilities, but 
did get to enjoy the exercise 
trail and brisk morning and

evening jogs along mountain 
trails in our off-duty time.

My CIMIC team consisted 
of a regular army Major, 
acting as III Corps G-5, myself 
as a CIMIC major, a CIMIC 
captain, a psychological opera­
tions captain, and a sergeant 
Intelligence analyst. With the 
exception of the ID Corps G-5 
major, the rest of us were 
reservists.

Each of ua reservists has 
been invdved in a crash 
language program designed to 
allow us to function without 
interpreters, and we were 
given the opportunity to test 
our language proficiency. We 
found that the German civil­
ians were for the most part 
friendly and helpful. When we 

• entered a restaurant and at­
tempted to place our orders in 
German the orders were taken 
correctly and with satisfaction 
that we were attempting to use 
their language We discovered 
that most Germans under the 
age of fifty speak English, 
French, or both. The younger 
German students ire  require'!

misting mountain roads an 
American driving a Ford Es- 
court can travel at about 30 
mpli while the native German 
in a Mercedes or BMW will 
travel the aajne^ road at 70 
mph. Our experiences on the 
autobahns were equally re­
vealing of our driving ability. 
Once we got over the fear of 
dying, it was possible to travel 
at HO mph within four feet of

to take English and French 
from the time they are in 
elementary school.

The exercise allowed us to 
travel extensively in the Bel­
gian border area, in the Rhine- 
Ruhr valley, and areas near 
the East German Border in 
civilian clothes and with a 
civilian rental car (Ford Es- 
court). We learned that on

the car ahead's bumper and to 
tike “ ausfahrts" (exit ramps) 
with aplomb. Even at 80 mph 
we were often passed by the 
higher-performance Mercedes 
snd BMW's (There is no speed 
limit on the autobihn system 
other than the nerve you were 
bom with).

Being at heart a plain coun­
try lawyer, 1 was impressed by 
the civilized nature of the 
German truck stops on the 
su:obahn. My first visit to the 
WC (wster closet) revealed 
i, in f  marvels. As 1 left a 
urini) I was startled to note 
that if flushed by itself. I then 
went to a wash basin and was 
distuibed to find no knobs to

turn the water on, on a chance 
1 place my hands under the 
faucet, the water ran, I re­
moved my hands and the 
water slopped. Most civilized. 

Then in need of a towel, 1 
approached one of those blow 
dryer devices, this didn't have 
an on/off switch either. Being 
now more erudite in the ways 
of the world. I placed my 
hands under the dryer, it 
turned on, when my hands 
dryed and 1 removed them, it 
shul off. As they say, "Travel 
broadens one."

Since we were working in 
the countryside, we ste at 
many small German restaur­
ants. The food was consistent­
ly superb. I became enam­
oured of a dish entitled “ Jae- 
gerschnitzel" which loosely 
translated was a 1" thick pork 
steak, topped with a "secret 
hunter's sauce" made with 
mushrooms, assorted vegeta­
bles, blood?, and secret spic­
es, served with french fries. 
The beverage of most meals 
was either beer or wine, 
usually from a local brewery or

winery, and they were excel­
lent. (T raveler's Advisory: 
don't drink the water, the 
Germans don't.) This meal 
proceeded by an excellent 
fresh saisd and followed by an 
Irish Coffee costs about 
$11.00. The surroundlngi it is 
served in were spotless, fea­
turing linen napkini, table­
cloths, and waiters and wait­
resses generally dressed bet­
ter than any of my team 
members.

I was impressed by the 
German officer and enlisted 
men that I met. They were 
highly professional and moti­
vated, and had no doubt about 
the “ enemy" they could soon 
face. Aa a man, they wanted 
the new U.S. missiles to 
counter those of the Soviets 
snd the Warsaw Pact.

I was impressed by the 
German reserve system, which 
has units (VKK's) formed in 
each German “ County,” and 
these units train in their own 
county, and have the mission 
of defending thst county dur­
ing the time of wsr.

After working with the Ger­
man Army, ] could not help 
wondering how we ever man­
aged to defeat them in WW1I.

I alio had the opportunity to 
watch members erf the English 
Army training and, yea, they 
really do talk like the late night 
movies. They also displayed 
professionalism and a high 
espirit de corps.

The German civilians that 1 
talked with did not mention 
any opposition to U.S. missiles 
in Germany, seeming to be­
lieve that they were necessary 
to offset those of the Russians. 
They did indicate, as would 
many of us, that they wished 
they were not necessary on 
both aides. I did see a couple 
of German "G reen" party 
types, they look, act and talk 
very similiarly to our disaffec­
ted youth of the 1960’s.

1 was able to photograph 
and visit s  few old churches in 
Germany. 1 especially like the 
"new” Lutheran Church in the 
city of Gemund. "New" Is in 
quotes because it was built in

A young, generally inexperienced 
Lynx basketball team provided Lynx 
fans with plenty of exdting action 
during the after New Year's wind 
down of the season.

The Lynx got the New Year off to e 
rousing start by beating cross-coun­
try rival Grover 86-50. Next the 
Spearman cagere topped Darrou- 
xett, 50-40 in the first round of the 
Canadian tourney before falling to

Follett 53-48 in the second round 
and to Shamrock in a 56-53 thriller 
battle for third place.

Rebounding, the Lynx knocked off 
district rival Canadian, 58-28, but 
could not maintain the momentum 
and lost a 65-57 decision to Dalhart.

