City Hall for sale

By unanamious vote, city council-
men authorized City Manager |im
Murray to take bids for the sale of
the old city hall during a special
session of the ocouncl in the
conference rom of B&B Farm
Industries Monday.

The councilmen also accepted a
proposal from a Dumas firm for
relocation of 187 feet of sewer main
along property where First State
Bank will build its new fadility, the
cost of the sewer relocation to be
borne by the bank.

And the council decided to trim
$18,390 for painting a water tower
from the proposed city budget,
which will allow the budget for the
coming fiscal year to be balanced
without raises in the tax or utility
rates, Murray said.

On a motion by Councilman Ed
Garner, second by Councilman Bob
Pearson, the alderman voted to
authorize Murray to take bids from
firms or persons wanting to buy the
old city hall, fire station, police
department complex.

The motion specified that the
property to be sold includes the
former municipal offices, the old fire
station bays and the present police
department, with the proviso that
the police department is to remain in
its present location until the dity can
move into the First State Bank
building. The city recently entered
into agreement to purchase the
present bank building for a new city
hall for $350,000 and the bank plans
to build an ultre-modem facility,

which it plans to move into by Dec.
31, 1984.

The property to be sold includes
the 2,200 square foot former city
hall, gutted by fire, the 1,862 square
foot former fire station, also fire
damaged, and the 750 square foot
police department, undamaged by
flames, for a total of 4,902 square
feet of floor space.

Also included would be the land
the building is on, but very little
more. Not included would be the
water tower, water dock and proper
ty they are on, located behind the
old city hall,

Also stipulated was that the bids
will be opened on Sept. 26 at 2 p.m.
with Murray to take the bids before
the coundil for decision on Sept. 27
at 8 p.m. The council reserved the
right to reject all bids.

On motion by Pearson, second by
Gamer, the councilmen voted to
accept the proposal from L&M
Construction Co. of Dumas for
relocation of the 187 feet of sewer
main along N.E. Court for
$4,906.50. The project would also
cost an engineers fee of 12 per cent
of the contract price.

First State Bank has agreed to pay
the relocation price and the engin-
eer's fee, and will give the city a new
easement for the new sewer line, as
part of the old line easement will be
abandoned.

He said that if the dity hall is sold
at a fair price, then this will also
greatly help toward purchase of the
new city hall from the bank.

“British"' English, and does have a
problem conversing in English--in

Football Alert

Every year several high school and college football
players collapse and die from heatstroke during sum-
mer football practices.

Dr. Al Paolone of Temple University (Philadelphia)
estimates the number of deaths during football practice
due to heatstroke at 50 over the past fifteen years.

Intense heat and humidity--plentiful this summer--
produce a risky weather condition in which to carry on
demanding physical exercise.

Especially threatened are boys who have not been
strenuously exercising in summer suddenly beginning
maximum exertion on an open field. The danger lies in
not seeing that the body has plenty of fluid all day,
a condition which can be deadly, Dr. Paolone warns,

Also, coaches make a serious mistake in putting
very big boys through the same intense drilling as, for
example, smaller backs.

Separate programs are demanded for big boys in
the interest of health and safety, the doctor says. And if
boys lose more than four percent of their weight over a
period of days, care should be observed. Dehydration
can occur over a period of days.
