hovever, the warnings are not taken seriously enough.

Tornadoes can ocecur anvtime of the year, most frequently during April,
May, and June. Although more tornadoes strike Texas than any
No state is entirely free from the threat.

In the last half century, more than 23,000 tornadoes have struck the
United States taking a total of some 7,060 lives. Since these killer storms
often striké suddenly and with little or no warning, knowing what to do-
Before, During, and After the storm could save your life.

WHAT TO DO BEFORE A TORNADO

1. Have energency supplies on hand during the tornado season,

2, Keep a battery operated radio, a flashlight, and a supply of
fresh batteries in a convenient place.

3. Know the locations of designated shelter areas in public facilities.
Most schools, public buildings, and shopping centers have such areas.

4. Make an inventory of your household furnishings and other possessions.
Supplement the written inventory with photographs of each room,
including furniture pictures and valuables, All inventories
should be kept in a safe deposit box in some other safe place away
from the premises.

5. 1If you live in a single family house in a tornado-prone area-
it's advisable to reinforce some interior portion as a shelter.

6. PLAN-Be sure everyone in your household knows in advance where to
go and what to do in case of a tornado warning.

WHAT TO DO DURING A TORNADO

1. Take cover immediately if a tornade wvarning is issued. A tornade ,

has been sighted in your town., Too often people do not take these
warnings seriously enough.

2, Stay calm-Don't panic. Don't attempt to flee from the path of a
tornado in a car or other vehicle. They are no match for the swift
erratic movement of a tornado which sometimes has wind speeds of
more that 200 miles an hour,

At least 26 of the 43 persons killed and more that half of those
serously Injured when a tornado struck Wichita Falls, Tex. in April
1979, were attempting to flee from the storm in their cars.

3. Abandon cars or mobile homes and seek shelter elsevhere. Automobiles
and mohile homes afford the least safety during a tornado. If you are
in a car vhen a tornado approaches, get out and head for the nearest
ditch or depression if there s no better shelter available.

Persons who live in mobile homes also should seek shelter elsevhere,
unless adequate shelter is provided by the wobile home park.

4. If you are at home or at work, stay inside, avay from windows and
exterior walls until the storm is over. The safest place in a home
during a tornado is in the basement. If there is no basement, take
shelter in a bathroom, a closet, or under a heavy piece of furniture
on the lowest level.

5. If a tornado strikes during school hours, teachers should keep children
avay from windows and seek shelter either in a designated area or
in interfor hallways. Concerned parents should not attempt to go out
in the storm to pick up their children at school.

WHAT TO DO AFTER A TORNADO

1. Be alert for potential hazards. Take extreme care when moving about
in an area damaged by a tornado. Be alert for broken power lines,
shattered glass, splintered wood, or other sharp protruding objects,

2. 1If your property is damaged, make temporary repairs to prevent
looting. Keep your receipts-the cost of temporary repairs may be
reimburseable under your home owners insurance policy.

Hopefully we will have a nice summer and not have to experience any tornadoes.
In the event that we do, we hope that some of these tips will aid you.

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Stress is a family affair. One
family member experiencing
stress send ripples through the
entire family.

Often the most stressful
times occur when a family
experiences the pile-up of
many stressful events. One
farm family experienced a day
piled high with stressful hap-
penings--the farmer's hay was
rained on for the third time,
his truck's transmission went
out, and his prize Holstein got
sick, The entire family was
affected by these events.

Serious, single stressful
events and pile-up situations
call for creative planning to
master family stress. Experts
in family relations have identi-

fied three steps in mastering
stress as recognizing the
symptoms, finding the sourc-
es, and then taking action to
deal with the stress.

Family members display
warning signals when they
experience stress. Among
them may be sleeplessness,
irritability or physical symp-
toms, such as headaches, fa-
tigue or backaches. Symptoms
such as frequent parent-child
conflicts, breakdowns in com-
munication, fault-finding and
sarcasm, or hostile behaviors
among family members, also
show up in the family. To
recognize that your entire
family is under stress rather
than thinking that only one
member has a problem is an
important first step.

You will often have trouble
finding the source of family
stress, since it can come from
both expected and unexpected
sources. You might not consid-
er events that you look forward
to or plan for as stressful; yet

they can bring change and
disruption to your life. The
long-awaited birth of a baby,
for example, can be a source of
stress for a family.

It's easier to recognize un-
exptected events such as hav-
ing to move, a child's serious
illness or a natural disaster as
a source of stress. Sometimes
unexpected but pleasant
events--like a visit from a
favorite relative--can cause
stress too.

Identifying sources of stress
is especially useful for antici-
pating stressful family times
s0 you can be prepared for
them.

You can take four actions to
deal with family stress. First,
you can control some events.
When surgery is planned for
Mom, for example, Dad or
another family member can
learn to manage in the kitchen
before she goes to the hos-
pital.

Second, you can control your
attitudes, or how you look at
events. A financial emergency
can ruin a planned vacation or
give a family the opportunity
to relax and enjoy each other
at home--it's all in how you
look at it.

Third, you can control the
responses you have to the
stressful event. A distressed
family does not need to treat
each other with criticism that
ends in angry conflict, or
resort to over-eating or isola-
tion , for relief. A family can
even choose to play together in
order to work off some tension
that is building up.

The fourth way to take
action is to recognize and use
resources. Reaching out for
help is not a sign of weakness,
It is knowing your own limits
and then asking for help when

you are feeling pulled beyond
those limits. Family members,
the family unit and those
outside the family unit are
among the resources to consid-
er for help

Probably every family ex-

periences stress. Learning to
cope with it can help streng-
then your family.
