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SHOULD YOU 
LOSE WEIGHT?

How can you tell if you are 
overweight? Is there • differ­
ence between being over­
weight and being obese?

These questions often bring 
conflicting answers and 
there's even some controversy 
among nutrition experts about 
the definitions of and the 
methods used to determine 
who is overweight or obese.

For many years most physi­
cians have used height/weight 
charts to determine if an 
individual is the correct 
weight. These tables were 
developed by insurance com­
panies based on their records.

They indicated the weight 
ranges at which people of 
various heights and builds 
were statistically at less risk of 
premature death. Recently, 
these weights were revised 
upward by about 5 to 7 
percent, although several 
health associations have advo­
cated using the original tower 
weights.

Because body weight alone 
does not determine fatness or 
leanness, the “ average" 
weight of a person may be 
meaningless. For example, 
skeleton weight can vary from 
4 to 9 percent from person to 
person,

This means that a 125- 
pound woman could have a 
skeleton that weighed as little 
as 5 pounds or as much as 11 
pounds. Also, a very muscular 
person’s weight may seem to 
be high in proportion to 
height, but the person actually 
has very little fat tissue.

Determining the amount of 
body fat a person has is the 
best method for defining over­
weight or "over fat." One way

to measure body fat is by 
weighing under water. Mathe­
matical calculations are then 
made which define the amount 
of body fat.

A reliable method of deter­
mining body fatness which is 
easier that weighing under 
water is to measure skin fold 
thickness by constant tension 
calipers. About half of the 
body's fat is directly under the 
skin, so measuring the thick­
ness of this fat (called subcut­
aneous fat) is a good index of 
total body fat.

The calipers are used to 
measure several different 
body sites for thickness. An 
index of percent of body fat 
can then be calculated accord­
ing to readings at the various 
body points.

A simpler home test of body 
fatness makes use of a full- 
length mirror. A person is 
often able to decide whether 
he or she is carrying too much 
fat by a careful study of 
oneself before a mirror without 
clothes.

Have you gained several 
pounds over the years? Do you 
find your clothes a little tighter 
than in the past?

If the signs point to having 
too much body fat. don't wait. 
Check with your physician 
about a well-balanced, reduc­
ed calorie diet and an exercise 
program that would be right 
for you,

Recent figures on the best-selling imported beers 

brings to  mind a long-standing need in the U.S. T ha t's  
the desirability of having the alcoholic content of beer 
primed on bottle labels or cans.

The alcoholic content of wine and whiskey is 
specified on labels. Why not with beer and malt liquor?

One hears reports the alcoholic content of beer sold 
in (he various states averages about four percent. Some 
imported beers are stronger, ll varies in sla tes.

The public has a right to  know the alcoholic content 
of all. in all sta tes, and C ongress should see to that, 
especially in view of the current effort to reduce 
highway accidents.

The biggest selling im ported beers? H eineken 's is 
first. Then come M olson, Beck's, M oosehead and 
L aban’s, according to  brew ery industry sources.

H eineken 's is from Holland and Beck's from G erm any; 
the o ther three are C anadian.

Air Fares
Although air fares this w inter are  not as illogical as 

last year th is tim e there  is still no logic in the 
com putation of air fares.

One can always fly from New York or Miami, for 
exam ple, for less than a hundred dollars. Even the 
major lines offer these special fares. T h a t's  a distance 
of som e 1500 miles.

Yet to fly o ther d istances half that length , the fare  is 
often twice as much. To fly betw een cities w here one 
airline has a monopoly, the fare might be four lim es as 
high, figured per mile.

Airline deregulation has, for the most part, been a 
good thing. But the free en terp rise  system  can have its 
weak points as well as its strong. One of them  is the 
ripoff of passengers on shorter routes and routes where

four cents a mile. The airlines need to come closer to a 
mileage rate  that m akes som e sense. They can probably 
never get fares on a totally mileage charge, but they 
can do much better than  they now do.

The Civil A eronautics Board. C ongress and the 
White House should do all they can to encourage more 
equity in U.S. airline fares.

