Q. We’ve been married

The 
first danger signal is when 
you have to defer payment o f 
a bill because there just isn't 
enough money to pay them 
all. Another signal is when 
you make a part payment on 
a credit account, to try to 
give all creditors a little some­
thing on account. Another 
danger signal is when you 
have to defer the purchase o f 
current necessities to pay old 
credit obligations. Do you 
sometimes depend on over­
time or other uncertain in­
come to pay normal monthly 
expenditures? Well, i f  you do, 
its another danger signal. And 
Finally, if you have an open- 
end debt that has no maturity 
date, but allows you to pay 
just enough to keep you un­
der a “ perpetual debt”  ceiling 
balance (revolving credit), 
this is a danger signal, too.

"Outstanding service to 
Texas Agriculture as a 
founding member o f the 
Texas Wheat Producers 
Board. 1971-1975" is the 
sentiments inscribed on 
the brass plate affixed to a 
wooden replica o f the State 
o f Texas presented to N. F. 
“ Gus" Renner, Spearman 
by the other members o f 
the Board, meeting in Am ar­
illo  in regular quarterly 
session Wednesday. Renner 
is retiring from the board 
after four years continuous 
service since its initiation 
in 1971 by more than a 
two-thirds majority vote o f 
producers voting in a refer­
endum to establish the 
"self-help" program o f re­
search, market development 
and service designed to

strengthen producer in­
come.

In responding to the eulo­
gy o f his contemporaries 
Rennet aid, "A person can 
obtain a lot o f unpaying 
jobs along the way, but I 
considet the pay from this 
four-year stint on the Wheat 
Board very good from in­
creased income from wheat 
a les  brought about by ac - 
tivities implemented by 
the Board, but more parti­
cularly from the satisfac­
tion of seeing many o f the 
goals attained we set out to 
accomplish for the produ­
cer -mem bers - -increased 
exports, to a point where 
some are calling for export 
controls--increased prices, 
about three-fold from the 
SI. 27 per bushel on the

day the Board was initiated- 
and major periodic gains 
made in such skirmishes as 
potential Ion o f gas for ir ­
rigation, harvest stoppages 
from lack o f fuel and var­
iety and insect improve­
ments from cooperative 
demonstration projects."

Renner w ill be replaced 
on the nine-man Board by 
Troy Sloan, also o f Spear­
man, elected from a state­
wide m ail-ballot election 
by producers in May.

Martin Family 
Reunion Held

Descendants of the fam i­
lies o f Robert Eli Martin 
and Sophl Snowden Martin 
met in Los Animas, Colo, 
last week-end for the se­
cond reunion since 1949.

Approximately 85 people, 
five generations enjoyea 
two aays of visiting, din­
ing anu entertainment.

Various mementos be­
longing to Sophi and Bob 
Martin, along with dozens 
of family pictures were on 
display, Sylvia Robertson 
re.-d the fam ily history.

Robert Eli Martin and 
Sophi Snowden were mar­
ried April 4, 1888 and l iv ­
ed in Joplin, Texas until 
October 1898 when they 
moved with their family 
toOldahoma. There 
were ten covered wagons 
on the trip which included 
the Snowden and Martin 
families. They all took 
a squater's claim  on land 
at Hammon, Okla. Later 
the families moved to 
what is now Elk City,
Okla. There was no town 
rhere then. Mr. Marrin 
helped build the first 
building in that city.
The home he built for his

family to live  in cost 2j 
cents--which was paid for 
the hinges on die door.
It was built out o f logs 
with a brush and sod roof. 
Windows were crooked 
places in the logs.

In February of 1902 the 
family moved to Ochiltree 
county, Texas where Mr. 
Martin purchased 4 sections 
o f land for $800.00. Then 
the plains o f Ochiltree 
county were strewn with 
buffalo hides and bones 
everywhere.

To help improve his 
homestead in Ochiltree 
County, Bob Martin gave 
Tom Brown one section of 
land to drill a water well 
on his place. T o  purchase 
more livestock to go with 
the ones he herded up from 
Oklahoma, he gave another 
section of land for cows and 
calves. When he planted 
his crops; corn, maize, cane 
and all kinds of vegetables, 
his harvests were abundant. 
The land was very good.

