Keeping in mind that beef is the 
largest agricultural commodity in 
Texas as well as the fact that Texas 
is the largest beef producing state, 
Roy Wheeler, cattleman from Tex­
as, said, "W e still believe in old- 
fashioned capitalism. Thus we as 
cattlemen believe it is our re­
sponsibility to help ourselves. The 
25 cent checkoff program is provid­

The Perryton Equity Exchange 

celebrated their sixty-alxth year at 
their annual stockholders’ meeting 
Thursday night. The cooperative 
posted profits of $3,080,466 on sales 
of $79,283,028. This represents a 10 
per cent Increase In sales of 1964.

Profits were down for the same 
period by nearly 19 per cent. Ken­
neth Allen, in his report to the 
stockholders, pointed out the con­
siderable expenditures on the 
cooperative to modernize the 
facilities and computer capabilities 
of the company. The Equity E x­
change spent nearly $1 million on 
repairs and maintenance in the 
fiscal year ending March 31,1985

In other remarks Allen discussed 
the general poor situation of the 
world grain market. “Only one
third of our domestic wheat is used 
in the United States, the remaining 
two thirds of the wheat mast find an 

i export market. There is intense 
co m p e titio n  in th e  world 
marketplace to sell wheat. Many 
other countries grow wheat and 
there has been a bumper crop 
worldwide. This has lead to the pre­
sent oversupply of wheat and the 
low prices for the produce, he said.

Paul Tucker, controller of the 
company, announced that the 
financial position of the coop was 
“strong and healthy.” He also an­
nounced the following rebates to 
the members of the Equity; wheat,
9.8 cents per buschel, milo 13.75 
cents per hundred weight, storage .
15.8 ce n ts  p er one d o lla r , 
anhidreous ammonia $8.80 per ton,

petroleum 6 cents per gallon, and 
merchandise 3 cents per dollar. 
Tucker also said that all 1965 stock 
will be redeemed this year, keeping 
with the Equity policy of not hving 
any stock over twenty years 
outstanding. Both the rebate 
checks and the stock checks will be 
mailed by November 4, 1985, 
Tucker said.

In other business, the Equity 
elected new members of the board 
of directors. The recommendation 
of the Nominating Committee was 
followed for each position except 
Area 5. The Nominating Commit­
tee had proposed William E . “Bill” 
Miller from Perryton to fill the 
position. Two other nominations 
were received from the floor of the 
meeting, Terry Pattison from Per­
ryton and Tom Snodgrass from 
Perryton.

For Ear Infaction See A Doctor Promptly

More children may suffer 
middle ear infections than 
ever before.

These infections, known as 
otitis media, are responsible 
for millions of office visits a 
year

“Kar infections have be­
come the most common med­
ical diagnosis of childhood," 
reports Charles D. Bluestone,
M I)., director of the Otitis 
Media Research Center in 
Pittsburgh, Penn.

Causes
In the young child, the 

anatomical construction of 
the tube leading from the ear 
to the back of the nose, and 
bacteria are thought to be re­
sponsible for most ear infec­
tions

Physicians cannot change 
the anatomy, which nature 
improves as the child grows, 
but they can treat the infec­
tion with antibiotics.

Unfortunately many of the 
bacteria produce an enzyme 
called beta-lactamase that in­
activates the antibiotics com­
monly used to treat ear infec­
tions as well as those of the 
sinuses, throat and remain­
der of the respiratory tract.

Dangers
Persistent fluid in the ear 

afler an acute attack of otitis 
media is extremely common 
and potentially dangerous. 
Jerome O. Klein, ML)., pro­
fessor of pediatrics at the Bos­
ton University School of 
Medicine, reports that 70 per­
cent of children will still have 
fluid in their ears after two 
weeks of antimicrobial ther­
apy, and that 40 percent will 
have it at one month, 20 per­
cent at two months and 10 
percent at three months 

Hearing impairment as­
sociated with this fluid can be 
a special problem for millions 
of children who have three or 
more ear infections each year.
