Gommissioners
set 1987 budget

The Commissioners Court has made
many changes in the-1987 budget?®

The Jury Fund, which consistse of
expense of the Court, was raised from
$49,250 in 1986.to $51,169 in the 1987
budget. Attorney fees and Dist, Judge
expenses consume much of the in-
crease. Attorney fees rose from $3000.
00 in-1986 to $5000.00 for 1987. Dist.
Judge expénses rose $1500 from $5000
in 1986 to $6500 in 1987.

Cuts were alsd" made in many areas
of the fund. D.A. salary made the
most substantial drop, from $25000 in
1986 to $23750 in 1987.

The General Fund of the Hansford
County 1987 budget dropped from
$850,900 to $818,619 for 1987,

However, the budget does not

expect to have any beginning balance -

for 1987 where it had $200,000 in 1986.

Mostly though, the items making ug
the General Fund took an overall cut.
The biggest eut was made by cus-»
todians who dropped from $83,000 in
1986 to $60,756 in 1987. Other major
cuts were made by the County and
Dist. Clerk $86,500 in 1986, $80,0104n
1987, and Veterans Office and J.P.,
34,000 in 1986 to $28,899 in-1987.

The only item in the General Fund
making a raise was the Dist. Judge

and Probation which rose from $13,
500 in 1986 to $35,489 for 1987.

The Road and Bridge Funds for
Precinets 1 and 2 both took a decrease
in thel987 budget. Precinct 1 had
$180,400 in 1986 to only $157,513 in
1987. Precinct 2 dropped from $168,
000 in 1986 in $152,363 in 1987,

Precinet 3's Road and Bridge Fund
went up for 1987. In 1986 they spent
$148,000 and are budgeted $154,646
in 1987.

Precinct 4 remains basicly the same
with $145,000 in 1986 and 142,663 for
1987, that's a $2,337 drop.

Tax collections are expected to to be
$1,089,936 in 1987 as opposed to
$940,800 in 1986.

Reagan In 88 Fog

Republicans have recently
mailed out hundreds of thousands
of letters from Washington seek-
ing contributions based en the
possibility that President Reagan
could run again.

How anyone who knows U.S.
history can seriously think Con-
gress will pass a constitutional
amendment, by two-thirds majori-
ties in both houses, and that this
amendment will be adopted by
three-fourths of the states, by
1988, is a mystery.

Chances are at least 100 to |
that the House, with a heavy
Democratic majority of its total
membership, will not pass such an
amendment by such a margin, or
even pass it at all.

As a money-raising technique
the appeal might be successful. On
the other hand, looking at the
close party membership in the

Senate and the Democratic major-
ity in the House, and the fact that
Democrats comirol more gover-
norships and state legislatures
than Republicans, chances that
Mr. Reagan can be made eligible
are nil.

Whethér or not the money ap-
peal is successful, the effort seems
to undercut Vice President George
Bush and other potential Repub-
lican candidates; they would like
to see Republicans work for, and
spend their money for, candidates
who will be eligible.

One suspects Congress and the
states will eventually repeal the bar
to a third term, enacted by Repub-
licans in the aftermath of the four
victories of Franklin Roosevelt in
1932, 1936, 1940 and 1944, But it
won't be in time for Ronald
Reagan to be a candidate in 1988
and the political pros know it.

decided to subsidize grain sales to
Russia. The State Department said
this would antagonize other na-
tions, which felt this violated the
spirit (at the least) of trade ac-
cords.

The reason the U.S. acted is
very clear. Eight years ago U.S.
farmers provided the Russians six-
ly percent of their grain. President
Carter, in a protest against the in-
vasion of Afghanistan, stopped
much of the grain trade.

President Reagan resuimed it,
But a certain percentage had been
lost, The high cost of U.S. grain,
the price propped up artificially by
government crop support, has also
worked to reduce the export per-

centage.

The net result is that U.S.
farmers now sell the Soviet Union
less than 25 percent of its grain.
This greatly reduced export vol-
ume has meant backed up supplies
and grain storage: tacilities full to
capacity. There is presently a grain

glut, and officials Jon’t know to-
day were they can find adequate
facilities to store the 1986 crop
surplus.

Recause of the glut, and a
once-in-a-century drought crisis in
the Southeast, many have argued
that the federal government
should send some of this grain, as
cimergency aid, to distressed
farmers. There is no precedent for
this and some farmers might com-
