
And only 3-years old . . .
Hansford bank is leading 
Panhandle growth record

It'D omy three years old, but the 
First National Bank of Spearman is 
already casting a tall shadow 
across the financial face of Texas — 
a state which has had its problem 
in recent years with more negative 
financial news than positive.

But the news out of Hansford 
county is strong with all four 
financial institutions reporting 
strong profits and with its newest 
member recording phenomenal 
growth in its first three years of 
business.

In its three short years, the FNB 
has grown from its original assets 
of $2-mi)lion to just over $22-mil­
lion at the close of business this 
past Dec. 31 -- a staggering 1,142 
percent increase in assests.

The new Hansford county bank 
opened its door April 24, 1985 and, 
on its first day of business its 
deposits more than doubled with 
customers adding $2,700,000 that 
day alone.

By the end of that first year, 
assests at the bank had climbed to 
just over $13 million, an increase of 
665 percent that year alone.

The First National has been a 
darling of the banking industry in 
Texas almost since its inception, 
reporting profits in its third month 
of operations while other banks 
which had started operation within 
12 months prior to Spearman's new 
start have yet to post a single 
month of profit.

“ When starting a new bank, the 
greatest concern is how well it will 
be received," notes Bill Pittman, 
chairman of the bank. “ The people 
of Spearman, Hansford county and 
really, the entire area have shown 
their acceptance since that first 
day."

While some area banks have 
fallen victim to the economic clime 
of recent years, the First National 
Bank in Spearman stands as one of 
the most successful new bank 
charters in Texas, according to a 
report from the Financial Institu­

tion Examination Council.
The FIEC compares banks in a 

peer group — banks of about the 
same assets — as to profitability 
and several other factors.

The peer group which includes 
the First National Bank of Spear­
man shows an average after tax 
loss of .72 percent while the 
Spearman bank itself is showing a 
net after tax profit of .87 percent.

But it doesn’ t require a balance 
sheet to tell that the First National 
is on the grow. Opening in 1985 
with eight employees, it now 
operates with 13 — and that 
includes the addition of a new loan 
officer.

The bank has already iniated 
steps toward the building of a new 
bank home as its current business 
center is becoming more and more 
crowded.

"W e have appointed a building 
committee and are looking into the 
feasibility of building a new facilty 
just west of our present location," 
notes Don Townsen, president of 
the bank.

The concept for the First 
National Bank is almost unique in 
Texas -- it has 90 stockholders with 
none owning more than 5.7 percent 
of the stock.

And, the original stockholders 
remain with the bank today, 
another unusual feature in banking 
circles which see stock traded with 
some regularity within the in­
dustry.

It’ s been a story of rapid and 
record growth for Hansford 
county's newest financial institu­
tion, but one which leaders of the 
bank give credit to the people 
behind the scenes.

“ We were fortunate in finding a 
good manager in the form of Don 
Townsen," notes Pittman. “ And, 
over the years, we’ ve been able to 
attract capable people who know 
the business and work well with 
and for the communmity."

The FNB chairman also points to

the board of directors of the bank 
as key reasons for the success of 
the financial enterprise, noting 
them as “ conservative, but pro­
gressive community leaders".

Officers of the Spearman bank 
include Pittman, Townsen who is 
also chief executive office; Felma 
Evans, vice president and cashier; 
Richie Fletcher, vice president; 
Tindle Ramon, assistant cashier; 
and Arbeta Nobles, executive 
secretary.

Directors are Max Baggerly, J.L. 
Brock, Kent Guthrie, Britt Jarvis, 
Bill Pittman, Don Townsen, C. 
Ralph Blodgett, Gene Cudd, 
Richard Holton, Bob Pearson and 
Jimmy Shieldknight, all of Spear­
man.

considered all their options con­
cerning future potential water sup­
plies before deciding to give their 
approval.

"I'm  not sure anybody feels real 
good about it (the decision)", he 
notes. “ And I'm not talking just 
about Dumas, but the other mem­
ber cities as well."

With the approval from Dumas, 
PDRA general manager Johnnie 
Lee had plans to go to Austin to 
seek special sessions of both the 
Texas Water Commission and the 
Texas Water Board, the two state 
entities which control water pro­
jects in Texas.

Approval from both boards are 
needed by the PDRA for addition 
money to fund the cost over runs. 
The two state agencies will provide 
the bond money while PDRA 
member cities will shoulder repay­
ment responsibilites.

Currently, Lee and the PDRA 
board believes it may be possible to

go ahead with the project without 
seeking a time extension on tae 
permit which allows construction of 
the dam. It will expire June 9 if 
construction has not started by that 
date.

"W e think we can push things 
through quickly enough that we 
won't have to get an extension," 
reports Lee.

However, if the two state 
agencies cannot be brought to­
gether in a special session, the 
delay could amount to as much a 60 
days or more, he notes.

