When a railroad came our 
way Wawaka’ s named changed to 
Waka. The Hansford town moved to 
Spearman and Ochiltree to Derryton. 
Throughout the years from 1908 to 
1919 my soul was so very humgry fora 
closer walk with God in 1919 at the 
school house in Waka I surrendered 
my life completely to God and He 
sanctified spirit soul and body and oh 
such a greater peace was known. In 
.1921 at the Joe Davis home at an 
afternoon prayer service under the

The R. L Board has designated 
February as World Understanding 
Month, a time to focus on this 
important aspect of the Object of 
Rotary. In addition, 23 February - the 
82nd anniversary of Rotary’ s founding 
will be observed as World Under 
standing and Peace Day.

There is no medicine like hope, no 
incentive so great, and no tonics so 
powerful as expectation o f something 
better tomorrow.

There are monies provided by the 
69th Texas Legislature in 1985 to make 
provisions for health care to the 
State's indigent and uninsured pop­
ulation. The programs are designed to 
not only provide health care to those 
who need health care, but also to cut 
the bad debt rate in hospitals and to 
save tax dollars.

The Panhandle Health Care Coalit­
ion works with counties, hospitals, 
hospital districts and clinics to 
coordinate eligibility screening, ser 
vices, education and communications 
as well as other areas.

The grant programs are listed and 
summarized below:
A. Indigent Health Care and treat­
ment Act (S.B.1)

This act clarifies responsibilities of 
counties, public hospitals and hospit-

n m n rm n n n rT 'i i » i

al districts in providing health care to 
indigent Texas residents. Counties 
without public facilities must provide 
specified health care services for 
residents whose incomes and resourc 
es do not exceed AFDC Program 
Standards but who are not eligible for 
Medicaid or other 3rd party coverage, 
b. Maternal Infant Health Improve­
ment Act (M IH IA ) (H.B. 1023)

This act provides for prenatal care 
for low income pregnant women in 
State targeted counties of underserved 
population or unmet need, and for 
comprehensive maternity care of med 
ically high risk pregnant women and 
specialized care and follow-up for high 
risk infants bom to these women in all 
counties without previous programs. 
These women must not be eligible for 
Medicaid or have other 3rd party 
coverage.
C. Texas Primary Health Care Ser­
vices Act (H.B. 1844)

This act provides funds to establish 
programs o f high blood pressure 
treatment to low income persons not 
eligible for other forms of assistance 
or who do not have insurance. The 
program is designed to improve access 
to preventive and primary care ser­
vices in order to reduce acute care 
emergency room and hospital costs.

Safety
Capt. Bob Russell. District Supervi­

sor of the Amarillo Highway Rairoi 
District comprising o f 31 counties 
said, “ For the year, 1986, our troopers 
investigated 63 fatal accidents, 884 
personal injury accidents, and 1269 
property damage accidents. There 

were 82 persons killed and 1328 
persons injured in these accidents."

Sgt. Burt Christian of Borger stated, 
“ In Hansford county, our troopers 
investigated 1 fatal accident, 1 person­
al injury accident, and 0 property 
damage accidents in the Year, 1986. 2 
persons were killed and 2 person were 
injured in these accidents.”

