Wheat Carryover

How come such a huge carry-
over of American wheat?

Jess Watson, wheat farmer and
member of the Texas Agricul-
tural Conservation Committee
which meets here, gives the fol-
lowing answer to the question:

Stimulated by growing markets
good prices, and an abnormal de-
mand for wheat during the World
War years, United States wheat
acreage and production reached
new high elvels in the 10 years
following 1914. American farm-
ers seded an average of about
69 milion acres in the five years
after the war.

This acreage level, however,
was supported in part by an ex-
port business which took an av-
erage of 226 million bushels of
the harvests. But through the
90's these markets became smal-
ler and smaller, until in the 19-
28-32 period, American farmers
were able to sell only half as
much wheat abroad.

In spite of this loss of mar-
kets, the middle 30's found far-
mers seeding just about as much
wheat as they seeded right af-

i ter the war,

In the 30's, however, produc-
tion was held down by drouth
and the AAA programs.

The result was an upward trend
in prices following 1932‘. and,
¢ince there was no efective con-
trol program for wheat fron:
1936 to 1938, seedings in 19."1:
and 1938 shot up to an 80-mil-
lion acre level, more than 10 mil-
lion acres above the level of the
igh post-war acreages. :
hK(?otrd weather anhd good ?'leld
resulted in crops of 8706 million
bushels in 1937 and 931 million
bushels in 1938, the fourth lar-
gest crop on record. United S'!nt'(-s
wheat supplies for the 1938-30
period exceeded a billion bushels
also the fourth largest on record.
The carryover, whic_h had av-
eraged about 115 million bushels
in the five years 1924-28 which
had hit a peak of 378 million bu-
shels in 1933, is expected to be
about 270 millfon bushels next

Hopper Fight On

The first week in May saw
the beginning of the fight to con-
trol grasshoppers in a  section
reaching from San Jacinto coun-
ty in the southwest to Dallam
county in the northwest sorner of
the Panhandle.

The infestation
according
to R. R. Repert, entomologist of
the Texas A. and M. Colege Ex-
tension Service and state grass-
hopper control leader. Damage
will be moderate in most areas
south and east of the Panhandle
although six counties in the vi-
cinity of Dallas wil lagain ex-
perience trouble.

Except in the Panhandle, the
hoppers are of yellow differen-
tial species. In the Panbhandle, the
dangerous migratory species pre-
dominates. Reppert said egg beds
had been found to cover 200 acre
areas and that in some cases,
there were as many as 2,000 eges
per square foot. Thg migratory
infestation is expected to be more
than twice as severe as in 1038,

The government, through the
U. S. Bureau of Entomology and
Plant Quarantine, will provide
325 carloads of bran and saw-
dust for poison mash in the 23
counties where the migratory
species is present. The mash is
soread by hand, from trucks, and
from mechanical spreaders.

At least four counties have pro-
vided mechanical mixers capable
of mixing a ton of bait every six
minutes, and in Hartley county,
where the infestation appears to
be heaviest and where hatching
ocurred earliest, mash is being
mixed at the rate of two car-
loads a day.

“We got a head start on the
hoppers this year, and in spite
of the increased infestation, we
tre controlling most of the in-
sects at the place where it counts,
the hatching beds,” Reppert says.

MIZAR CELEBRATES
15th ANNIVERSARY

For 15 ycars, since June I,
1024, Fred Mizar, local trucker,
has been serving people of Spear-
man and Hansford County.

He has driven over 400,000
miles without an accident, over
roads that started as cow trails,
country roads and finally the
first graded road from the 4-
Way station south of Dumas to
Amarillo. Before roads became &
necessity to public welfare it was
118 miles to Amarillo and took
Mr. Mizar 2 days to make the
trip.