The Lynx came within a hairs- 
breadth of upsetting Perryton and 
handing the Rangers their first 
defeat in district play. Rallying, 
the Lynx came to within a single 
basket of Perryton, when with two 
second left, offidals ruled a tie hell 
situation and called for a jump. The 
Lynx tipped the ball to Ross 
Donahue end Donahue leaped end 
fired a long, 18-footer. Donahue's 
jumper dropped through, but an 
official ruled time had expired a split 
fraction before the shot, and a 
thoroughly shaken Ranger team had 
survived.

The Lynx final game was algo e 
thriller, but again they came up just 
short of victory, felling to Dalhart 
87-84 in the season finale.

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Winter rekindles Storm of ‘86 memories
STORM OF ’86 

By J.H. Buchanan 
la (lie 1940'*

We sometimes think we 
have severe cold spelts nowa­
days, but according to old 
rimers our winters on the 
average are getting milder. 
The writer can remember sev­
eral bad winters, but mainly 
the winters of 1911-12 and 
1918, but every time we go to 
tell about them we are inter­
rupted by someone who starts 
telling about some real winters 
they passed through. Finally 
realizing there might be some­
thing in these cold winters 
besides the wind furnished by 
the narrator, we investigated 
and found the records bore out 
the stories of hard winters, but 
nothing compared with the 
terrible winter of 1886.

During this blizzard the 
wind, in places, has been 
reliably reported to h«ve
reached a velocity of 80 miles 

per hour and driving a ht?vy 
biting snow before it and the 
mercury down to around 40 
below, overwhelmed every­
thing before it that did not 
have proper protection. West­
ern Kansas was then having 
one of its periodical settle­
ments and many immigrants,

in covered wagons, were 
caught out and perished. The 
late l.S. Cator, one of the 
early pioneers of this section, 
once told this writer that he 
and a party once came upon a 
a wagon containing a man, 
wife and three children, frozen 
to death, and the team was 
still lying in the harness.

Years ago. one frequently 
met up with a man with a hand 
or a foot missing and in 
conversation learned that it 
had been frozen off in the 
blizzard of '86. Most of those 
living in the country at that 
time had severe experiences 
and many barely escaped with 
their lives.

B.O. Cator and Tom Jenkins 
were horse hunting at the time 
and were camped in a tent on 
the Palo Duro Creek, nearly 
north of where Spearman now 
stands. The day had been 
pretty and they were going 
around in their shirt sleeves. 
That •right the storm struck 
and h was soon bitter cold. 
They took their saddle horses 
in the tent with them and 
rolled up in their beds. They 
remained for 72 hours and 
even then thought at times 
they were going to freeze and 
perhaps would have, but were

camped behind a bluff which 
broke the main force of the 
wind.

The late Jos. W. Jones 
whose widow is still living in 
Spearman, had only recently 
married and he and his bride 
came out and settled near Fort 
Elliot, which later lecame 
Mobeerie. They were living in 
a dugout and had three head of 
horses. He had stacked quite a 
lot of lake hay to feed the 
horses. As they realized they 
were in for a terrible storm 
they brought two of the horses 
in the dugout with them, 
stacking the furniture w hen­
ever they could make room, as 
the dugout was small. The 
other horse they tied between 
two haystacks and covered 
with sacks and wagon sheet* 
and then plied hay on it and 
brought it through alive. Most
of the time they stayed in bed, 
and as Uncle Joe laughlingly 
said, they didn't cook much, 
tor it was too cold for him to 
get up and build a fire, and his 
wife would not.

Grandpa Ward, long since 
deceased, once told this writer 
that the Indians that fall all left 
the plains early and said they 
were going to where there was 
more protection, as it was

going to be a hard winter. No 
one paid much attention to 
what they said at the time, but 
later spent considerable time 
wondering how the Indiana 
knew.

The late M B. Wright stated 
that after the storm he went up 
the Palo Duro to hunt wood 
and in the head of the canyon 
in a plum thicket, he came 
upon a herd of antelopes that 
had yarded there and had been 
unable to get out. Where they 
stood the snow was packed 
hard, but around them is was 
soft. They would leap into this 
soft snow and be helpless. He 
killed all he wanted of them 
with a club, and skinned out 
the saddle. When asked if this 
was good to eat he replied, 
"No. but when you were used 
to doing without, it was a 
welcome change,"

Practically ail the cattle in 
the Panhandle died during 
that storm, and cm the north 
side of the drift fence they 
piled up in thousands.

(The L.S. Cator mentioned 
was the father of Mrs. Allen 
Pierce who lives in Spearmsn 
now.

Jos. W, Jones was the 
father of Gwenfred Lackey.)

IRS Refunds 
due area people

DALLAS, TX.-Over 300 N. 
T ens taxpayers may have 
some extra spending money to 
pay this year's Christmas bills. 
"Of the mote than 2 million 
refund checks wc mailed out 
this year, (he post office has 
been unable to deliver 3,047,*’ 
said Glenn Cagle, IRS District 
Director for the northernmost 
143 counties of Texas. "The 
checks have been returned to 
the IRS and we are holding the 
refunds in the taxpayers’ ac­
counts until claimed. The re­
funds total SI,346,634.82 with 
Ihe average check being 
S442.61. Amounts range ail 
the way from SI to S14.S50.*'

Cagle said that the most 
usual reason for a refund 
check’s failure to reach a 
taxpayer is that the taxpayer 
has moved and neglected to 
notify the IRS and the post 
office. "Even moving to a 
different apartment at the 
same street address can be the 
cause of the problem," he 
explained.