Real Peace
Probably the m ost realistic outline for practical 

detente with the Soviet Union available today is offered 
in a new book by Richard Nixon, Real Peace.

The form er p residen t dem onstra tes clearly his 
real-world understanding of Soviet leaders, history and 
policy. In the small book's firsi 53 pages, one finds a 
clear and safe form ula for U.S.-USSR relations.

One suspects P residen t Reagan is following this 
scenario rather closely. It’s difficult to discern any 
divergence of policy betw een R eagan’s policy and that 
propounded in th e  new Nixon book.

In brief, Mr. Nixon says we can have hard-headed 
detente with Russia, bu t only if strong, if willing to use 
force to defend freedom  and allied or third-world 
countries.

In other words, deten te  is not possible without its 
necessary counterpart- deterrence. That was President 
Carter s fatal miscalculation. He sought de ten te  while 
allowing a credible deterrence to  d isappear, via unila­
teral disarm am ent.

Nixon notes that betw een 1969 and 1974 hard­
headed deten te  with linkage worked. Not one nation 
was lost to the Soviet bloc in this period. On the eve of a 
summit m eeting in 1972, th e  bom bing and mining of 
Haiphong was ordered.

Idealists thought this m ight torpedo the summit and 
prevent a peace treaty  ending the Vietnam war. It 
helped in many ways, including achieving peace. 
C ongress then abandoned South Vietnam,

It cut adm inistration requests for aid to South 
Vietnam in half in 1974, another one-third in 1975. It 
banned the use of U .S. a ir power in Indochtna-thus 
denying th e  p resident any m eans of enforcing the Pari* 
peace accords.

D etente did not fail. C ongress failed, and made the 
sam e mistake in Angola, Nixon says. President Carter's 
effort at deten te  w ithout de terrence , while disarming 
relatively, allowed the Soviets to expand their power in 
the A rabian penninsula, southern  Asia, Africa and in 
Latin America.

On reading Mr. N ixon's la test book, one is struck by 
the fact that he is uniquely realistic, practical and firm 
in his search for real peace, or hard-headed detente. 
The first 53 pages of Real Peace should be read by 
every high school and college student.

If P resident Reagan is reelected , one can’t envision 
a more effective secretary of sta te , for a year or two, to 
get U.S. foreign policy firmly established, understood 
worldwide and properly protecting freedom than Mr. 
Nixon,

Electric company announces deferred payment plan
Record low temperatures through­

out the state caused the Texas-New 
Mexico Power Company and District 
Manager Robert Elliott concern that 
some low income customers might 
have trouble paying their (Decem­
ber usage) electric bill in one lump 
sum,

"The Texas-New Mexico Power 
Company never wants to place 
undue hardship on anyone," stated 
Robert D, Woofter, chairman, presi­
dent and chief executive officer of 
the utility. "Therefore in compliance 
with a request from the Governor’s 
offioe and Public Utility Commission 
Chairman. Alan R. Erwin, TNP 
restates its ‘Deferred Payment 
Plan’, which should assist low- 
income families." Woofter em­
phasized.

Robert Elliott explained the pro­
gram: If a customer has not been 
disconnected for nonpayment or has 
not been delinquent more than twioe 
in the last 12 months, the Company 
will offer, at the customer's request, 
a deferred payment plan. The 
deferred payment plan will be 
applicable to the current delinquent 
amount, and payments will be of 
equal amounts for a period of not 
less than 30 days or greater than 90 
days. Those wishing to participate in 
the Deferred Payment Plan should 
contact the TNP office at 859-2336 as 
soon as possible.

The Deferred Payment Plan meets 
the requirements established by 
PUC Commissioner Erwin. "(This) 
is not to be used by the customers as 
an excuse not to pay a bill, but 
rather to ensure that the customer’s 
electric service is not disconnected 
because of an inability to afford a 
single payment for December's 
u sage ."  stated Commissioner 
Erwin,

TNP also makes availeblo average 
pay plan which spreads electric costs 
over twelve months. Such a plan is 
beneficial to families living on fixed 
incomes.