The Martin children attend­
ed school at the Black 
school house, walking 5 
miles each day.

Later M r. Martin pur­
chased land at O ld Hansford 
and in 1906 they moved 
there. He put in a livery 
stable and bought buggies.

Men from the northern 
states would come toGuymon 
by train and from there to 
Hansford on the mail hack. 
Martin would rent them a

Sand team and they 
have John Collarci go 
with them to show places 
for sale. This is the way the 

country was settled, John 
Collard sold a lot o f land 
in Hansford and adjoining 
counties.
Bob Martin was elected 

Sheriff of Hansford County 
in 1909. Mrs. Martin cooked 
food for the prisoners. The 
"Jail" was holes dug in the 
wall o f the basement of 
the court house at Old Hans­
ford. Martin refused to put 
prisoners in these holes, so 
he slept with diem chained 
to him.

Mr. Martin served the 
county as Sheriff only 2

before he l « t  his life , 
the only law enforce­

ment officer in this county 
to lose his life  in the line of 
duty. He liad gone to arrest 
P. P. Fifer concerning the 
boundary line between Fifer's 
place arid the Norton place.

It would take 53 years 
for an airplane, traveling 
200 miles per hour, to go 
from die earth to the sun.

The Spearmen Lions Club 
was entertained by Bill 
Dyer, Supt. o f  Alibates and 
Lake Meredith, and Ed Day, 
Archeologist at Alibates, at 
their regular Tuesday noon 
meeting,

Ed Day explained how im ­
portant the Alibates were 
to the Indians some 12,000 
years ago. That is the first 
Alibates users were the 
Folsum people, and they date 
back to 12,000 years ago. 
Those people hunted large 
wooly mammals, with 14 
foot tusks, and actually k ill­
ed the beasts with A libates 
Flint spear points. Dyer went 
ahead tc say that some 1200 
years A . D ., a type o f wood­
land Indians migrated from 
East, and these were called 
the Plains Indians. They 
planted corn, beans and 
squash, and did a lot o f 
trading with Indians from 
all oyer the American con­
tinent, and South America.

Several irrigation farmers 
near the Spearman area, 
as well as the Gruver area 
report finding knives, spear 
points and arrow heads, plus 
scrapers almost in the city  
limits o f these two towns.

O f course the purpose o f 
the two men visiting the 
Spearman Lions Club, was 
to promote the Alibates 
Quarry, which we in the 
Panhandle must preserve 

for our future generations.
Msst signs o f North Am er­

ica's earliest people have 
disappeared forever. The 
simple questions about the 
foods they ate, the homes 
they li>ed in, and the lan­
guages they spoke are still 
unanswered. In most cases 
their own remains have van­
ished, too. Often the only 
traces o f  human existence 
thousands o f years ago are

the tools and weapons these 
early people fashioned from
stone.

Of all the different kinds 
o f stone used in making 
tools, one o f the most dis­
tinctive 1s Alibates flint. 
Normally flint has one 
characteristic sltade, but 
Alibates flint has a m ulti­
tude of bright colors in end­
less variations and patterns.

Archeologists find tools 
made of Alibates flint in 
many places in the Great 
Plains and the Southwest.
The stone comes from a 
relatively small section o f 
the Texas Panliandle, 26 
square kilometers (10 square 
miles) around Lake M ere­
dith on the Canadian Ri­
vet. The flint, in a layer 
up to 1.8 meters (6 feet) 
thick, usually lies just be­

low the surface at ridge 
level.

To get unweathered flint 
out o f the ground, man had 
to dig by hand or with sticks. 
Around these shallow quarry 
pits you can see chunks and 
pieces of flint, the waste 
materials or tailings o f the 
quarrying operations.

Alibates flint is a hard 
rock that holds a sharp edge 
when shaped properly. Early 
toolmakers were able to chip 
and flake it into an aston­
ishing variety o f everyday 
tools of survival. Archeo­

logists have found knives, 
hammers, chisels, drills, 
axes, awls, fishhooks, but­
tons, hoes, scrapers and 
gravers, as well as dart 
points or arrowheads—all 
made out o f A libates flint.