In an attempt to cover all bases, 
the PDRA general manager plans 
to go ahead with the extension 
application process no matter what 
happens with the two state boards.

Lee also has plans to meet with 
the low bid contractor next week to 
confirm in writing the contractor’ s 
agreement to extend his bid price 
by 30 days.

Hansford jail contract 
rates increased to $15

Hansford county commissioners 
voted to increase jail contract 
prices to both Spearman and 
Gruver, agreed to a trade out 
arrangement on the two cities’ 
landfill areas and maintained fire 
contracts at their current levels in 
their meeting this past Monday in 
Spearman.

Commissioners followed a 
recommendation from sheriff R.L. 
McFarlin that contract prices for 
housing prisoners from Gruver nd 
Spearman be increased to $15 per 
day and $4 per meal.

4-H horse club 
being organized

The 1988 4-H Horse Cub is being 
organized with their first riding 
session scheduled for Tuesday at 
the Oscar Archer Arena in Spear­
man.

Instruction will be given on 
beginning riding, basic horseman­
ship and horse safety.

The riding session will be fol­
lowed by a 4-H Horse Club meeting 
at 6 p.m. in the county barn at 
Spearman to discuss plans for 
summer activities such as riding 
sessions, trail rider and others.

The 4-H Riding Club is open to 
all interested youth and their 
parents.

Current rates charged by the 
county to the two Hansford county 
communities are $7 per day and $3 
per meal.

In other action, commissioners 
agreed to dig pits in the Gruver and 
Spearman landfills if the two cities 
would allow county residents to 
dump at the landfills without 
charge.

Current fire contracts with 
Spearman and Gruver were re­
viewed by the commissioners, but 
no action was taken. Contracts 
there don't expire until September, 
reports county judge R.L. 
McClellan.

Current contract prices between 
the county and the city of Spear­
man calls for the county to pay $235 
fire call and $135 for each rescure
call.

The Gruver contract calls for a 
flat fee of $2,700 per year with the 
county paying Gruver volunteers 
$10 per call for each man who 
responds to a county fire.

In other action, Hansford county 
commissioners tabled any decision 
on the purchase of a postage 
meter, scales and electronic mail 
opener until they begin to prepare 
the 1988-89 budget.

Plans call for commissioners to 
get their first look at a tentative 
budget plan at their first meeting 
in May.

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Amarillo man jailed 
on 3 burglary charges

DPS investigates death 
of Hansford prisoner

A 33-year old Amarillo man is in 
custody of the Hansford county 
sheriff s office where he is being 
held in connection with three 
separate county burglaries, reports 
Hansford sheriff, R.L. McFarlin.

James Barker has been charged 
with three counts of burglary and 
bond has been denied due to 
pending sentences on the same 
charges in Colorado.

The Amarillo man was returned 
to Hansford county on warrants 
from the sheriff's office, reports 
McFarlin. Barker has already been 
sentenced in Springfield, Co., on 
similar charges, he notes.

The Amarillo man will stand trial 
in Hansford county for burglaries 
of three Hansford county country 
homes, then will face similar

charges in both Ochiltree and 
Moore counties, McFarlin states.

According to the sheriff. Barker 
has admitted to burglaries of the 
Harold Boyd barn, the Jack 
McWhirter place and the former 
home of Damon Herndon which is 
located near the Hansford-Ochil- 
tree county line.

Tools, a pickup, a fireplace heat 
fan and miscellaneous items were 
taken from the three country 
places, notes McFarlin.

Following his trials in Texas, 
Barker will be returned to Colorado 
to finish his sentence there. After 
completing that he will be returned 
to Texas to serve any sentences 
which might be made here, says 
McFarlin.

The Texas Department of Public 
Safety is investigating the death of 
a Hansford county prisoner who 
was found dead in his cell by a 
Hansford county jailer during early 
morning rounds Monday.

The outside investigation was 
requested by Hansford county 
sheriff R.L. McFarlin following the 
death of 27-year old Roger B. 
Thurman of Perryton.

The prisoner was found with a 
bed sheet wrapped around his 
neck, sitting on the floor of his cell, 
according to the Hansford county 
sheriff.

He was discovered around 12:30 
a.m. Monday by a jailer who was 
making early morning rounds,

reports McFarlin. The incident 
took place between 11 p.m. Sunday 
and 12:30 a.m. Monday when the 
early morning cell check was 
preformed, he notes.

According to McFarlin, the 
prisoner apparently died after 
tying one end of the sheet to the 
bars and wrapping the other end 
around his neck shortly after 
midnight Monday.

The Hansford county sheriff 
reports Thurman was arrested on 
numerous misdemeanor charges 
by a Texas Department of Public 
Safety trooper about 5:30 p.m. 
Sunday. He was placed in the jail 
cell about 7 p.m., he said.

Results of an autopsy are 
pending.