Friends, that there could be a 
wonder in the mind of the reader of 
the Rible articles, “ To God a Not of 
Thanks”  by Mrs. E. A. Greever that 
you read week after week, I  feel it is 
pleasing to God that I  write a very 
brief story o f my life and o f the call of 
God for the work he would have me 
do. In height 5 feet and 1 inch and now 
at 98 year since Oct. 24, 1986, weigh 
near 100 pounds and by Gods breath 
given I am still here. To be sure 1 am 
in this world no great person nor is it 
any great thing I have done nor am 
doing. I was of a family o f 7 children 
our inyvnLs James Robert 
Teague and Alice Melva Jenkins 
Teague. Our home a small farm lV i 
miles north of Alba Missouri which 
was about 8 miles northwest of 
Carthage. In 1908at age 20 at an 
inland town named Preston at a 
Presbyterian Church I was deeply 
convicted of sins and with a godly 
sorrow repented and when forgiven 
found a peace I never before had 
known. At age 22'/> years 1 came to 
the Panhandle o f Texas as the bride of 
Edwin Adams Greever our home 6 
miles south of Wawaka, 15 miles east 
of Hansford and 15 miles west of 
Ochiltree. When a railroad came our 
way Wawaka’ s named changed to 
Waka. The Hansford town moved to 
Spearman and Ochiltree to Perryton. 
Throughout the years from 1908 to 
1919 my soul was so very humgry for a 
closer walk with God in 1919 at the 
school house in Waka I surrendered 
my life completely to God and He 
sanctified spirit soul and body and oh 
such a greater peace was known. In 
.1921 at the Joe Davis home at an 
afternoon prayer service under the 
direction of Irene Dilworth, I tarried 
for the Baptism of the Holy Ghost, the 
Fathers seal that would give me the 
power needed to work for God and 
praise God the Holy Ghost that had 
witnessed of my salvation and sactifi- 
cation came in felling my life witness­
ing to me of entering by taking

And I  fail to find 
words to Thank William M .M iller for 
his cooperation concerning this and 
beyond a doubt I  can see and you can 
see without it these articles would not 
be published. M y thanks also goes to 
anyone who may be helping in 
anyway. Friends, i f  any one i s ' '  
in any way by my life, lb  God he the 
praise for I am only a sirnnr that was 
saved by Gods grace and now quoting 
Paul I  say by the grace o f God I  am 
what I  am. And now I write the words 
of some song writer. Oh I love to walk 
with Jesus like the publicans o f old 
when He gathered them about Him 
and the blessed tidings told. How He 
came to bring deliverance to the 
captives in distress. Take away tyeir

There are monies provided by the 
69th Texas Legislature in 1985 to make 
provisions for health care to the 
State's indigent and uninsured pop­
ulation. The programs are designed to 
not only provide health care to those 
who need health care, but also to cut 
the bad debt rate in hospitals and to 
save tax dollars.

The Panhandle Health Care Coalit­
ion works with counties, hospitals, 
hospital districts and clinics to 
coordinate eligibility screening, ser­
vices, education and communications 
as well as other areas.

The grant programs are listed and 
summarized below:
A. Indigent Health Care and treat­
ment Act (S.B.1)

This act clarifies responsibilities of 
counties, public hospitals and hospit-

nmn

al districts in providing health care to 
indigent Texas residents. Counties 
without public facilities must provide 
specified health care services for 
residents whose incomes and resourc 
es do not exceed AFDC Program 
Standards but who are not eligible for 
Medicaid or other 3rd party coverage, 
b. Maternal Infant Health Improve­
ment Act (M IH IA ) (H.B. 1023)

This act provides for prenatal care 
for low income pregnant women in 
State targeted counties of underserved 
population or unmet need, and for 
comprehensive maternity care of med 
ically high risk pregnant women and 
specialized care and follow-up for high 
risk infants bom to these women in all 
counties without previous programs. 
These women must not be eligible for 
Medicaid or have other 3rd party 
coverage.
C. Texas Primary Health Care Ser­
vices Act (H.B. 1844)

This act provides funds to establish 
programs o f high blood pressure 
treatment to low income persons not 
eligible for other forms of assistance 
or who do not have insurance. The 
program is designed to improve access 
to preventive and primary care ser­
vices in order to reduce acute care 
emergency room and hospital costs.

Capt. Bob Russell, District Supervi­

sor of the Amarillo Highway Balroi 
District comprising of 31 counties 
said, “ For the year, 1986, our troopers 
investigated 63 fatal accidents, 884 
personal injury accidents, and 1269 
property damage accidents. There 

were 82 persons killed and 1328 
persons injured in these accidents.”

Sgt. Burt Christian of Borger stated, 
“ In Hansford county, our troopers 
investigated 1 fatal accident, 1 person­
al injuiy accident, and 0 property 
damage accidents in the Year, 1986. 2 
persons were killed and 2 person were 
injured in these accidents.”