Most evidence o f the 12,
000 yeais o f almost contin­
uous use of A libates flint 
comes not from these quarry 
pits, but from archeological 
excavations elsewhere.
From 10,000 B, C. to pos­
sibly as late as the 1870's, A 

Alibates flint was distributed 
widely over the High Plains. 
Most people who used it 

were nomads— hunters who 
followed game trails and 
never built permanent homes. 
For a relatively short per­

iod, from about A . D. 1200 
to 1450, however, some peo­
ple settled permanently, 
near the quarries. They 
were farmers, but they also 
quarried flint and bartered 
it for such items as pottery, 
■eashells, pipestone, and 
obsidian. These people 
ire referred to by archeolo­
gists as the Panhandle Pue­
blo Culture because they 
were Plains V illage Indians 
whose houses show the in ­
fluence o f pueblo style houses 
in the Southwest.

Yen For 

Am erican Food
According to a recent 

article in the "North Plains 
Water News", the number 
o f specialty food outlets is 
predicted to reach more 
than 2, 500 by the end o f 
this year in Japan. By 
contrast, the foreign fast 
food enterprises operating 
in Japan at the end o f 1972 
has only 170 outlets. By 
the end o f 1973, 500 out­
lets were serving hamburgers, 
fried chicken, pizza, stews, 
doughnuts, and ice cream.

For Japan "McDonalds", 
sales more than doubled 
from 1972 to 1973 and 
volume amounted to $13.5 
m illion. Mister Donut 
disclosed sales reached 
$14 million in 1973, a 280 
per cent gain over the pre­
vious year. Japan currently 
imports about $3 billion 
worth o f U. S. food and 
agriculture products a 
year— -that takes a lot of 
yen in more than way* one.

The hoc, dry summer 

weather we cxpeclcd in July 
has arrived during August. 
Com and Sorghum crops arc 
using alot of water diesc 
days. The com crop has 
passed the stage o f peak 
water-use which occurs from 
pre-tassel through early 
grain filling, which reaches 
about four-tenths o f an inch 
per day. Now that most 
com has passed the early
grain filling stage, the 

illy  water use nas dropped 
i about three-tenths ol an

inch per day.
Most sorghum fields arc 

in their peak water use period, 
the boot to bloom stage, 
where sorghum needs 3 inches 
of water every 10 days. After 
sorghum passes the bloom 
stage, water use declines to 
about 2 inches every 10 days 
until the soft dough stage is 
reached.

As farmers arc getting their
irrigated wheat land ready 
for fertilization, they need
to get a soil sample for a 

illt t o i  Isoil test to determine the 
amount o f fertilizer needed.
A soil test is a small invest­
ment that can pay big d iv i­
dends on helping you make 
wise use o f your fertilizer 
dollar. Come by the County 
Fxtension office for necessary 
boxes, forms and mailing 
cartons.

I continue to sec more fields 
showing up with M aize Dwarf
Mosaic Vims (MDMV).

If you need information 
about this disease, feel 
free to call on m e. There 
isn" t much you can do this 
year , but we can discuss
things to do for next year. 

It lias been a long timeIt has been a long 
since we have had a con­
firmed scrcwworm case in 
this area. However, they 
are moving northward this 
summer and there have been 
confirmed scrcwworm cases 
in Kent and Wichita Counties. 
As cattlemen begin to im­
port some of these “ Southern 
Selects" Horn areas south 
ol here, we need to be on 
the lookout lor screwworms.
It would he possible for one 
to hitch a ride here on a 
load of cattle. If you sus­
pect screwworms. get a 
sample o f die larvae and 
we ean assist you in send­
ing them to M (ssion to lx 
positively identified. You 
should protect any wounds 
on livestock with an app­
roved larvacide.

More government regula­
tions. This time the Texas 
Air Control Hoard has pro­

posed changes to its regula­
tions on outdoor burning of 
all vegetation and waste 
materials. Tills includes 
burning of crop residues 
and land e l>  ranee wastes. 
The basic change is that 
outdoor hunting will hence­
forth he allowed only when 
there is no practical a l­
ternative to burning.