Texas Water 
Development 

Board
The recent passage of the Federal 

Clean Water Act over the President's 
veto will benefit those local govern­
ments in Texas who have applied for 
state financial assistance to construct 
needed wastewater collection and 
treatment projects says the head of the 
state agency in charge of administer 
ing and the federal construction grants 
program.

According to Texas Water Develop­
ment Board chairman Thomas M. 
Dunning, the state is to receive $111 
million a year, over the next several 
years for use in funding wastewater 
treatment projects. This is an $18 
million increase above the average 
past appropriation, he said. “ W e will 
be able to fund practically every 
ready-to-proceed sewer project cur­
rently on the Construction Grants 
priority list,”  Dunning said.

A  major change in the Act calls for 
the conversion of the grants program 
to a low interest revolving loan pro­
gram. The loan program will create a 
permanent fund, managed by the 
state, to make loans to local govern­
ments for sewage treatment improve­
ments. As the loans are paid back, the 
payments are used to make new loans, 
thus the name "revolving” .

This will create a permanent State 
Revolving Loan Fund to assist local 
governments throughout the state in 
building their needed sewer projects.

Dunning said, noting that there is a 
requirement for state matching funds. 
W e hope to be able to use the funds 
already available in the state loan 
program for the match," he said, 
adding that state legislative action will

be required in order to use the funds 
for this program.

"Th re  are some important long- 
range advantages to be realized from 
the changes brought about the new 
A ct," Dunning went on to say. “ under 
former guidelines, cities applying for 
funds were unable to receive financial 
assistance for building reserve capa­
city and therefore had to use their own 
funds to provide for future growth. 
The conversion from a grant program 
to a loan program will make it possible 
for the state to participate in the 
funding necessary to allow project 
construction which incorporates future 
needs.”

Financial assistance under the loan 
program could be available as early as 
the second quarter of 1988. the Board 
will be providing additional and more 
detailed information, as it becomes 
available, through meetings, mail- 
outs, additional press releases, and 
puboic hearings on Board rules. C.R. 
Miertschin is TWDB Division Director 
responsible for administering the new 
aspects o f the program.

Texas Water 
Development 

Board
The recent passage of the Federal 

Clean Water Act over the President’ s 
veto will benefit those local govern­
ments in Texas who have applied for 
state financial assistance to construct 
needed wastewater collection and 
treatment projects says the head of the 
state agency in charge of administer­
ing and the federal construction grants 
program.

According to Texas Water Develop­
ment Board chairman Thomas M. 
Dunning, the state is to receive $111 
million a year, over the next several 
years for use in funding wastewater 
treatment projects. This is an $18 
million increase above the average 
past appropriation, he said. “ W e will 
be able to fund practically every 
ready-to-proceed sewer project cur­
rently on the Construction Grants 
priority list," Dunning said.

A  major change in the Act calls for 
the conversion of the grants program 
to a low interest revolving loan pro­
gram. The loan program will create a 
permanent fund, managed by the 
state, to make loans to local govern­
ments for sewage treatment improve­
ments. As the loans are paid back, the 
payments are used to make new loans, 
thus the name "revolving” .

This will create a permanent State 
Revolving Loan Fund to assist local 
governments throughout the state in 
building their needed sewer projects.

Dunning said, noting that there is a 
requirement for state matching funds. 
W e hope to be able to use the funds 
already available in the state loan 
program for the match," he said, 
adding that state legislative action will

be required in order to use the funds 
for this program.

"Th re  are some important long- 
range advantages to be realized from 
the changes brought about the new 
A ct," Dunning went on to say. “ under 
former guidelines, cities applying for 
funds were unable to receive financial 
assistance for building reserve capa­
city and therefore had to use their own 
funds to provide for future growth. 
The conversion from a grant program 
to a loan program will make it possible 
for the state to participate in the 
funding necessary to allow project 
construction which incorporates future 
needs.”

Financial assistance under the loan 
program could be available as early as 
the second quarter of 1988. the Board 
will be providing additional and more 
detailed information, as it becomes 
available, through meetings, mail- 
outs, additional press releases, and 
puboic hearings on Board rules. C.R. 
Miertschin is TWDB Division Director 
responsible for administering the new 
aspects o f the program.
